A study looking at social skills and psychological wellbeing amongst Victorian adolescents with Autism and Asperger’s Disorder

Dr. Kylie Gray and Matthew Jepsen from Monash University are conducting a study looking at the social skills and psychological wellbeing of male and female Victorian adolescents (12 years and over) with Autism and Asperger’s Disorder. * Parents/guardians will also be asked to forward on copies of questionnaires to each adolescent’s teacher
