Christmas Carnival at Larinoi 20 November 1915

The Christmas carnivatLarino, Deepdene, home of Mr. & Mrs. William Bateas widely reported

in the press. It raised the very large sum of 540 pounds whhlstaibuted equally between the
Wounded Sol diersdé Fund and tlaenowdsgtlaeconthel Chi | dt
eastern corner of what is now Maleela Avenue & Whitehorse Road. Transport to the fair was provided
by a line of cabs which feed patrons from the Deepdene tram terminus to the house.

His Excellency the LieuteantGovernor, Sir John Madden, opened the carnival. A wide array of stalls
was set out beneath the gardends oaks and beect
children and amusements included a megoeound and side show stalls. One of the side shows was
particularly popular with small boys. For 3 pence each they were able to have 4 shots at a dummy
representing the Kaiser.

During the evening the gardewsre illuminated with coloured lights. The planned open air concert
was interrupted by rain but fortunately most items were able to proceed in the refreshment marquee.
