PROTECT YOUR MONEY

If It sounds too good to be true, it probably is.

Never use your bank account to transfer money to
someone you don't know.

Keep your credit card and ATM cards safe. Do not
share your personal Identification number (PIN) with
anyone.

Do not keep any written copy of your PIN with the card.

If someone offers you an investment or other financial
service, ask for their Australian Financial Services Li-
cense number. Then check this with the Australian Se-
curities and Investments Commission at
www.fido.gov.au or call 1300 300 630.

Your bank will never ask for your details In an email, so
never send your personal, credit card or online account
details by email.

Never click on a link or open an attachment in an unex-
pected email - even If it looks like it comes from your
bank, credit union, financial institution or any other com-

pany.

Do not let anyone pressure you into making decisions
about money or Investments: always get independent
financial advice:

Be wary of Investments promising a high return with lit-
tle or no risk.

You should never have to pay money to claim a lottery
prize. You cannot win a lottery you did not enter.

PROTECT YOUR PHONE

Before replying to calls or text messages, check the
number. If you make a call or return a call using a '190'
number, you will generally be charged at a higher rate
than for a local call.

If you receive a text message from a '190' number, you
will generally be charged a higher rate than for a stan-
dard text message and you could also be charged for
both the sent and received message.

Text the word 'STOP' In reply to any text message you
don't want that uses a '190' number.

If you receive a call with an offer that sounds too good
to be true, it probably is-so hang up.

Be careful when giving your phone number to callers
you don't know, even If they claim to be from a reputa-
ble organisation. Ask them why they need your number
and what they will use It for.

Look out for terms and conditions which permit the or-
ganisation to give your number to anyone else.

PROTECT YOUR IDENTITY

Only give out your personal details and Information if it
Is absolutely necessary and If you have Initiated the
contact and trust the other party.

Destroy personal information - don't just throw it out.
You should cut up, burn or shred old bills, account
statements or cards so scammers cannot get hold of
your personal details.

Treat your personal details like you would treat money.
Don't leave them lying around for others to take.

Order a free copy of your credit report at least once a
year to make sure no-one is using your name to borrow
money or run up debts.

You can get a copy of your credit report from a credit
reporting agency. There are three main credit reporting
agencies in Australia: Baycorp Advantage, Dun and
Bradstreet and Tasmanian Collection Service.

PROTECT YOUR COMPUTER

Install security software that protects your computer
from viruses and other malicious programs.
Use a ‘firewall' to protect your computer from intruders.

Make sure all your software is kept up to date, including
web browser applications.

Enable the 'auto update' function In e-security and other
software.

Do not open suspicious or unsolicited emails (spam).
Delete them.

Do not click on any links In a spam email or open any
files attached to them. Clicking on links may install
harmful programs without you knowing.

Never reply to a spam email.

Never call a telephone number that you see In a spam
email.

Be wary of unexpected 'pop-up' boxes-following the
links In the box may install malicious software on your
computer.

Avoid using public computers (at libraries or Internet ca-
fes) to do your internet banking - it Is very dangerous.
Do not use software on your computer that auto-
completes online forms. This can give internet scam-
mers easy access to your personal and credit card de-
tails.

Use long and random passwords that would be difficult
for anyone else to guess. Do not use dictionary words In
your password.
