PERSONAL SAFETY

Public Transport

* Plan your trip, which routes you
will take, cost, method of payment

* Check timetables in advance —
avoid long waits at platforms, particu-
larly in the evening. Be prepared if
you have a long wait for your train,
tram or bus. Stay in well-lit areas or
wait near local shops. Stand where
you can be seen.

* Where possible sit with others or
travel with a friend. Face other travel-
ers

* |f you are harassed or assaulted,
complain loudly to draw attention to
yourself

* |f leaving your car at a station,
park as close as possible to the sta-
tion, and have your keys ready when
you leave the station

* Remain Alert: take note of suspi-
cious people

* Consider an aisle seat, rather
than a window seat, then there is less
chance of being blocked in.

* Consider carrying a personal
alarm

* Be familiar with PTC security. Eg.
Sit in the front carriage near driver.

In your Vehicle.

* Keep car full of petrol, air and wa-
ter, and well serviced.

* Plan your trip: always carry a road
map

* Inform someone of your trip desti-
nation and estimated time, a proposed
route

* Check your doors are locked be-
fore driving off.

* Keep a torch, pen, paper and
coins in glove box for emergency. You
never know what you might witness or
observe.

* Do not pick up hitchhikers.

* If you think you are being fol-
lowed, confirm your suspicions by
making turns and staying on busy and
brightly-lit streets if at night. If you are
still being followed, do not drive home
revealing where you live. Drive to a
police station, open service station, or
similar place where you can call the
police. Note registration number, de-
scription etc.

* If a driver ahead of you deliber-
ately forces you to stop by breaking or
blocking the road, do not turn off the
engine as you may stall when trying to
restart.

* If the driver gets out of the car and
comes towards you, remain in your
car with doors locked and windows
shut. Sound your horn and flash your
lights.

* Leave a safe distance between
cars, at lights. This helps to avoid
problems of road rage or the creation
of aggravated situations.
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* If your car starts to falter, stop in a
safe place, rather than continuing to
your destination, risking a breakdown.

* Consider a mobile phone

* Do not put RACV tag with Regis-
tration number on keys. If you loose
your keys offender may find your car
and steal it from car park

Parking Your Vehicle

* Consider the area you are parking
in if not returning to your car until after
dark. Does the area have adequate
lighting, is it isolated or dark. Don't
park in an isolated position. If it will be
dark when you return, check lighting.

* Avoid parking too close to walls,
high fences or vegetation, which might
provide cover for an attacker.

* Before getting out of your car,
look around first to check that the vi-
cinity appears safe. If you see any
suspicious people loitering nearby,
drive to a different location.

* Remove purses, packages or
other easily stolen items from easy
view within the car. Avoid leaving pa-
pers in your car with your July 2005

* Car thieves often watch people as
they park their vehicles. So don’t
move goods from inside your car to
the boot at the same location you
leave the car;

* Steering locks, immobilizes and
alarms are good value, as long as you
engage them every time you leave the
car.

* Remove ignition keys; lock all
doors, windows and glass vents.
Leaving your car keys in the ignition
or leaving your vehicle unlocked is an
offence under the Victorian Road
Rules and an infringement notice with
a penalty of $75-00 can be issued.

* Thieves are aware of the best hid-
ing places for a spare key — so don't
hide one anywhere on your vehicle;
Take it with you.

* When returning to your car, have
the keys in your hand for quick ac-
cess.

* Before you open your car door,
visually conduct a proper check to
make sure no one is hiding inside,
particularly behind the front seats.

* Engrave or mark your car acces-
sories with the letter ‘V’ (for Victoria)
followed by your driver’s license num-
ber.

* A locked garage is a safe garage.
Many cars are stolen from garages
and driveways — both day and night.

* Having the V.I.N. etched onto ma-
jor glass components of your car can
also deter potential car thieves.

If the Car Breaks Down

* If there are warning signs, you may
have enough time to reach a busy pub-
lic space where you can stop.

* If you have a flat tyre, think about
driving slowly to a safe place to stop.
(Even though you may damage the
rim, this maybe more desirable than
compromising your safety.

* If it is dark and you breakdown in a
very isolated spot, you may have to
consider spending the night in your ve-
hicle. Or put hazard lights on, bonnet
up, lock doors, flash your lights, try to
attract attention, we advise that you do
not accept lifts from persons unknown
to you, ask them to call RACV or a
nominated person for you.

* Decide whether you consider it
safe to leave the car to call for assis-
tance. (Taking into consideration time
and location)

* Remain in your car if someone of-
fers assistance and speak through a
partially opened window.

* If no one stops to offer assistance,
you could consider briefly exiting your
car, waving down a passing motorist,
then returning to your car, locking your-
self in.

* You may have to rely on a motorist
making a call for you, if a telephone is
too far away.

* When making your call for assis-
tance, try to arrange to be located from
phone location. If you attend a house,
ask the resident to ring for you, do not
enter.

In the Workplace.

* Avoid discussing your personal or
company details such as living ar-
rangements, your financial situation.
You don’t know who is listening. Don®
invite unwanted attention, potential fu-
ture victim. Don't think that all offend-
ers are on the outside. Be careful of
what you say

* To and from work, is there a possi-
bility of car pool or traveling with work
colleagues.

* Verify ID of visitors to your work-
place, where necessary to maintain
security and safety. You have a right to
be there, others that do also, will not
feel offended. Claim ownership over
your workplace. Wear July 2005 Per-
sonal Safety & Family Violence July

Violence your ID and question those
who don’t. Be mindful of people follow-
ing you into the building or secured ar-
eas (tailgating ).

* Do not leave valuables unse-
cured. Many thefts are committed in
house by staff. Not just company
items, but personal property such as
wallets, phones, laptops are taken.

* Utilize security when available,
or work mates, to walk you to your
vehicle, or if available take advan-
tage of staff taxi service.

* What would you do in an emer-
gency, what is the company plan.
Who to contact. Panic alarms, Notify
security.

* Be mindful on the telephone,
others may be listening.

* Remove ID tags when leaving
work.

* Report incidents to supervisor-
no matter how minor.

* |In offering this information it is
not our intention to make you para-
noid or to undermine your trust of
your fellow workmates, but to ask
that you be mindful to get to know
your work colleagues. You are not
being distrustful, just protecting your-
self and your possessions. Endeav-
oring to remove the element of op-
portunity.

On the Street/
Traveling on Foot.

* Maintain a confident appear-
ance. Walk like you mean business,
that you are alert.

* Consider practical clothing/
dress for what you are doing.

* Walk purposefully and be aware
of your surroundings. Both human
and environmental. Take notice of
street names and the location of
public telephone boxes. Most attacks
occur early in morning or late at
night when there are not may people
around, and in isolated places.

* At night, if possible, keep to ma-
jor well-lit streets and avoid dark ar-
eas or short cuts.

* Walking in pairs or in a group is
also a good idea. Avoid shortcuts.
Stick to well traveled routes. Let
someone know where you are going,
how long you intend to be, which
route you are taking.

* Don'’t cover both ears with a
walkman, this removes your ability to
hear impending danger.

* Bags should be held closely and
carried on the side of you body fur-
thest from the road. If your bag is
grabbed, release it, and if possible,
empty the contents onto the ground.
This will prevent injury and may de-
ter the thief from stealing all your
property — ie, car keys, personal
items, etc.
