Remember empty
rubbish bins left on the nature strip
often indicate the house is temporarily
unoccupied and an easy picking for a
burglar. A good neighbour is a valued
friend.

BEING A
GOOD NEIGHBOUR

It is unrealistic to believe that home
owners can physically protect their
property 100 percent of the time. Va-
cations, business trips, shopping trips,
or even an evening out will leave
homes unattended.

The Neighbourhood Watch program
fosters the practice of mutual assis-
tance among neighbours aimed at re-
ducing crime in our communities at
the grass roots level. Get to know
your neighbours. Introduce them to
the concept of Neighbourhood Watch.
Get involved. A neighbourhood where
people are alert to the potential of
crime and willing to look out for one
another's interests is a neighbourhood
where crimes are less likely to occur.

Neighbourhood Watch is an invitation
to you to be a good neighbour. If a
neighbour is away and you notice an
obvious oversight in their home secu-
rity that might attract a burglar, correct
it. The act of closing an open gate or
garage door. collecting mail or daily
newspapers might be sufficient to give
that home the appearance of not be-
ing vacated, and be alert for people
lurking or behaving suspiciously

around their property. Good
neighbours working together through
Neighbourhood Watch can prevent
crimes in their area the most effective
way....

Before It Starts!
Characteristics of burglary

- Many people share a concern
about home burglary.

- Homes that have been burgled
once are almost four times more
likely to be burgled again - as bur-
glars sometimes return within two
months, just after stolen items
have been replaced

- Statistically, people who live in
larger cities are more likely to be
the victims of a burglary at least
once in their lives.

ALCOHOL,
YOUNG PEOPLE
& THE LAW

Underage drinking amongst young
people is a continuing problem. Young
people need to know where they
stand as far as the law goes to avoid
police involvement.

- If you are under the age of 18
years, it is against the law to pur-
chase alcohol, drink it or supply it.

- Itis against the law for an older
person to buy and supply alcohol
to another person under 18
(unless at home).

Some things you can do on licensed
premises if you are under 18:
- Have a meal

Live there with your parent or le-
gal guardian
Attend an approved under age
activity
Do approved work or training or
work experience

Some things you can't do on licensed
premised if you are under 18:

- Drink or receive alcohol (unless
you are having a meal)

- Pretend to be over 18

- Possess false or altered ID cards

- Lend your Birth Certificate to any-
one else

You are breaking the law if you:

- Drive a car or motorbike while on
L-plates or P-plates with any alco-
hol in your blood

- Drive a car or motorbike with a
Blood Alcohol Concentration
of .05% or above.

- Supply alcohol to anyone under 18

- Send someone under 18 to buy
alcohol

- Purchase alcohol if you are under
18

Different people metabolise alcohol at
different rates. Some of the factors
that influence the concentration of al-
cohol in a person's breath or blood
(RAC):
- The amount and type of alcohol
consumed.
- The time since the last drink, and
the rate of drinking.

CAR-SAFE TIPS. To prevent your
car being stolen:

Do not hide a second set of
keys anywhere on your car.
Never leave your car running
while it's unattended - not even
for a minute!

Do not leave personal items in-
cluding mobile phones, brief
cases and handbags in sights.
If you hide valuables do not do
it when you have already
parked - thieves could be
watching you.

Always fully close all windows,
lock all doors and take the keys
with you. Of course never leave
animals or children in your
locked vehicle.

At night, park in a well-lit and
secure area. Thieves target
cars at night.

If you have off-street parking,
use it. If you're away from
home, park in a secure at-
tended car park. Almost 50% of
vehicles are stolen from the
street.

Remember, any security is bet-
ter than no security. But if you
want maximum protection, a
self-arming electronic immobi-
lizer is the most effective vehi-
cle security you can have.
