Child Safety Tips 
 
The following safety tips are pro-
vided for your use and information:  
 
Avoid Choking 
Do not allow small children to run 
around or play while they are eating; 
it's too easy for them to choke. 
Never leave young children alone if 
they have food or drink.  
 
Medical Preparation  
Be ready for an emergency. Con-
sider taking an accredited first-aid 
course, and buying a first-aid kit 
from an accredited organisation. 
 
Babies in Bed  
A baby does not need a pillow and 
never use hot water bottles or elec-
tric blankets. 
 
Mouth Sized Objects 
Keep small objects out of reach of 
children, particularly small round or 
smooth objects such as buttons or 
beads. 

 
Around The House  

  
Cold and Hot Water  
When you are running a bath, turn 
on the cold tap first, then run hot wa-
ter and then finish with cold water. 
Adjust the thermostat on your hot 
water system to a maximum 50°C.  
 
Walking and Playing Surfaces  
Replace loose or chipped paving 
stones, raised bricks on a patio or 
path to prevent people 
tripping or falling over them. 
 
Curtain and Blinds  
Check all curtains and blinds. Tie up 
any low cords to prevent children 
getting tangled or tripping over.

Down Lights 
 
Do you have down lights in your 
home ? Numerous house fires have 
been caused by the heat from down 
lights igniting roof insulation mate-
rial. All householders need to 
check that there is sufficient clear-
ance around any ceiling mounted 
appliance. 

Plug In Room  
Fresheners 

 
Room fresheners that plug into 240 
volt power supplies are believed to 
be responsible for a number of 
house fires. Do not leave these 
items switched on when the prem-
ises is unattended. 



In the Garden  
Always coil and hang a hose when it's 
not in use. Don't leave hoes or rakes 
lying in the grass - treading on them 
can cause injuries. Lock away all in-
secticides and garden chemicals 
away in a secure location. 
 
Hazards and Splinters  
Check your furniture and garden set-
tings for protruding screws or nails.  
Also, watch out for shattered plastic or 
splintered wood.  
 
In the Sun  
Make sure children wear sunscreen 
and a broad-brimmed hat or a legion-
naire-style cap with flaps to protect 
ears and neck when they're outside.  
Children should wear sunglasses to 
protect their eyes from dangerous Ul-
traviolet light.  
 
Keep off Roads 
Young children should not be allowed 
to ride bikes or play on the street un-
supervised. Children should also be 
trained in basic road safety skills.  
  
Container Safety 
Children can drown in a surprisingly 
small amount of water.  Keep lids on  
buckets, water containers and toilets.  
 
Knife Safety  
Store knives and other sharp utensils 
out of harm's way.  Safety latches 
should be fitted to knife drawers and 
toolboxes. 
 
Lock up the Shed  
In the garden shed or the garage, 
make sure that all power tools and 
garden insecticides, fertilisers and 
other poisons are securely stored 
well out of the reach of children. 
 
No Slip Ups  
Use slip resistant mats on the bath-
room floor and in the bath. A  handrail  
near  the  bath  or shower can also 
help prevent falls.  
 
Mowers and Machinery  
Be mindful of the location of children 
when using a mower, brush cutter and 
other machinery. Flying objects, such 
as small stones or sticks, can cause 
serious injury. 
 
No Jumping on Bed  
Don’t allow children to use a bed or 
other furniture items as a trampoline/
springboard.  
 
 
 

Potential Death Traps  
Children can climb inside toy boxes 
and blanket boxes. Ensure that you 
use only lightweight boxes without 
locks or catches. Drill a few holes for 
ventilation, just in case.   
 
(Local Councils who provide resi-
dents with hard rubbish collection 
services, now demand that users of 
the service remove doors from re-
frigerators, washing machines, ov-
ens, cabinets etc to prevent the oc-
currence of this type of mishap).  
 
Supervise Children Around  
Animals 
Keep an eye on children when they 
are around pets.  Even a normally 
friendly dog can become aggressive if 
taunted or teased.  
 
Avoid Sharp Edges  
Cover the sharp edges of protruding 
corners on furniture and benches with 
corner guards or dense foam wedges 
to help prevent injuries. 
 
Water Supervision 
Check water temperature before plac-
ing a small child in a bath. Ensure that 
there is a responsible person to su-
pervise babies and young children in 
the bath. 
 
Electric Shock 
Lock all electrical appliances away 
from the reach of babies and small 
children. 
 
Fire Drills  
Practise fire drills with your children. 
Make sure they know several exits 
from the house and arrange a meeting 
point outside. 
 
Fences 
Ensure your fences are sturdy, with 
no protruding nails or loose boards or 
splinters. Examine gates and install 
secure locks. 
 
Fire  
Install smoke detectors in your home, 
particularly in the kitchen and each of 
the bedrooms. Never leave matches 
or lighters about. Remember to 
change the battery at regular intervals 
(The start of Daylight Saving is a good 
way to remember to change it.) 
 
Secure Furniture  
Cupboards or shelving, especially 
light-weight items, should be secured 
to the wall to prevent children pulling 
them over.  
 

At the Dinner Table  
Use rubber-backed, non-slip place-
mats instead of tablecloths, so chil-
dren cannot pull hot foods or liquids 
onto themselves. 
 
For Communication 
Keep the phone numbers of your doc-
tor, the local hospital, local emergency 
services and the National Poisons In-
formation (131126) on a card promi-
nently displayed near the telephone 
as well as stored in your mobile.  
 
Play Danger 
Check plays equipment regularly for 
wear and sharp edges. Clear obsta-
cles from play areas.  
 
Pool Sense 
Swimming pools must have an ap-
proved safety fence with a self-locking 
gate. Always supervise children in a 
pool. Never leave objects floating in 
water because children may lean out 
to get them and fall in. 
 
Around the Car 
Always check the area around and 
under your car before moving it. Chil-
dren sometimes play in strange 
places. Watch carefully for children 
when reversing your vehicle. 
 
Safety Barrier 
Use a well secured safety gate or 
fence-like barrier at the top of a stair-
case to prevent children slipping and 
falling down.  
 
Unplugged  
Cover vacant or unused power points 
with safety plugs. Always unplug and 
store electrical appliances in a safe 
location. 
 
Bicycle Safety 
Insist that children wear helmets when 
riding their bikes, even in the back-
yard. Ensure they know the road rules 
& can control their bikes.  
 
In the Car 
Australia   has   some   of   the   high-
est safety standards in the world, and 
this is reflected in our child car re-
straint standards. 
 
Since their introduction 20 years ago, 
child car restraints have continued to 
improve in design and there are now a 
variety of makes and models from 
which to choose. When used and 
installed correctly they all offer a high 
level of protection to children, far 
greater than an adult seat belt.
