CRIME STATS

Your identity is up for grabs by crimi-
nals and it is easier to do than you 
think. 
 
Modern payment systems that do not 
require face to face contact or much 
identity authentication leave your 
identity open to theft and fraud. 
 
This crime is an increasingly easy way 
for criminals to obtain large amounts 
of cash from accounts or by loans. 
Typically criminals access your iden-
tity by: 
 

·     Retrieving personal documents 
such as bank or credit account 
statements from your rubbish; 

·     Intercepting credit or debit cards 
and other documents from the 
postal system, particularly your 
letter box; and 

·     Stealing wallets, purses, coats 
and brief cases that contain 
cards, licenses and identification 
papers. 

TFMV—Theft From Motor Vehicle 

When the other you runs up big debts 
in your name you are the one who has 
to clear up the mess including rein-
statement of your credit rating. 
Basic measures to prevent identity 
theft are: 
 

·    keeping personal documents in a 
safe and locked place in your 
home; 

·    shredding personal documents 
before disposal in your rubbish 
bin; 

·    cutting up credit cards into sev-
eral pieces and disposing of in 
different locations or at different 
times; 

·    keeping purses and wallets on 
your person or within sight at all 
times; and 

·    locking your letter box and clear-
ing it soon after deliveries.

worries them.  (It doesn’t mean 
that they’re going to get into trou-
ble.) 
If your child wants to meet some-
one they have met online you 
should check the person out to 
see that they are who they say 
they are.  Talk to them and their 
parents by phone first.  And you 
should accompany your child to 
the meeting. 
 
Teach your kids ways of deal-
ing with disturbing material. 
Explain that they should not re-
spond if someone says something 
inappropriate, and they should im-
mediately leave any site if they 
feel uncomfortable.  Encourage 
them to tell you if anyone says 
something that makes them feel 
uncomfortable or scared. 
 
Filters 
Filter software is a useful tool for 
managing children’s access to the 
net, when used alongside active 
supervision by parents and setting 
household net-use rules.  To help 
ensure your filter is as effective as 
possible, consider installing a 
product that is updated automati-
cally when you connect to the net.  
Alternatively, your ISP may offer a 
filter that they administer and up-
date for you.  Some filters work 
only with WWW content; others 
can be used with a wider range of 
applications such as email or chat.  
Look for one which meets your 
particular needs. 
 
Chat Tips for Kids 
Be careful , meeting people on line 
might be fun, but remember that 
the people you meet online may 
not be who they say they are.  
Someone claiming to be a 12 year 
old girl could really be a 40 year 
old adult. 
 
Check with your parents/carer 
first;  ask your 
Mum or Dad or carer, before you 
give out your name, phone num-
ber or address or any other per-
sonal details.  This includes the 
name of your school, your photo, 
and any personal information 

about your friends and family.  
Never post such information in a  
chat room or where lots of other 
people might see it.  
 
Always keep your password a 
secret. 
 
Take someone with you;  if you 
want to meet someone you have 
so far only met in a chat room, ask 
one of your parents or another 
adult to go with you.  Always meet 
in a popular public place, prefera-
bly during the day. 
Don’t stay/Don’t respond;  if 
someone in a chat room posts of-
fensive pictures or says something 
rude or scary, or if you are sent 
these in an email, don’t respond, 
save it and leave the chat room 
straight away. 
 
Tell; if you see upsetting lan-
guage, nasty pictures or  
something scary, tell your parent 

or an adult you trust. 

Web Cam 
Keep it quiet; only tell real life 
friends or family that you have a 
web cam.  Don’t show it in your 
online ID!  If someone asks you to 
do or watch something that you 
find upsetting or wrong say No!  
Close the conversation straight 
away and tell your parent or  
another adult that you trust. 

Spam 
Spam is electronic ‘junk mail’ – un-
wanted messages sent to your 
email account or mobile phone.  
Spam may contain offensive mate-
rial, malicious code, try to per-
suade you to buy a product or ser-
vice, or attempt to trick you into 
divulging your banking details. 
To reduce spam protect your email 
address and mobile phone num-
ber, use filtering software and 
boost your internet security.  Also 
check your ISP’s website for infor-
mation about managing spam.

Be Cyber Smart 
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Spend time online with your 
kids 
The internet can be a fun family 
activity – check out good sites with 
your kids and compile a 
favourites list, which you can visit 
regularly.   
Help your kids use the internet as 
an effective research tool, learn 
about handy homework tips for 
kids and also good searching 
ideas.  Teach children that infor-
mation on the internet is not al-
ways reliable.  Encourage your 
kids to treat others online in the 
same way as in real life. 
 
Chat safely! 
Chatting on the net is very popular 
among young people, particularly 
young teenagers.  It can be a 
great way to meet and talk with 
people across borders, time zones 
and backgrounds. 
A lot of real world risks also exist 
online, especially in chat rooms.  
Most people online are friendly 
and polite, but some can be un-
friendly and rude.  A small number 
are exploitative and predatory, and 
there have been instances of pae-
dophiles contacting children in 
chat rooms and by email. 
Make sure your children know 
what information they can give out 
and where they can go on the net.  
Limit time in chat rooms, particu-
larly for younger children.  Encour-
age the use of chat rooms that are 
moderated (that is, where mes-
sages are screened by an adult 
before they are made public). 
 
Be Involved 
Put the internet computer in a pub-
lic area of the home.  Areas like 
the living room are ideal, rather 
than a child’s bedroom.   
Talk to your children about their 
experiences online – the good and 
the bad.  Get to know which chat 
rooms they are visiting and who 
they are chatting with. 
Let them know it’s OK to tell you if 
they come across something that
