The Number Is Up For Hoon Driving.
Crime Stoppers and Victoria Police
have taken their partnership to a new
level with the program now offering its
number and website to the community
as a way to provide information on
Hoon driving. Since July 1, 2006 more
than 2000 cars have been seized by
police using the new Hoon legislation.
This legislation and the subsequent
police action reflects the community's
concern with unlawful and dangerous
driving behaviour.

Crime Stoppers now offers the com-
munity a centralised number and its
website (Share Crime Information
page) to report information about
Hoon driving behaviour. This may in-
clude information on drag racing, indi-
viduals who always drive at excessive
speeds or do burn-outs in your streets
as examples. For more information on
what constitutes Hoon driving, refer to
the legislation.

Crime Stoppers can offer you a way to
have your information acted upon af-
ter an incident or used as intelligence
to target a repeat Hoon driver. Road
safety is your right and Crime Stop-
pers will play its part in contributing to
the safety of all Victorians on our
roads.

Further information will be posted on
this website as the project to curb
Hoon driving develops.

Crime Stoppers

Crime Stoppers is a very productive
police partnership, working with the
community-based Crime Stoppers
Victoria.

Crime Stoppers Victoria educates
and stimulates the community to
bring forward crime information
which may otherwise not reach the
attention of Victoria Police, and aims
to strengthen the partnership be-
tween community and police.

Although Crime Stoppers prefers to
receive telephone calls, to enable a
conversation about the crime with
the caller, Crime Stoppers also pro-
vide a convenient on-line opportunity
to share your crime information.

To provide crime information on-line,
or to view wanted persons and un-
solved cases, you can access the
Crime Stoppers website via

What is Crime Stoppers?

Crime Stoppers is a program which
collects crime information which may
help police solve a crime. Some
people prefer not to become in-
volved in a police investigation and
therefore may not share what they
know about a crime directly with po-
lice. Crime Stoppers welcomes that
same crime information and the per-
son providing it does not need to
give his or her name.

People who want to live in a commu-
nity governed by the rule of law and
who believe that justice is important
should not hold crime secrets. If they
can't share the information with po-
lice directly, they can contribute by
telling Crime Stoppers.

Telephone service

Since 1987 in Victoria, a telephone
service has allowed people to share
crime information. 1800 333 000 is a
free call from standard telephones, a
local call from mobile phones. Staff
in the Crime Stoppers call centre will
note your information and ask some
questions so that they fully under-
stand the details you are giving. A
report is then prepared and for-
warded to the most appropriate po-
lice for investigation.

Crime Stoppers prefers to receive tele-
phone calls, to enable a conversation
about the crime with the caller.

Crime Stoppers now provides a con-
venient on-line opportunity to share
your crime information, if that is your
preference.

Assurance of security (telephones)

When using the telephone to share
crime information:

Crime Stoppers telephones do

not show the caller number.

Crime Stoppers does not tape

calls.

It is your decision whether to

leave your name
This is because your information is
more important to us than your identity.
Of course, if you are willing to tell us
your name and contact details, that's
even better, but it is your choice. The
investigating police may then contact
you as their investigation proceeds.
Assurance of security (on-line)
Sharing crime information online em-
ploys a similar level of security to inter-
net banking. The information you sup-
ply to Crime Stoppers is transferred to
Crime Stoppers via a 128-bit secure
connection.

Sharing crime information online is se-
cure. At no time do Crime Stoppers or
the Police have access to

your email address;

the details of the computer you
are using;

your whereabouts;

your name;

your address; or

any other details about you

unless you choose to provide them.
Some information is not for Crime Stop-
pers

Crime Stoppers does not handle emer-
gencies.

A crime happening now is an
emergency. You should telephone
000 to request an emergency re-
sponse.

If you have been a victim of a
crime, you should always report the
incident to local police. If your house
has been burgled, or your car stolen,

local policewill respond.

If you have concerns about po-
lice handling of a situation, contact
police, ask for a higher ranking offi-
cer and explain your situation.

Crime Stoppers does welcome and
accept information about crime which
has happened in the past. Crime
Stoppers also welcomes information if
you happen to know in advance that a
crime is going to be committed.

Types of Crime - Armed robbery, Bur-
glary, Car theft, Drug production, Ex-
tortion and blackmail, Firearms of-
fences...... The complete alphabet of
crimes can be shared with Crime
Stoppers so long as you have some
details which will help a police investi-
gation.

These details may include names of
people involved, place and time of the
offence, identification of a motor vehi-
cle if relevant, and so on. The details
will vary depending on the type of
crime. See "Share crime information
on-line" for some easy steps to help
you share details with us.

Crime Stoppers really works

Thousands of people contact Crime
Stoppers each year. Victoria Police
report back to Crime Stoppers to ad-
vise how many arrests they have
made using information from Crime
Stopper.

Police tell us how many charges they
have laid, how much stolen property
has been recovered or the value of
illegal drugs which have been seized.
See "Results" for all current details,
but in the year 2006, 912 arrests were
made from crime information gathered
via Crime Stoppers in Victoria.

Sharing Crime Information Online
To share information on a crime you
can call Crime Stoppers on 1800 333
000. If the situation is urgent and re-
quires police attendance call 000.

If you are a victim of crime do not
complete the on-line report, contact
your local police.
