Volunteers in
Neighbourhood
Watch

At present there are over 23,000 reg-
istered and approved volunteers run-
ning the NHW program in Victoria.
They operate over 1,000 areas that
service over one million houses for
over 2,900,000 people. Statistically
that means the Neighbourhood Watch
Program services more than 50% of
the State. This makes it the largest
community based crime prevention
organisation in the Southern Hemi-
sphere.

Victoria Police provides around 24
Coordinators throughout Victoria.
These officers are responsible for
supporting the volunteers in the run-
ning of the program at the area level.

In the past volunteer members
needed to reside in a Neighbourhood
watch area in order to become part of
the volunteer base. A community had
to realise the need and facilitate creat-
ing a new Neighbourhood Watch area
to enable new volunteers to partici-
pate in the program. These days
Neighbourhood Watch accepts volun-
teers who don't reside or belong to an
existing Neighbourhood Watch area.

DEADLOCKS

Background

Deadlocks where designed for se-
curing your house whenever you
go out. They are of extremely solid
construction, very strong, and
when correctly installed on a solid
door, very hard to force or break
in. They are locked with a key and
once locked; they are not able to
be forced open. It is recommended
that for excellent home security, a
deadlock should be installed on
both the front and back doors.

Whenever you leave the house
with no one else inside, you
should always deadlock both the
front and back doors. This makes
it very hard for any offender who
might break in through a window
to get any items out or to leave
easily through the front of back
door. They are an excellent form
of home security and are highly
recommended.

Dangers

Unfortunately some people are
continuing to lock themselves in-
side using the deadlocks, then
placing the key elsewhere in the
house. In a situation of panic, such
as a fire, when you have to leave
the house in a hurry, you cannot
either locate the deadlock key or
force the door open. Such a situa-
tion has caused fatal results.
Some people are leaving a spare
deadlock key hanging beside the
door. This only allows offenders to
break in via a window and easily
escape oOr remove property
through the front or rear door by
using the spare key you have left
out for them.

Safety Tips

1. Never deadlock yourself
inside the house at anytime
during the day or night

2. Remember to unlock the
deadlock on your main
door when returning home.
Modern locks will do this
automatically. Older locks
require this to be done
manually.

3. Keep your security door
snibbed on the inside. If
your door does not have
provision for a snib, keep a
key on the inside of the
lock. This gives residents
protection from intruders
when they open their main
front door.

4. Use other door security
such as a snib lock, chain
or solid steel door clasp
when you are inside the
house. These items also
offer very strong security
and can be opened easily
without a key for escape.

5. Never leave deadlock keys
hanging beside the door
where offenders can easily
grab them

6. Never keep deadlock keys
hidden outside as you will
forget their location or an
offender will find them

7. For added home security,
consider the use of solid
steel, triple locking security
doors with steel mesh.
These doors can be locked
simply by using the snib
lock whilst inside and are
also very strong and se-
cure.

8. Recommend all locks be
“keyed alike” so one key
opens all.

9. Use good quality locks
which comply with Austra-
lian Standards.

FIRE SAFETY
HEATERS

Metropolitan Fire Brigade experi-
ences an increase in house fires
during the winter months. Statis-
tics show that heating appliances
are a major cause of these fires.

Here is some good advice to avoid
fires caused by heaters at home:

- When your heater is installed
ensure the manufacturer's in-
structions are followed.

- Check your heaters before first
use each winter.

- Flues and chimneys require
cleaning once a year.

- To protect children, check that
their night clothes are labelled
“Low Fire Danger”. Natural fab-
rics, especially wool, have a
low fire danger.

- Always supervise children in
rooms with heaters.

- Keep clothing, curtains and
toys at least one metre away.

- Before you retire for the night
or leave your house, ensure
fires are extinguished and
heaters are turned off at their
power source.
