Alcohol, Young
People & the Law

Underage drinking amongst young
people is a continuing problem. Young
people need to know where they
stand as far as the law goes to avoid
police involvement.

If you are under the age of 18 years, it
is against the law to purchase alcohol,
drink it or supply it;
It is against the law for an older
person to buy and supply alcohol
to another person under 18 (unless
at home).

Some things you can do on licensed
prem|ses if you are under 18:
Have a meal;
Live there with your parent or legal
guardian;
Attend an approved under age ac-
tivity;
Do approved work or training or
work experience.

Some things you can't do on licensed
prem|sed if you are under 18:
Drink or receive alcohol (unless
you are having a meal);
Pretend to be over 18;
Possess false or altered ID cards;
Lend your Birth Certificate or any
other ID to anyone else.

You are breaking the law if you:
Drive a car or motorbike while on
L-plates or P-plates with any alco-
hol in your blood;
Drive a car or motorbike with a
Blood Alcohol Concentration
of .05% or above;
Supply alcohol to anyone under
18;
Send someone under 18 to buy
alcohol,
Purchase alcohol if you are under
18.

Different people metabolise alcohol at
different rates. Some of the factors
that influence the concentration of al-
cohol in a person's breath or blood
(BAC):
The amount and type of alcohol
consumed;
The time since the last drink, and
the rate of drinking.

Drink Driving

One of the most significant causes
of road trauma and death in Aus-
tralia is drink driving. Research
has found that Australian-born sin-
gle men under the age of 30 years
are more likely than any other
groups to drink and drive.

There have been intensive media
campaigns and concentrated po-
lice efforts, including an increase
in random breath testing, in Victo-
ria to discourage people from
drinking and driving. Despite these
efforts, around 31 per cent of driv-
ers or riders killed in motor vehicle
accidents have had a blood alco-
hol concentration (BAC) of 0.05 or
more.

The legal limit for drivers in Victo-
ria, and all other states, is below
0.05.

For drivers on a probationary li-
cence (P plates) or learner drivers
(L plates), no alcohal is allowed.
The law in Victoria imposes severe
penalties for convicted drink driv-
ers, including licence loss, fines
and occasionally prison.

More than 12,000 Victorians lose
their licence every year because of
drink driving offences.

Fire Safety

Metropolitan Fire Brigade experiences
an increase in house fires during the
winter months, here is some good ad-
vice to avoid fires caused by electric
blankets and wheat filled heat packs:

Electric Blankets

Check the electric blanket for
damage especially the wiring
and controls;

Ensure the electric blanket is
laid flat on the bed with the con-
trols to the side of the bed;

Turn the blanket on half an hour
before you get into bed;

Do not place heavy objects on
the bed while the electric blanket
is turned on;

Turn off at the controls before
you get into bed;

Do not fold the electric blanket
when storing.

Wheat Filled Heat Packs

Instructions on the heat packs
are very important. Make sure
you follow them;

Place a glass of water inside the
microwave when heating the
pack;

Leave pack to cool after use.
Then store it;

Wheat filled heat packs should
not be used to warm beds;

A hot water bottle can warm
your feet.
