Home Fire Escape
Plans

Sadly, Victoria has experienced an
excessive number of preventable
deaths in house fires already this
year. It is timely to remind everyone
of the danger a fire in your home can
pose to you and your loved ones.

As well as having good fire safety
practises to prevent fires from occur-
ring, you must have working smoke
alarms to give you and your family an
early warning of a fire. Discuss and
practise a home escape plan with the
whole family, this will ensure every-
body knows the quickest way out of
your home and your agreed safe
meeting place. Draw a plan of your
home identifying all the exits including
suitable windows and your agreed
safe meeting place (eg; letter box)

In case of a fire the first priority is to
get out of the house.

As you are leaving a room, close
the door to prevent fire and smoke
from spreading.

Alert others as you go.

When there is smoke, get down
low and crawl out of the house.

Go directly to your safe meeting
place outside your home, eg the
letterbox.

Once out, stay out. Never go back
into a burning house.

Call the Fire Brigade immediately
from a neighbour’'s home, mobile
phone or public phone on ‘000'.

Wait for the fire brigade to arrive.

Practise your fire escape plan regu-
larly with your family.

Police have expressed concern over
the rise in theft from motor vehicle of-
fences, in particular the number of
satellite navigation systems being sto-
len.

The latest figures highlight that on av-
erage nearly 19 satellite navigation
systems are being stolen across Vic-
toria everyday. This has resulted in
an increase of 316% since last

year. In 2006/07 there were 1,632
systems stolen which has jumped this
year to a staggering 6,787.

“The number of GPS systems being
stolen is astounding and what makes
it more concerning is that this is a pre-
ventable crime.

“Theft from a vehicle accounts for al-
most 14 per cent of all crimes re-
ported to Victoria Police.

Theft from motor car is a purely op-
portunistic offence. If people did not
leave valuables in their cars then
thieves would simply keep walking
past their vehicle,” Chief Commis-
sioner Nixon said.

Reducing Theft:

- Drivers need to ensure that satel-
lite navigation systems are re-
moved from sight and phones and
other small electrical items, prop-
erty and money are not left on dis-
play, particularly when cars are left
in public transport car parks.

- Do not place items in your car
boot, console or under your front
seat.

- Remove faces from Radio/CD
players if possible.

- Park in a well lit area.

- Make sure you lock all doors and
windows.

- Consider fitting a car alarm or
other security device.

- Report any suspicious incidents to
police on 000.
