A fun time can turn sour pretty quickly
if something bad happens. Fights,
drug problems, people being too
drunk or a visit from the police can
shut a party down pretty quickly.

If you're organising a party, rave or
event it helps to take a few precau-
tions to ensure that you and your
guests all have a good time and that
you won't regret it in the morning

Your Responsibilities
As the host of the party it is your re-
sponsibility to ensure that the party is
a fun and safe environment for your
guests. If something goes wrong, you
will be the one who has to face the
most consequences.

So it is in your best interest and the
interest of your guests and your com-
munity - to take steps to avoid any
problems. The sorts of things you'll
need to think to avoid problems are:

Alcohol problems - especially if
you're under 18

Drugs

Gatecrashers and unwanted
guests

Violence
Noise levels

Upsetting your neighbours

You can register your party with the
Victoria Police's Party Safe Program
so they will have all the information
they need about your party should
anything go wrong and they are called
to attend to any issues or incidents.

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Holiday Security

There are things you can do
everyday to help make your
home safer but when you are
on holidays it is not as easy. A
home that looks unattended is
generally an easier target for a
burglar.

The key to deterring burglars
while you are away is to make
your home look like someone's
at home. Before heading off
on holiday, here are some
easy tips to prepare your
home:

Leave a radio on and tune
it to a talkback station

Use a timer on lamps to
make if look like someone
is inside

Cancel deliveries, such as
newspapers, or have a
trusted person collect it for
you

You should also have a
trusted neighbour, relative
or Neighbourhood Watch
Area Coordinator empty
your letterbox and take
your bin out and in, even if
it is empty

Hang some old clothes on
the line and leave old
shoes outside the front
door

If you are going away for
an extended period of
time, consider getting a

house-sitter and arrange for
someone to mow your lawn
Try not to leave invitations
or notes about holidays in
plain view such as stuck on
the fridge, next to the phone
or on a whiteboard

If you are out for the eve-
ning, leave a light on and
close the curtains.

Here are some tips to man-
age your phone and mes-
sages before you go on holi-
days:

Divert your home phone
to your mobile or lower
the volume on your
phone

On your answering ma-
chine say 'We can't
come to the phone right
now' rather than 'I'm on
holidays and will be back
on...'

If you live alone, say 'We
can't come to the phone
right now' rather than 'l
can't come to the phone
right now'.

Many camping sites are like a
smorgasbord of goodies to a
thief - wet suits, push bikes,
surfboards, fishing gear, boats,
and televisions in annexes or
tents.

Thieves don't take holidays!
When camping expose as little
property as you can and put eve-
rything inside your van, tent or
car. Secure items by using good
quality locks and chains and If
leaving the site for awhile, tell a
neighbour you are expecting no-
body and for them to keep an
eye out.

Leave tables and chairs outside
to have it appear as though you
are there. Many boat trailers
have been stolen from boat
ramps while the owners are out
enjoying their spot of fishing.
You can always chain your boat
trailer to your car and on return-
ing to the campsite, you can also
lock your outboard motor to your
boat.

Absence from home register

Many police stations operate an
Absence from home register,
where you can leave your con-
tact information and the times
and dates that you will be away.

Police can use this information
to perform checks in the area
during usual patrols.

If using this service, be sure to
notify police when you return,
especially if returning earlier
than planned.
