Credit Card Fraud

Fraud involving the misuse of
credit or debit cards is a common
type of fraud offence. The increas-
ing use of credit cards for online
activities such as shopping and
electronic banking has increased
the risk of fraud as criminals take
advantage of technology to pro-
duce counterfeit cards, obtain ac-
count details and make fraudulent
transactions.

How does it happen?

Credit card fraud can occur in a
number of ways. It is possible for
someone to:

Steal your card and make
purchases by forging your
signature.

Use details on the card to
pay for goods or services
over the phone or Internet.
Discover access codes for
your account and make
Internet purchases.

Obtain cash advances at an
ATM if they have both card
and your personal identifica-
tion number (PIN).

Use more sophisticated
fraud to skim information off
a card and create duplicates.

The Burglary basics

Make your home look occu-
pied, and make it difficult to
break in.

Look all outside doors and
windows before you leave
the house or go to bed.
Even if it is for a short time,
lock your doors.

Leave lights on when you go
out. If you are going to be
away for a length of time,
connect some lamps to
automatic timers to turn
them on in the evening and
off during the day.

Keep your garage door
closed and locked.

Don't allow daily deliveries
of mail, newspapers or fly-
ers build up while you are
away. Arrange with the post
office to hold your mail.
Arrange for your lawn to be
mowed if you are going
away for an extended time.
Check your locks on doors
and windows and replace
them with secure devices as
necessary.

Sliding glass doors are vul-
nerable. Special locks are
available for better security.
