Barbecues Safety

With the summer rapidly approaching
barbecues are being used more fre-
quently. At this time of year the fire
services experiences an increase in
the number of fires relating to barbe-
cues. The most common causes of
the fires include leaking or loosely fit-
ted gas hoses and poorly maintained
barbecues. There have also been a
number of fires where the barbecues
have been left unattended for a period
of time.

What do you need to do to keep your
barbecue working efficiently and
safely?

- Check the gas cylinder is not dam-
aged and has been tested within
the last ten years.

- Check gas hoses for damage and
leaks.

- Check connections are tight and
not leaking before operation.

- Clean fat and grease from the bar-
beque before use.

Facts

CSM is a safety awareness program
that was initiated by the Victoria Safe
Communities Network in 1996.

CSM is a vehicle which drives organi-
sations to get involved in activities that
help reduce crime, violence, injuries
and emergencies.

Community Safety Month places
strong emphasis on a best practice
approach to safety issues. lItis an
ideal opportunity for individuals,
groups, safety organizations and com-
munities to link together and run ac-
tivities that are of mutual safety con-
cern.

By promoting safety and safe prac-
tices within your community through
participation in CSM you will help
maintain Victoria as the ‘safe state’.

Activity suggestions for Commu-
nity Safety Month include:

Crime prevention Expo involving
cross/multi agency approach;

Inviting a Crime Prevention Officer
to talk to your staff at your retail

business about theft prevention;

Organise a crime and safety audit
with students at your school. Stu-
dents and teachers can work to-
gether to find solutions to crime
risks in the school;

Organise a Road Safety Aware-
ness Bus;

Local councils and senior citizen
clubs can hold information sessions
for older people about personal
safety at home, in public places
and on public transport;

Invite a Victoria Police Multicultural
Liaison Officer to talk about crime
and community safety to your eth-
nic community group;

Display crime prevention and com-
munity safety information at your
local shopping centre, local council
offices, community centre or medi-
cal centre;

Invite a guest speaker to your
school or youth sporting club to talk
about violence, its effects, and
what young people can do if they
are a victim of violence;

Send out daily crime prevention
email bulletins during the Week to
all employees at your workplace.
Bulletins can provide tips on pre-
venting laptop theft, handbag theft,
mobile phone theft, car theft,
household burglary and graffiti;

Local NHW groups and police can
conduct property marking with en-
gravers and marking pens at local
shopping centres;

Local councils can organise a cam-
paign encouraging residents in
their municipality to report graffiti
on public buildings to police or to
the council. Involve local schools in
painting over graffiti with colourful
murals on light poles, public toilets
and in laneways.

Youth Resource Officers conduct-
ing Drug and Alcohol Education at
Schools.

Get involved in Community
Safety Month

Organise an event that highlights a
safety issue in your community and
help:

Improve safety in Victoria's work-
places, homes, and communi-
ties;

Raise awareness of the impor-
tance of community involvement
in keeping Victoria a safe place
to live, work and play;

Decrease the number of crimes,
injuries and deaths in Victoria.

Community Safety Month will involve
many Neighbourhood Watch activi-
ties.

Support your local Neighbourhood
Watch, promote good neighbours
and get involved in crime prevention
and community safety activities dur-
ing October. We can all do some
simple things to prevent crime and

violence in our home, business,
school, workplace, street and
neighbourhood.

During Community Safety Month ac-
tivities will be held to promote crime
and violence prevention strategies
and initiatives and educate Victorian
communities on how they can par-
ticipate in the prevention of crime
and violence. Community Safety
Month also strives to encourage long
and lasting partnerships between
community, business, Local and
State Government agencies. It pro-
vides an opportunity for organisa-
tions to build new links in the area of
crime and violence prevention, and
to promote their message and ser-
vices of safety to the wider Victorian
community.
