WHAT IS PARTYSAFE?

Partysafe provides information to
help minimise the risk of things
going wrong at your party, such
as having intoxicated guests or
gatecrashers ruining your fun.
Partysafe allows you to register
your party with the police, so if
called to your party, they have all
the information they need.

How to register your party

You can register your party by
completing a Partysafe registra-
tion form, available from the Vic-
toria Police website.

A soon to be introduced online
service, will allow completed ap-
plications to emailed to the police
station nearest to the party.

When you register, consider:

The number of people likely to at-
tend your party

If there will be any alcohol
Whether you have informed your
neighbours.

Please try to register your party at
least two weeks before it is being
held.

Always remember, if you are un-
able to handle the situation, call
police on '000'

INFORMATION KIT

When you register your party, you
will also be able to download the
Partysafe information kit.

The kit contains information about
strategies that will assist in making
your party safe and enjoyable for
your guests.

Taking these steps could ensure
that your party gives minimal inter-
ruption to your neighbours and
others in your local area.

Most of all, Partysafe is about
minimising the risks so that you
and your guests can have fun.

Drop your children off and ar-
range to pick them up at a
certain time.

Speak with the party host or
their parents, to find out how
many people will be at the
party, and if attendance is by
invitation, whether there will
be any food served, whether
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there will be alcohol provided
and what time the party will
finish.

Get the name and phone
number of someone at the
house where the party is be-
ing held.
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Party goers

When you are invited to a
party, do not spread the invita-
tion to other people.

Try not to bring your own alco-
holic drinks to the party unless
you have been asked to. Be
sensible about the amount of
alcohol you take, and con-
sider taking an extra bottle of
soft drink or fruit juice instead.
Set up a buddy system with
one of your friends so you can
look out for each other.

If you are driving to the party,
car pool with a few friends and
appoint a designated driver -
this person will not consume
any alcohol at the party to
make sure you all get home
safely.

Party hosts

As a host, it is your responsibility
to ensure your guests party safely.
Make sure your plans include the
following:

- If you don't allow people to
bring their own alcohol, it is
easier to control the amount of
alcohol that is served.

Make it clear that entrance to
your party is by invitation

only — this will discourage
gatecrashing.

State clearly on your invitation
the start and finish time for
your party.

Display your Partysafe door
poster to warn potential gate-

crashers and reassure
guests that police are aware
the party is being held.
Parental supervision or the
presence of other adults will
help keep trouble at a mini-
mum.

Advise your neighbours in
advance of your upcoming
function.

Plan what to do if a guest be-
comes sick or intoxicated.
Keep noise to a minimum —
locate speakers as far from
other neighbours as possi-
ble.

Food and drinks

Providing the right food at your
party is a great way to discourage
excessive alcohol consumption.
Food does not prevent people
from becoming intoxicated, but
eating can help slow the rate at
which alcohol is absorbed into
the body. Here are some tips to
ensure that your party guests en-

joy your party:

Ensure that food is readily
available for all party guests.
Avoid serving salty snacks
because they make people
thirsty and encourage people
to drink more.

Provide a wide variety of
drinks such as non-alcoholic
mocktails and fruit juices.

If you are providing alcohol,
offer drinks which are not full
strength such as light beer
and other low alcohol op-
tions.

Only make alcohol available
from one area and have a
responsible adult (who is not
drinking alcohol) serving.

Home Fire Escape Plans

Sadly, Victoria has experienced an ex-
cessive number of preventable deaths
in house fires already this year. It is
timely to remind everyone of the dan-
ger a fire in your home can pose to you
and your loved ones.

As well as having good fire safety prac-
tises to prevent fires from occurring,
you must have working smoke alarms
to give you and your family an early
warning of a fire. Discuss and practise
a home escape plan with the whole
family, this will ensure everybody
knows the quickest way out of your
home and your agreed safe meeting
place.

Draw a plan of your home identifying all
the exits including suitable windows
and your agreed safe meeting place
(eq; letter box)

In case of a fire the first priority is to get
out of the house.

As you are leaving a room, close
the door to prevent fire and smoke
from spreading.

Alert others as you go.

When there is smoke, get down
low and crawl out of the house.

Go directly to your safe meeting
place outside your home, eg the
letterbox.

Once out, stay out. Never go back
into a burning house.

Call the Fire Brigade immediately
from a neighbour's home, mobile
phone or public phone on ‘000’.
Wait for the fire brigade to arrive.

Practise your fire escape plan regularly
with your family.
