Welcome to our new Local Residents…

In late March, three more platypus were released in the Cardinia Creek by the Australian Platypus Conservancy. This release is part of a long term re-introduction program for the creek, with the first three successfully released this time last year. Two males and one female, all young platypus from the Tarago River, were released and will be radio tracked by platypus researchers. It is believed that the Platypus was found along the creek prior to the Ash Wednesday bushfires in 1983, but has not been recorded in the area since. In the years since the fires, sufficient regeneration had occurred along the creek to provide perfect habitat for the new platypus.
