The 2009 results for Carlton 
PS show that our students are at the level 
expected for their grades in all areas of 
literacy & numeracy.  Students and staff 
should be congratulated for the hard work 
that has gone into getting these great    
results! Of course formal testing such as 
NAPLAN is only one method of assessing 
your child’s progress at school. Teachers 
monitor student progress across the year in 
many different ways. If parents would like 
more information about the NAPLAN     
results they should see their child’s class 
teacher, Mary or Emma to make a suitable 
time to meet.
