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Scene 1: The Beginning

Jessy and Andrew are talking about Kara’s pregnancy, and get quite excited when they realize that the birth is about to happen. They form the “gateway” through which Julie-Anne is helped into the world. Shannon and Nicolle assist at the birth, and Kara and Luke rush onto celebrate. Julie-Anne is really excited by the occasion and rushes around meeting cast and audience. As the excitement dies away, she begins to wonder what happens next. The others stand and point out the way to begin the journey of life. Julie-Anne begins the journey, she turns to wave, the others wave back.

Cast mill about on stage, Julie-Anne returns to enter with Shannon

Scene 2: No Boys Club

Julie-Anne arrives for the first day at school with her father. She doesn’t want to go. She finally goes over to the boys, but as she’s a girl, they reject her. She goes over to the group of girls. They set her a test to join their group, the No Boys Club. She must eat the mud. It is obvious that even if she does, she won’t be accepted. Julie-Anne tries and fails.

Cast mill about again and settle onto chairs

Scene 3: Do You Believe in Santa

Kara, Luke, and Jessy are discussing whether or not Santa is real. They are not 100% certain. Julie-Anne rushes in, excited by the thought that it is only 5 sleeps till Xmas. The others put her down by squashing her belief in Santa. As this happens, Santa enters, only seen by Julie-Anne. He begins to doubt his own existence as he listens to the evidence. He eventually collapses. Julie-Anne talks about the tooth-fairy, who suffers the same fate as Santa. The Easter Bunny hops onto stage, all can see him and except for Julie-Anne get quite excited. Julie-Anne despatches the Easter Bunny. She steps over the bodies and leaves.

Cast mill about, leaving Jessy, Kara, Nicolle alone on stage

Scene 4:
First Puff

Girls in the schoolyard have their first cigarette. Julie-Anne is pressured by the group to join them. Again she fails the test. She stands apart from the group.

Next scene begins immediately.

Scene 5:
First Kiss

The boys arrive to borrow some cigarettes. There appears to be more sport in baiting Andrew. The girls realize that Julie-Anne is interested in Andrew and begin match making. The pressure becomes intense, accusing them of frigidity etc. They finally push and shove them together. Julie-Anne cries, all except Andrew leave. He reaches out tenderly, and slowly the couple embrace. A romantic moment!

Cast walk across stage and Andy and Julie-Anne dissolve into crowd. Luke and Shannon remain.

Scene 6:
Condoms

Andrew enter supermarket to purchase condoms, and becomes the target of the employees humour. While waiting, Julie-Anne enters with her mother and introduces Andrew. They leave in disgust.

And walk into party scene

Scene 7:
The Party

The girls are in full force tonight, have their sights set on Andrew. When Julie-Anne attempts to join in with them, they set her a test, scull the drink. She does, and vomits. The girls are horrified when Andy leaves with her. He returns later, and is set upon by the girls who are now fully tanked. They end up in a writhing heap on the floor.

Cast walk across stage and get into line position for next scene.

Scene 8:
Did You Hear About Andrew?

The gossips are at work. Jessy, cross because Andy ignored her, tells Kara about Any and Julie-Anne. Kara, embarrassed because she was with Andy too, runs into Nicolle. Nicolle tells Kara how Andy loves her, but Kara tells her the truth. Nicolle is upset, and is comforted by Luke. Luke runs into Shannon and the boys are amazed by Andy’s antics. Shannon meets Andy and tells him about Julie-Anne. Andy runs off. (Can he walk back across with arm around Jessy?)

Cast leave, Julie-Anne stays centre stage.

Scene 9:
A New Beginning

Julie-Anne is lying on the floor in a foetal position, and quietly moaning. After a while she calls her mother for help. We realize she is in labour. She doesn’t want to go through with the birth, but it’s too late now. Mother helps he to hospital, where the admitting nurse deals with her. As her pains increase, the medical team arrive and begin making preparations. Kara and Julie-Anne form the “gateway”. Through which Luke emerges, in a repeat of the opening scene. But this time there is no celebration. Julie-Anne remains collapsed on the floor (dead?), all are quiet. Luke’s happiness gradually evaporates. It is a chilling moment. He attempt to gain attention from everyone, but they remain focussed on Julie-Anne. Finally he asks the question, what happens now, the cast silently point out the way he has to travel. He begins to take a few steps. 

FREEZE.

All drop focus, join hands, raise arms and breathe in, smile, and bow.
