NORMAN AEJORENSEN d i g s  beneath new r e s p e c t a b i l i t y  to 
M e l b o u r n e ' s  b l a c k e s t  s l u m .  

c i t y  b l o c k  w h i c h  was for decades i n  M e l b o u r n e ' s  h i s t o r y  
regarded as i t s  b l a c k e s t  s l u m  area i s  undergoing f i n a l  
t r a n s f o r m a t i o n  i n t o  s o l i d  r e s p e c t a b i l i t y .  The area,  bounded 
by L o n s d a l e ,  S p r i n g ,  L i t t l e  Lonsdale and E x h i b i t i o n  streets,  
i s  to be the home of Commonwealth departments and T e l e c o m .  
Once i t  was infamous for houses of i l l  repute.  Here, for 
years,  was t h e  f i r s t  red l i g h t  d i s t r i c t  of V i c t o r i a n  
M e l b o u r n e .  Here,  a l s o ,  was the f i r s t  m u l t i c u l t u r a l  m i x i n g  
pot where newcomers found a home, a l o n g  w i t h  t h e i r  e x o t i c  
c u l t u r e s ,  i n  an a l i e n  l a n d .  

On t h e  2 1  January 188,  Inspector Curran and Senior 
C o n s t a b l e  Canty,  Russell  Street F o l i c e ,  reported on b r o t h e l s  
i n  the b l o c k :  

Brothels i n  Lonsdale Street 

6 & 8 L o n s d a l e ,  occupier Mary B a k e r ; t h r e e  g i r l s  i n  the 

house, very often at doors;been brothel for many years. 
10 L o n s d a l e ,  occupier  Mary Vernon;one other p r o s t i t u t e ,  not 

w e l l  c o n d u c t e d ; h a s  been l o w  c l a s s  brother for years 
14  &  1 6  L o n s d a l e ,  occupier Maud M i l l e r  &¢ Scotch Maud;  four 
g i r l s ,  w e l l  conducted,  door always c l o s e d ; b r o t h e l  for 1 1  
years.  
18 & 20 L o n s d a l e ,  occupier  da Whatman5one or two g i r l s  
n e a r l y  a l w a y s  at t h e  door ; b r o t h e l  for 1 5  y e a r s ; t w o  or three 
g i r l s .  

22 L. o n s d a l e ,  occupier  D o l l y  H a r r i s o n ; h a s  one p r o s t i t u t e ,  
sometimes at the d o o r ; b r o t h e l  for some years.  
24 L o n s d a l e ,  occupier  Margaret Gordon;not w e l l - c o n d u c t e d ,  
and often at t h e  d o o r ; b r o t h e l  for many years 
23 L o n s d a l e ,  o c c u p i e r  Bertha M o r i n ; w e l l - c o n d u c t e d ,  owner 
o n l y  o c c u p a n t ; h a s  been a brothel  +or 1 5  years.

266 E x h i b i t i o n ,  o c c u p i e r  Rachel S m i t h ; l o w  c l a s s  b r o t h e l ,  
often at the d o o r ; t w o  prostitutes r e s i d e  on premises.  
272 E x h i b i t i o n ,  occupier Mary Ann G o r d o n ; w e l l  conducted, no 
p r o s t i t u t e s  o u t s i d e ; b r o t h e l  for many years,  "short term 
h o u s e " .
