Rider Profile: Karen Thornton  
 

Like many others, I came up through the Pony Club ranks with my first horse, after 
pleading my case for a horse for several years to my completely non -horsey 

parents.  Iôm sure my parents thought the horse obsession was just a passing 
fadénot so!! 

 

After a break from riding for about 8 years in my early twenties to travel and live 
overseas, I purchased the 6 y.o. AEA Ludwig 11 in 1998 and so began my foray 

into t he more serious side of dressage training and competing. Having not ridden 
for quite some time, he was certainly a challenging horse to choose but 11 years 

later we have had an incredibly amazing journey and partnership together. Ludwig 
has taught me SO mu ch and now at 17 years of age with some ñnigglyò health 

problems, I have decided to retire him from the competition arena.  
 

I was very fortunate to have trained under the guidance of Edgar Lichtwark for 
about 8 years and spent many hours hauling Luddy up t he highway to his home 

outside of Sydney in between his regular visits to Victoria.  
 

With 4 horses apart from Ludwig,  and with other agisted horses, Iôm kept pretty 
busy. I am out and about now with Noah (Newbury Park Calvados), a 6 yo Just de 

Pomme / Dakt ylus dapple grey gelding that I bred. He is a real character and Iôm 

looking forward to the journey to FEI ranks with him. He has started his 
competition career this year with great success.  

 
We moved to Newbury from Queenscliff 5 years ago to the most be autiful property 

which is slowly becoming ñhorse-heavenò with outdoor arena/stables/foaling boxes, 
an indoor arena under construction and a cross country course in the planning also. 

We have approx 6 km of graded riding trails on the property which is grea t for 
getting the horses off the arena for a relaxing ride out through forested areas and 

also have direct access from the property into the Wombat State Forest and the 
riding trails.
