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Nazari Foundation

is a community based, non-political and non-profit organization dedicated to social welfare and development of displaced people in isolated and deprived areas of rural Afghanistan.

Mission

To raise funds from international communities to provide aid to rural women and children, especially widows and orphans, those displaced by war and those returning to their homelands after years of conflict.

Nazari Foundation is dedicated to improving literacy rate and providing primary education and adequate health care to the above-mentioned disadvantaged people.

The following programs will be put in place step by step:

Literacy: Afghan rural areas have a very low literacy rate, with illiteracy ranging between 90 and 97 per cent. Almost 70 per cent of Afghans live in rural areas, so it is vital to provide opportunities for rural people, especially women, to become literate. The literacy rate can be greatly improved by programs running for 18 to 24 months in every village.

Education: The standard of education is low in Afghanistan in general, and rural areas in particular where the majority of children don’t have access even to primary education. This needs immediate attention. There are many orphans and displaced children who could not afford to go school even if schools were available. One of the main aims of Nazari Foundation is to assist these children to gain access to primary education.


Health care: The lack of health care and medical treatment is a major problem for rural people. Many women die during pregnancy or childbirth, with the danger being particularly acute in rural areas.

In many isolated and mountainous areas sick people cannot be taken to hospital because there is no access to transport and there may not even be roads.

Opium addiction is a major problem, with many village teenagers and women becoming addicted to opium. Sadly, the number of addicted people is increasing.

With the assistance of international aid Nazari Foundation will combat opium addiction by providing awareness, education, skill training and medical treatment for addicted people, and provide health assistance especially for pregnant women in rural areas.


Biography of the Founder
At the age of 11, Juma Khan Nazari separated unwillingly from his parents and fled Afghanistan.

He returned many times and tried to stay, but the fear of imprisonment and murder compelled him to flee his homeland repeatedly. 

He has been a refugee in Pakistan, Indonesia, and the Pacific Ocean island republic of Nauru, being one of 433 people rescued from a sinking boat by the Norwegian merchant vessel Tampa near Christmas Island, an Australian territory, in the Indian Ocean on 26 August 2001.

Directly as a result of vigorous protests in Australia against the harsh anti-refugee policies of the Howard government (1996-2007), Juma made contact with several Australians in 2002 and has maintained that contact ever since. However, despite long and frequent public protests the Howard government was adamant that "these people" should not be allowed to set foot in Australia, and Juma was one of many who were bullied into returning to their countries of origin.

Nevertheless, Juma is very optimistic about the humanitarian values of ordinary people everywhere, and is very grateful to his Australian friends in particular who have appreciated and played a vital role in his education through their financial and moral support.

In spite of his harsh situation and the long separation from his family, Juma strived to gain knowledge and education and has graduated in history and political science.

Juma's recent visits to rural areas of Afghanistan have motivated him to serve poor rural communities, especially widows, orphans, returnees and displaced women and children, by providing literacy programs, primary education, health care and skill training through the assistance of international aid.

Juma says that illiteracy, lack of awareness and lack of education lead to the despair, conflict and negativity that afflict many communities.
