Now is the time to start collecting information and photographs for submission of your projects for the annual District Awards judging.

Great ideas are rarely shared around with other clubs because once the project is done, they move on to other things.  Sometimes District or Foundation funding may be available to assist in a project, particularly where more than one club is involved.
District Awards provides the opportunity to showcase your projects to clubs throughout the District and, at the same time, receive the recognition for your efforts.  Submissions are judged against set criteria and the substance of the project is the most important factor rather than the glossiness of the presentation.
A Grand Gala Dinner (The L’OSCARS) will be held in early June to present the awards, with details provided in a later e-Zine.
