I hope that peace can be restored soon so that Rotary can continue to assist in the many aspects of its rebuilding works and other assistance to help our near neighbours.
This past week has been very full and it began on Monday evening with a visit to the RC Altona City where I heard a wonderful address from a young student Alison Cini who had been at MUNA last year. Then on Wednesday I went to the offices of Cleanevent to meet with many of the Rotary Commonwealth Games Volunteers who cleaned the athlete’s village. There we heard from the CEO of M2006 and AWU Chief Bill Shorten and Village CEO John Lade who congratulated us on our performance.
