Australian Rotary Health Research Fund ‘’Safari’’.

The Winnebago Motor Home traveled 35,000 kilometres in the 169 days from July 1st. to December the 16th last year.

In that time the display was set up 233 times.  Rotary Clubs gave great support to the project. There were no ‘’lay-by days’’ and the Winnebago averaged 210 Kilometres each day.

There was an estimated attendance of some several thousand  visitors, and a number of country areas are asking if another such project can be undertaken with the vehicle staying several days in the one area during festivals, shows etc.  

Beyondblue have reported a 40% increase in their website hits since the Safari and the ARHRF website has had a fourfold increase. 

The drivers were all volunteers and there were 22 sponsors.  The cost to the ARHRF will be less than $23,000 as donations are still being received.
