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applicants in all relevant medical fields including nursing, physiotherapy, and 
psychology. These grants are jointly funded by ARHRF, local state and territory 
governments and individual rotary clubs. 

Another important ARHRF project is the Partners Program which funds PHD students to 
undertake studies into causes of motor neurone disease, multiple sclerosis, bowel 
cancer and brain attack. The $25,000 grants are jointly funded with sponsoring local 
universities and individual Rotary clubs. 

One such program has been funding Professor Greg Snell, at the Alfred Hospital. He is 
improving the rate of lung transplants, by preserving candidate transplant organs after 
the donor patient’s death, through the use of respirators. This allows for a much higher 
availability of transplant organs.        

ARHRF has also assisted in promoting community awareness of the high rate of 
depression and other mental ailments in the community. It has especially worked with 
drought-affected farmers and younger members of the community. ARHRF has run over 
300 community awareness forums in Rotary clubs, Probus clubs, schools and other 
locations. The response to these forums has been overwhelming and ARHRF has 
sought assistance for the federal government to conduct additional forums which will 
continue until 2007. This project works with other organisations such as Beyond Blue. 

As part of Rotary’s centenary, ARHRF is running the 2005 Rotary Health Safari,
a Winnebago van touring the length and breadth of Australia from July until December. 
This van is promoting ARHRF and is a fully sponsored activity. 

We will continue to advise the location of the Rotary Health Safari until it arrives in our 
Rotary district in December.
