The Synchrotron, Speakers from the Department of Innovation, Industry and Regional Development
Rachel Taylor has spoken about the Synchrotron at the RC Balwyn. Program Director, David Harris says the presentation 'was very well received by members.  They are well set up for publicizing the project and have a good PowerPoint presentation and bring their own PC'. 
The Australian Synchrotron is a $206m science facility under construction in Clayton, Melbourne. It will open in early 2007. Overseas synchrotrons have been used to improve chocolate, make faster jet engines, solve crimes, make new medicines and even unravel the mystery of Beethoven's death. The Australian Synchrotron office has a bank of speakers who can explain the synchrotron and its uses in general (non-technical) terms.

Alzheimer's Disease And Vitamin D Study,  The Shepherd Foundation Study of Alzheimer's Disease 
Study Co-ordinator, Karen Harris aims to 'increase awareness of their endeavours' and says,  'We are currently recruiting patients with mild to moderate Alzheimer’s disease for The Shepherd Foundation Study of Alzheimer’s disease. This is an investigator driven charitably funded study not connected with a pharmaceutical company. The principal investigators are Dr. Mark Stein, Endocrinologist; Dr. Sam Sherer, Geriatrician; and Professor Leonard Harrison. The study involves patients taking Vitamin D tablets for up to four months and undergoing some cognitive assessments at designated times in order to assess for any changes in cognitive function. Routine blood tests will also be performed in order to ensure serum levels are within a safe range. Some patients will also be asked to use an insulin nasal spray to see whether there is any impact on cognition and memory. We believe Vitamin D may have individual benefit as well as enhancing the effectiveness of current drug regimes’.
