Daniel Smolenaars, the youngest and one of the newest members of the RC of Sale told us about himself in his 
presentation tonight.  He is the oldest son of Theo and Sandra Smolenaars, was born in Sale in 1972 and has three 
sisters and one brother.  His family moved to Rochester for some time but moved back to Sale where Daniel was 
educated at St Mary’s and later at Sale Catholic College.  At school, Daniel took a keen interest in sport, particularly 
cricket, football and rowing and was part of a very successful College rowing team.  He finished year 12 but at 
university decided that working indoors was not for him.  He took up a plumbing apprenticeship and worked on the 
Fulham Correctional Centre which was being built at the time. 

Daniel developed a love of scouting in which he played a significant leadership role.  The outdoor living and all the 
activities provided by the scouting movement suited Daniel and he spoke enthusiastically about the good times he 
enjoyed at camps at Clive Disher Park and the benefits he gained from his membership of the youth group.

In conclusion, Daniel told us that he is married to Jodie and has two children.  His passion is to spend time with his 
family and in particular snow skiing with them.
