S.A.P. TAKES MESSAGE TO STEPS OF PARLIAMENT

The ALP Government is seeking an extension of the Grand Prix contract to 2011.

Save Albert Park considers that the Government should not seek – and certainly not sign – a new contract before due process has occurred, i.e.

· Full disclosure of all Grand prix contracts, and full disclosure of all public sector costs associated with the Grand Prix.

· Full disclosure of all the economic, social and environmental costs of the Grand Prix held in Albert Park, and a detailed evaluation of those costs against the demonstrable benefits.

· Full public consultation regarding the future of the Albert Park Reserve.

“This Government aspires to open and accountable administration and to good economic management”, said Save Albert Park spokesman Harry Ward, “which is why it must do these 3 things before it makes a decision about the future of the Grand Prix in Albert Park.  Any extension of the Grand Prix contract should be conditional on the race being transferred to a year round track, thus permitting it to run at a profit, and returning Albert Park to recreational and sporting users.”

For this reason, Save Albert Park will have a presence on the steps of Parliament House from 10 a.m. to 2 p.m. tomorrow (Thursday 13.4.00).
