PARKWATCH POST-RACE REPORT ON THE 2000 GRAND PRIX

FURTHER CHAPTER IN CATALOGUE OF PARK DAMAGE & DISRUPTION CAUSED BY G.P.

The Albert Park Reserve comprises 60% of all public open space within the City of Port Phillip.

This report on the effects on the Park of the 2000 Grand Prix, is the latest in the series produced each year by Save Albert Park.

It highlights the many problems caused by the event being in the Albert Park temporary venue, including unsafe work practices, compromise of the Children’s Community Playground, disruption of organised sport, tree damage, excessive water usage, tobacco advertising, vehicle crashes, and inadequate rental.

“All these problems would disappear if the race were moved to a permanent venue,” said Save Albert Park spokesman Ross Ulman.  “It’s about time the Government took these issues seriously.”
