SAVE ALBERT PARK GETS POLITICAL

PROTEST GROUP RESPONDS TO NEW GP CONTRACT 

Save Albert Park has responded to the Bracks Government's announcement that it has secured the F1 Grand Prix until the year 2010 by resolving to take direct political action.

At its meeting last Thursday night SAP’s Council passed the following resolution:

The first and principal objective of Save Albert Park is to stop motor racing in Albert Park, therefore at the next State election Save Albert Park will support a candidate in the Albert Park electorate who commits to removing the Grand Prix from the Park.

Dr Ross Ulman, Save Albert Park’s President, said “Save Albert Park is dedicated to defending parkland.  The group is not opposed to the Grand Prix, nor is it against motor racing.  We would have no objection to the Grand Prix if it were run on a purpose-built race-track in a suitable place.”

Dr Ulman said that there is no economic, environmental or social reason for running the Grand Prix in an inner-city park.  Moving the infrastructure in and out of the Park every year is enormously and unnecessarily expensive, and it permanently damages the Park.  

The reasons why Labor has changed its initial opposition to Albert Park as the location for the Grand Prix are purely political.  Therefore Save Albert Park is compelled to respond politically.
