GP’s TOURISM EFFECT WILL BE MORE TRANSPARENT

&

MOOMBA SHOULD BENEFIT

Today’s announcement by the Minister for Tourism and Major Events John Pandazopoulos of the date for the 2001 race, means that the race will not coincide with Moomba.  This is the first time these events will be separate.

“The separation will help clarify the true effect of the GP on inbound tourism during the event”, said Save Albert Park spokesman Dr Ross Ulman, “and it will benefit Moomba by allowing Moomba attenders to pay for accommodation at usual prices – not prices which are inflated by the GP.”

“Also it will separate Moomba, which is a family festival, from the GP, which is aimed at corporate patrons and also petrol-heads”, he said.  “But Save Albert Park’s main opposition to the race has always been – and will remain – where it is held, and not when it is held”.
