SAPLINGS GROWN FROM CHAIN-SAWED TREES

TO BE PLANTED IN ALBERT PARK

During the conversion of the Albert Park Reserve to the Grand Prix track, more than 1,000 mature trees were chain-sawed, including some that pre-dated white settlement in Australia.  Most of these trees came down on Chainsaw Tuesday – 13 December 1994.

Remnants of elms that fell on Chainsaw Tuesday have been nurtured over the years since then, and two of them – now saplings 1-2 metres tall – are ready to be planted.

Cr Carolyn Hutchens, Councillor for the Albert Park Ward in the City of Port Phillip, will plant these saplings in a ceremony at 11 a.m. on Friday 4.8.00 in the Coot picnic area – across the road just to the east of the Melbourne Sports and Aquatic Centre.

“This planting symbolises the stupidity of subjugating an inner city park for a car race,” said Save Albert Park spokesman Dr Ross Ulman, “and the healthy and rapidly growing saplings symbolise the determination of the many thousands of people who oppose the Grand Prix being held in Albert Park.”
