Save Albert Park’s attendance figure for Saturday 3.3.01 is:

75,684

The equivalent Save Albert Park figure in 2000 was 76,020

The equivalent Save Albert Park figure in 1999 was 77,683.

What's going on here?  The Grand Prix Corporation's total for Thursday and Friday is 129,600 which is 53% greater than Save Albert Park's total of 84,735.  Surely this large difference is important, because it means that the economic impact of the event is much less than the Corporation and the Government are telling the public.

Thus, you may wish to put these questions to Ron Walker and/or the GP corporation:

1. are they reporting ticket sales, or do they rely on electronic counting devices?

2. are the counting devices directional, i.e. are they triggered by people leaving?

3. do the devices differentiate between paying patrons and others (e.g. staff, media, police)?

4. how many free tickets are issued by the Corporation? 

Save Albert Park remains convinced that the electronic counting devices used by the Corporation are not able to provide an accurate attendance count figure.

Save Albert Park will release its attendance figure for Sunday 4.3.01, and its attendance figure for the 4-day event, around 4 p.m.
