ANOTHER LOSS COMING UP

BUT G.P. WOULD MAKE A PROFIT AT A PERMANENT VENUE

Despite the millions of dollars it spends on advertising and hype, the GP Corporation has again demonstrated that it is unable to attract many more spectators to the event.

On race day today, Save Albert Park counted 94,951 ticketed attenders, compared with 90,024 in 2000 and 86,846 in 1999.

Save Albert Park's total for the four-day event this year is 255,370 compared with 249,542 in 2000 and 242,341 in 1999.

The GP Corporation's 'official' figures are meaningless because the Corporation doesn't tell anyone where they come from.

Having obtained only an extra 5,828 attenders, who may or may not have paid for their tickets, the GP is destined for another operating loss this year, to add to the loss it has made every year of its existence, and to be topped up by the now traditional transfer of taxpayers' money from Treasury.

The GP Corporation has had six races in Albert Park now, and it still can't run the event at a profit.  Indeed due in large part to the set-up and take-down costs of a temporary venue, the GP will never make a profit whilst it remains at Albert Park.

IT'S TIME THAT THE FACTS ARE SERIOUSLY CONSIDERED AND THE PERMANENT VENUE OPTION IS PUT ON THE AGENDA.  THE PUBLIC INTEREST REQUIRES NOTHING LESS.
