DECLARED RACE PERIOD ENDS SO SAVE ALBERT PARK’S VIGIL RESUMES

AT 12.01 A.M. ON TUESDAY S.A.P. TO RECLAIM ALBERT PARK

According to s.27(b) of the Australian Grands Prix Act 1994, the Declared Race Period cannot exceed seven days.

As the Period began at 12.01 a.m. on Tuesday 27.2.01, it must end by 12.01 a.m. on Tuesday 6.3.01.

On behalf of the people of Victoria, Save Albert Park will exercise the public’s right to enter the Albert Park Reserve at that time.

We will assemble at the Clarendon Street gate a few minutes before midnight on Monday 5.3.01, and at 12.01 a.m. we will enter the Park and set up our Vigil – in its usual location.  Several members will remain at the Vigil until 7.30 a.m. when a sausage sizzle breakfast will celebrate the resumption of our usual Vigil roster.  Tuesday 6.3.01 will be day 1,922 of our Vigil.

Save Albert Park’s Vigil is a visual reminder to the Government, the Grand Prix Corporation, the people of Victoria, and interstate and overseas visitors, that since 1864 when it was declared a public park, the Albert Park Reserve has belonged to the people of Victoria – not to the Government, not to any sectional interest group, and certainly not to any English billionaire – and Park access has been free and unrestricted.

A public park is not the proper location for a car race.  It never has been.  It never will be.  Save Albert Park’s campaign will not end until the race is moved from the Park.
