Everyone felt it needed more concerted advertising. Should be holding another event nearer the end of this year. One outcome is that the marine board/safety council took note of the SDFV suggestion that they need to make  the Diver flag rules in the Vic. Recreational Boating safety handbook much clearer – with the 100m go slow message right next to the flag!

Proposed follow up would be to get some SDFV ‘diver below flag’ stickers made up – grant from boating council??
