HISTORIC SHIPWRECKS ADVISORY COMMITTEE REPORT ON MEETING 1st NOVEMBER 2001 By Des Williams

(a) P. Harvey of MHU welcomed Rebecca O’Reilly as new member in Commonwealth Shipwreck Officer position.

(b) HMVS CERBERUS – Discussed stabilisation proposal. City of Bayside is looking at stabilising what is left of the old tub and there has been some talk of removing the guns from the ship and displaying them on the foreshore. There are plenty of people for and against this idea. This is going to take some time to settle.

(c) Pier 35 timber wharves in the Yarra near Westgate Bridge are up for part demolition, but first MHU would like to check for cultural material in the area.

(d) Chinaman’s Hat – Discussion on possibilty of preserving the old Chinama’s Hat caisson. Parks Vic want it removed and have built a new structure for the seals. Public liability is the problem with the old structure, but MHU want to check historical significance of structure first and sure no hasty decision is made in the first place.

(e) “Lady Nelson” bi-centenery celebrations will be underway in the lower end of the bay from 14/2/02. It is two hundred years since Lt. Grant sailed the “Lady Nelson” into Port Phillip and therefore was the first ship to enter the Bay. Big celebrations at Rye and Queenscliff are planned. The replica vessel “Lady Nelson” has been chartered for the festivities. A plaque will be dedicated at Point Lonsdale during the Queenscliff event.

(f) “City of Launceston” – Discussion on the possibilities for promotion and exhibition of project – webcasting, multimedia, meeting with the ABC, ICE (Interactive Cinematic Experience) theatre. 

(g) MHU made attempt to locate the blockhouse built by Lt. Grant on Churchill Is, but they received a poor signal with the magnatometer due to ferrous rock in the area.
