JOINING / INDUCTION PROCEDURE FOR 

NEW MEMBERS OF TEMPLE SOCIETY AUSTRALIA

1. Upon enquiry, Applicants will be sent an Information Package including:

· Temple Society Religious Perspective

· About the TSA (Gold Brochure)

· TSA Organisational Structure Diagram
· Current Templer Record

· TSA Privacy Policy

· Youth Brochure

· Care Worker Brochure

· Overview Booklet

· History Booklet

· Contribution payment explanation and form

2. Applicants can expect a personal contact visit/s from an Elder and/or Deputy Regional Head and/or a relevant Focus Group member, who would discuss interests and expectations, Temple Society ideals, obligations, various community services and activities and provide the TSA Constitution if interest is shown. The contact person/s would act as a mentor/s to the prospective Member throughout the induction process and possibly beyond.

3. Prospective Members are encouraged to attend services and Temple Society functions as frequently as possible and are urged to participate in community activities, utilising their interests and skills in various ways in order to familiarise themselves with the Templer community. Mentors could initially invite, accompany and introduce prospective Members.

4. Although there is no fixed probationary / induction period, it is deemed to be in the interest of both parties that, by mutual agreement, a second personal meeting with the initial contact person takes place, to confirm the on-going commitment of the Applicant before full Membership of the Temple Society Australia is finalised.

5. Complete Application Form.

NOTE: Children of Members do not automatically become full Members. However, the above procedure may be expedited where persons are already familiar with and participating in the Temple Society Community.
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
