HUMANITY  IS  A  BY  PRODUCT  OF  COSMIC PHYSICS  THEREFORE  EVOLUTION  IS  A  LAW  OF  COSMIC  PHYSICS

Natura non facit saltus (Life forms are subject to the law of evolution).

Humanity is biological matter that thinks. It has evolved the attribute of high intellect and self-awareness and realises it is a by-product of cosmic physics. Thus biological evolution is also a law of cosmic physics. Thus it may be said that the ultimate creation of cosmic physics is intelligence. Replicating biological cells having the attribute of thought must rate as one of the greatest phenomenon of the universe. It is thinking matter aware of itself and its environment which it is investigating.

NOTE:- Science research reveals there was no instant fish, animal, bird, creepy crawly, spore, seed, plant, flower, bee or human. All life forms evolved from various micro organisms which are by-products of physics. Progression and not regression is the law of survival. A human can be reduced to a very small amount of chemicals which all life forms are structure from.
Refer Chapter 0.02 for details of evolution.

Life forms including humanity are incidental and of no consequence within the universe’s interacting cosmic matter. The environment of planet Earth and life forms mutation development during evolution are basically factors of survival determining the human condition within a great global food chain.

It appears meteorological and geographical conditions were vital interacting factors that influenced specific energised chemicals to form as biological matter and by means of mutation, changed into diverse, animated, replicating compounds with the important attribute of osmosis. Refer Miller and Yurey Chapter 0.02. Micro molecular life forms still exist in vast numbers and apparently can not evolve further.

Human evolution occurred over billions of years through ad hoc mutation trial and error survival responses of countless and mostly unknown predecessors. Estrangement (a caution factor), aggression (offence and defence), greed (instinct hoarding), the alpha factor (passing on superior genes) and xenophobia (enacts response of fight or flight) are innate survival factors. They should not remain uncontrolled in the modern egalitarian social world capable of supplying all essential survival needs. Humanity has a capability to make its existence pleasurable and eliminate internecine conflicts resulting in the unnecessary deaths of millions each century.
The evolved code of violence permeates throughout the great global predator - prey food chain within which all life forms consume each other dead or alive. The violence factor evolved as an essential element of humanity’s survival kit which humanity cannot change, However, it can be in command of these survival attributes to mitigate their adverse factors. Unfortunately, humanity is not encouraged to do so within the present global economic structure operated and controlled dominantly by the “Unholy Trinity” in its self-interest.

The attributes of rational, abstract and supererogative reasoning respond to environmental influences every second of every day. Innate mutation may appear somewhat dormant but it is always ready for a response. Some micro life forms have the attribute to mutate into an immediate new generation for continuing survival. It is a paradox of evolution that mutation evolved consciousness that appears to supersede it. In fact, it does not and cannot, consciousness does constantly respond for survival, separately to mutation. Consciousness has a primary survival back-up role and responds to innate sub-conscious signals.

Humanity’s intellect has deemed it el supremo in the mammalian kingdom. Knowledge, science and technology and greater food production has allowed humanity to reach 7 billion in the 21st century making it the fastest growing in numbers mammal.

Humanity’s population explosion is occurring at no small cost to the planet's living environment which is the survival pantry of all life forms. The ability to adapt to most environments, digest a large variety of foods, travel over land and water allows humanity to exist almost everywhere on Earth. Several biological scientists have expressed concern about over populating the planet.
Modern humanity’s epigrammatic exploration of astronomy, cosmic physics, biology and their interacting relationships set in following chapters is intended to promote understanding of the origins of all life forms and their survival behavioural patterns and help develop benefits for humanity’s potential future survival.
ANCIENT  HUMANITY’S  INGENIOUS  ABSTRACT  IMAGINATION  AND  ITS  RELIGIOUS  NOTIONS

Judaic based religious belief systems maintain a notion that a male human form creator deity formed instant humans. This denies scientific based explanations for the origins of the cosmos and the Natural World and life forms. Evolution is the antithesis of pseudo Judaic based cosmic explanations.

The Late Pope John Paul II announced his acceptance that evolution is fact. This was a quantum leap for the Roman Catholic Church hierarchy which may eventually accept “Natura non facit saltus” The Late Pope John Paul II also said he believed the Roman Catholic Scriptures are the word of his Judaic god. He opposed this as he chose to accept evolution as fact. Thus he obviously considered his ‘Holy Bible’ is wrong and science is right. Millions of Roman Catholics were not pleased with his submission on evolution.

Challenging the reality of Judaic belief systems based on notions of human form deities and their heavenly realms is not blasphemous and not denigrating believers in this burgeoning scientific Age.

It is realised, primitive hunter-gatherer tribes perforce of ignorance of the origins and functioning of the Natural World and its origins, used ingenious abstract imagination to invent religious notions based on superstition and myths as explanations for the creation of the observable cosmos and environment.

Primitive humanity revered almost everything within their larder environment. Considerable plant life appeared to die and come to life again in Spring, which became an important month in most religious dogma, and probably gave rise to the notion of life after death. Primitive humanity’s pseudo science notions acted as a psychological panacea delivering certainty and identity.

ANIMISM

Animism culture was based on the notion that thought (intelligence) as spirit forms, caused and controlled the cosmos, cyclic seasons, the sun, moon and stars, environment growth and human life. Animism supported appeasing rituals to ‘spirits’ for the continuity of human survival and the Natural World.

Primitive humanity eventually changed its vast array of animism based notions to human form deities. This replaced most old primitive religious notions of the Natural World and the observable universe. The majority of humanity’s major invented religions became embellished with the paramount belief that the thought power of a human form deity created the universe and life forms. This ancient primitive notion is maintained in Judaic based ideology. The thought that everything was designed to serve humanity is predominant in Judaic religious dogma.

It was not uncommon for human form deities to be changed to suit the culture of the time. The worship of deities and acts of appeasement were set in rituals including sacrifices of humans and animals and also ritually consuming them as well as various plant life. Christians still symbolically consume one of their gods during their communion ritual. Global religious humanity maintains numerous ancient primitive rituals. The study of Stone Age indigenous Australians, Papua New Guineans and African and American people indicate they were dedicated and serious about their religious cultures which permeated most of their life styles. Human sacrifice was not uncommon and was also practised by Hebrews as ordered by their deity. Refer Abram and Isaac, Old Testament.
It is difficult to establish exactly when cosmic and meteorological elements were adopted as primary factors in ancient primitive religions in the Northern Hemisphere, or when the skies became the domicile for invented human form deities, but most likely it was after the establishment of agriculture.
It is noted that ancient primitive people appeared to worship human form gods and goddesses as equipollent. The Egyptians did in different periods of Pharaoh Rule. However, male social dominance appeared common in all ancient societies.
THE  AGE  OF  AGRICULTURE  AND  METALS  CHANGED  RELIGIOUS  DOGMA  AND  THE  COURSE  OF  HUMANITY’S  HISTORY

Before the dawn of widespread agriculture, primitive humanity with limited technology of stick, stone and fire maintained a successful survival rate for the longest phase of its existence. Humanity had come to realise that the cyclic seasons coincided with the renewal of plant life. In some regions, agricultural people depended on floods and invented irrigation systems.

The important discovery of agriculture and use of metals usurped considerable Stone Age technology and wrought significant changes to humanity's predominant hunter-gatherer lifestyle and religions.
Agricultural communities became predominant and were usually governed by dynastic families, or a religious leader or warrior king. Agriculturists built towns and cities. Property ownership gave rise to an aristocratic landed class and wars. The various arts were patronised by the aristocrats and religious notions were also used as a means of controlling the landless working people.

Common land was divided and became private land with private ownership which induced a format of a materialist economy. Males intensified repression of women that ensured private property inheritance through males. Also, slavery became a universal economic necessity in agricultural communities until the 1800’s. Slavery and child labour still exists in various regions.
Phallocentricism imposed radical changes to social structures and laws and religious ideology. Religious and social hierarchies became male dominated. Women in general, were rarely elevated to equal social status with males. Social ethical codes were couched in religious ideology and designed to give males advantage of absolute social status and authority over women. Refer Judaic based Bibles.
The realisation that seeds grew into plants and trees eliminated the mystery of the natural environment new life (rebirth) each Spring. This knowledge vanquished the ancient notion that plants and trees held the secret of new life. Refer Old Testament - Genesis. The importance of the seasons was recognised and incorporated in fertility rituals. It is probable males did not notice the seed growth phenomena as women did, because males were usually more preoccupied with hunting and tribal matters. Refer Chapter 0.04 on women.
AGRICULTURE - A  DOMINANT  ECONOMY  FOR  MILLENNIUMS

Agriculture sustained concentrations of populations that gradually dominated most arable lands depriving herders in many regions of grazing areas. The new agricultural class with their new gods enforced sharing of the land by a different set of rules and management. This often caused nomad herds people to resist threats to their lifestyle. Agriculturalists won most conflicts with nomad communities. The use of metals from c.8000 BCE exacerbated the ferocity of these conflicts. The USA has a history of conflicts between sod buster farmers and cattle herdsmen that somewhat emulates the Old Testament story of Cain and Abel.
These conflicts were parallel with English workers resistance to industrialisation in England highlighted by the Yorkshire and Lancashire machine breakers during the early stages of the industrial revolution. They were known as Luddites named after Ned Ludd. Many protestors were hanged and transported.

Agriculturists developed civilisations, continued to appropriate land and use slaves for agriculture and manufacture and building cities. Empires were created and their rulers conquered populations in a constant succession of wars over millenniums. Rulers of so-called civilisations were often warriors or warrior priests and through a chain of command, maintained social organisation. As tribal people before them, the land owners often fought each other to gain more wealth and territories.

ANCIENT  AGRICULTURALISTS

In Mesopotamian, Asia Minor and Eastern Mediterranean regions, c.10,000 BCE, after the last major ice age, polytheist Mesopotamian Semitic people set up agriculture as a common practice. Centuries later, mining and metal technology was developed using copper, tin and bronze and iron.

Metal using agricultural communities incorporated a broad range of economies enhancing their survival potential.  The fertile Mesopotamian, Asia Minor and Mediterranean regions became centres of large areas of agriculture, animal husbandry, metal technology, skilled labour, manufacture and trade. By 5000 BCE, civilisations had progressed to major sociological organisations.

People of ancient Mediterranean and surrounding regions to the Northern coasts of Europe were saturated in religious ideologies. Mediterranean people are credited with inventing cuneiform writing, the wheel, the plough and extensively used irrigation and were clever astronomers and builders. They roughly calculated the age of Earth. Their art forms and architecture were highly developed.

By c.3000 BCE some tribes, such as the Phoenicians had developed large coastal towns on the East Mediterranean coast. They had become excellent seafarers and ship builders. Phoenicians made and exported papyrus sheets for writing on. They also developed an alphabet from which the Modern English alphabet circuitously stems. Byblos was where the Papyrus was made, hence the name biblos for papyrus and a book made from papyrus (Hence Bible).

CAIN - ABEL - AGRICULTURE  AND  NOMADS

In Genesis, Cain's obligatory offering of his first harvest to his Hebrew (agrarian) god was rejected. Abel's offering of the flesh of a first born lamb was accepted. Why Cain's harvest offering was rejected and why Abel's offering was accepted, is not explained.
In Exodus, Yahweh reversed his rejection of harvest and commanded grain growers to bring to the House of the Lord, the first harvested corn. This account appears to be plagiarised from pre-Hebrew ancient folklore being orally conveyed through generations. It was a victory for the nomads when the grain growers offering was rejected (Cain). It meant the grain farmers were relegated to equal place with the nomads. This is an explanation of enforced co-operation between two necessary major economies. This appears a sound reason for these advents when examining ancient Mesopotamian Semitic history. Animal husbandry from the advent of agriculture formed a twin economic factor with agriculture and had existed for millenniums, but not always peacefully. Grain and animal farming are still major economies. The ancient conflicts between these ancient economies were related orally in the ancient world and rewritten as the Cain (agriculture) and Abel (nomad herder) event by Hebrew scribes. 

The reversal decision to accept corn was a display of economic reconciliation of the two main economic groups. They needed each other as history has demonstrated. Each economic group was given equal status by the Hebrew god whose decision apparently was influenced by economics. First born sons, corn and animals were on a par, according to the Hebrew god who was obsessed with sacrificial murder.
Sacrifice appeared to be a normal practice, indicating it was an ancient common ritual. After Cain killed Abel, Yahweh put a mark on Cain (what and where is not revealed) as a sign to warn others not to kill Cain. If anyone killed Cain, seven lives would be taken in revenge.

Only Adam, Eve and Cain existed. Who else was around to threaten Cain who was made a nomadic wanderer in the land of wandering, east of Eden? Adam and Eve had a third son named Seth. The jealous Egyptian god who killed his brother Osirus was also called Seth in a similar myth.
Cain suddenly acquired a wife. If the myth was to be taken literally, unnamed wives of Cain and Seth must have been their sisters, albeit, sisters are not mentioned.

Thus the human (Hebrew) race apparently, was begun by incest according to the second creation story in the Old Testament. However, women in general, were rarely mentioned, such was tradition of Hebrew phallocratism. Hebrews had long accepted the absence of females in the writing of their culture.

POPULATION  SHIFTS

In various regions, droughts, floods, soil failure and population growth caused primitive agricultural communities to find new lands they often had to fight for. The biblical notion of the meek inheriting the earth opposes the survival of the fittest law. Violence was and is a universal code of survival.

Because of their weaker economic status and organisation, traditional nomad herders became complementary to the expanding agricultural communities. However, nomads usually remained fiercely independent. Grain growing communities had animals, but required more for their expanding populations. This was a levelling factor; they needed nomadic herd people and so traded with them.

THE  IMPORTANCE  OF  HAMMURABI  OF  MESOPOTAMIA  IN  INCHOATE  ‘CIVILISED’  HISTORY

An ancient Mesopotamian ruler, King Hammurabi, was a significant contributor to the development of organising coherency and co-operation of populations by statutes that gave rise to civilisations, was. In 1750 BCE, King Hammurabi promulgated his designed system of civilian laws integrated with a political format and considerable religious ideology including his recognised status of a deity king. His laws were designed for guiding a community to function in relative co-operation and peace. They initiated an historic phase that may be termed a quasi civilisation.

To establish his authority and signature on his laws, Hammurabi appealed to many deities and deified various rulers. This almost certainly indicated he was covering himself with every protection and higher authority he could draw upon. He glorified himself as a just and fair ruler. Self-eulogising was a common practice amongst leaders.

During Hammurabi’s rule, religious ideology although structured on a superstition and myth base was integrated with several laws. Over millenniums, they maintained considerable influence in controlling many populations and many of Hammurabi’s laws are a basis of several laws today. The constitutional aspects of his laws have permeated throughout 3750 years of history.

ANCIENT  ‘OLD  WORLD’  POWERS

The Aryans of the northern Caucasus region c.1000 BCE invaded Mesopotamian lands and created the great Persian Empire. At the arrival of the 6th century BCE, Persians had included Egypt in their empire. As predominant agriculturalists, they worshipped sun gods as the Egyptians did. Persians were architects, engineers, builders and fine craftsmen of metals and precious gems. They used horses and chariots and metal weaponry.
Cyrus II operating from Babylon raised the Persian Empire to its greatest glory. In the 4th century BCE a young brilliant Macedonian general, Alexander, conquered the Persian Empire. Alexander married Roxane, a prominent Persian noble woman, the daughter of Darius, who Alexander had defeated. Alexander encouraged his subordinates to marry Persians. Alexander formed one of the greatest albeit, short lived empires. Centuries later, the Romans set about creating the largest empire in pre Christian history. Egypt became its major granary. The Nile provided the great irrigation system of the Egyptians.

From the Sumerian Age, empires emerged in the Mesopotamia, Asia Minor and Mediterranean regions. Ancient civilisations of Babylonian, Assyrian and Egyptian empires were dominant for long periods. During the decline of these empires, Roman polytheist republics occupied their lands extending the Roman Empire. The Romans usually tolerated patriarchal led religious cultures of the Egyptians, Sumerians, Babylonians and Persian.

STATE  ORGANISED  RELIGION

For centuries, humanity has been ruled by the ‘Unholy Trinity’ of economics, politics and religion. This is the principal governing structure of modern societies. In most countries, organised religions became State organised religions.
Their laws underwrote social behavioural codes and had to be obeyed. Gradually, in advanced modern industrialised countries of Christendom, secular law become predominant, and caused archiving of organised religions’ barbarous laws.
ORGANISED  POLYTHEIST  CHRISTIANITY

The beginning of polytheist Christianity is virtually identical to Mithraism. It was usually poorer class Judaists supporting a young Jewish man, biblical Jesus, who wanted to be King of the Jews. After the demise of biblical Jesus, his Judaist followers used a four centuries earlier Hebrew Isaiah’s prediction that a child would be born to save him from his predicament. The Judaist biblical Jesus followers did this in order to verify biblical Jesus was the new Messiah. The Isaiah Scripture has nothing whatsoever to do with biblical Jesus. It was an irrational interpolation that continues in religious polemics. (Refer Tony Bushby - Chapter 19).

Biblical Jesus followers continued proclaiming their belief he was the new Jewish and the way to being with their Hebrew deity in an after life. For salvation, Jews had to believe in biblical Jesus to be with their god, Yahweh, in Heaven. The followers of biblical Jesus claimed the Hebrew deity was the father of biblical Jesus.
The Hebrew god and his son Jesus according to Christian dogma are regarded as one deity. The Father, the Son and the Holy Ghost. Note that the Jewish Christian cult is polytheist. Hindu Indians have classic examples of multiple head and limbed gods. The Nicene Creed states Jesus has two personalities, the Hebrew god has one. Two plus one equals three. Bishop Arius opposed this primitive nonsense. Christian doctrine does not state if the “Holy Ghost” is a personality.

Fearful psychological ploys are still used to coerce people to convert to polytheist Christianity. Some examples are: If you do not believe, you will suffer eternal torture in an after life; or our god in some manner will punish you. Christians often call a non-believer a heretic or an Advocatus Dioboli; or impose social ostracism. The carrot dangled before people, is that they will be saved from eternal damnation (an after life of torment) and be forgiven, if they repent and believe in the Christian biblical Jesus. They can then, look forward to an eternal after-life in a paradise (Heaven) somewhere in cold space. Rational minds contend these ancient ploys used for centuries are the very antithesis of free choice and intellectual freedom.

The fearful impact upon young minds of this cruel psychological form of persuasion inspired by religious belief is obvious. Religious ideology incarcerates minds in delusions. The Atheist Englishman author, Richard Dawkins, explains in one of his books “The God Delusion” aspects of delusion based on religious belief.

Non-rescinded religious laws in Christian Bibles carry death penalties for: (a) men, women and children practising magic (witchcraft); (b) those who apostatise; (c) those who blaspheme against their religion and religious leaders; (d) those who criticise religious hierarchy; (e) heresy; (f) those who commit adultery; (g) children who disobey their parents; (h) children who disrespect their parents; (i) those who work on a Sabbath day.

In some countries, religious hierarchies order punishment by mutilation, death, torture, demotion, ostracism, excommunication, stripping of wealth, incarceration and exile. Amnesty International and United Nations verify these still occur frequently. The abuse of human rights keeps Amnesty International very busy and is of concern to some of the 52 organisations of the United Nations.
There are masses of historical records revealing forceful conversion of people to different religious faiths. In achieving and maintaining their territories and proselyte objectives, Hindus, Jews, Christians and Muslims have never stopped murdering, torturing and persecuting each other. Each wants to be the one and only religion with their one true deity.

Modern Judaic based religious believers claim the have a loving god and are to love their god. According to the Old and New Testament and the Q’ran, their gods committed the most heinous crimes against humanity. Theodicy is accepted by religionists.
Over centuries, major organised religions have attempted to destroy each other’s religious cultures and also other various primitive religious cultures.
The Roman Catholic Church murdered unknown numbers of people who were dissidents or had formed breakaway Christian sects. The Roman Catholic Church embarked on Crusades to destroy the world of Islam. It failed and lost considerable Christian territory and populations to the Islam world. By 800 CE, Pagan polytheism in the European Old World was generally replaced by Polytheist Roman Catholicism. 
POLYTHEIST  CHRISTIANITY’S  MYTHOLOGICAL  BASE

The eclectic dogma of polytheist Christianity is presented as a paradigm of social moral fabric. Actually, Christian scriptures reveal forgeries, masses of contradictions, mistakes, misinformation and fabrications mainly plagiarised from pre-Christian primitive polytheist religions. Christian dogma has not moved away from superstition, mythology and polytheism which underwrite its barbaric religious laws.

The Christian Bible reveals many Hebrew, Aramaic, Chaldee, Greek, Latin and other Christian countries' religious records pertaining to Polytheist Christianity have been left out of the Christian Bible. They either remain in archives or are destroyed.

The Roman Catholic Church created theocratic States throughout the Roman Empire. Its laws were inviolable. Illiterate people could not challenge the `written word'. For millenniums, religious ideology was all that most people received as an education and relied upon for their psychological needs. Polytheist Christianity as with Judaism, and Islam, still openly strives to eradicate ideas that downgrade the status of organised religion.

Such was the general state of people's ignorance that few ever thought to question ingenious abstract religious notions being natural law. They were imposed and policed by a powerful priest class in collusion with the wealthy ruling class. Religious people in general are still obedient to the twins of religious laws and State secular laws 
ORGANISED  RELIGION  AND  ITS  ROLE  IN  WORLD  ECONOMICS

From the Middle Ages, the Roman Catholic Church hierarchy was forced to yield much of its political power to the new and growing powerful wealthy class of industrial/banking Capitalism. The Roman Catholic Church recognising the vast advantages of industrial/banking capitalism eventually embraced it and became vastly wealthier and an important economic entity in global economics..

It was from the emergence of industrialism/banking Capitalism that secular education and intellectual freedom of expression began in earnest, albeit slowly. Media enhanced by the new technology of printing came into being and books were printed that began exercising a new influence upon populations. Access to knowledge through books became widespread. Scientists openly published their research and discoveries. Charles Darwin was a little fearful of Christian response when he published his “Origins of the Species”.

In the milieu of increasing enlightenment more people began openly challenging the veracity of considerable religious ideology and the power status of religious hierarchies. These challenges promoted the growth of Secularism and greater empowering of Secular law. In Christendom today, Secular law generally takes precedence over religious law, albeit, the State via its ruling political and jurisdictional bodies still petitions Christian gods as a higher authority.

BINDING  ALLIANCES

An important role of organised religion is to influence people's intellect to acquiesce the global elitist economic class ambitions. This is in the interests of organised religious hierarchies because they are heavily invested with the global elitist economic class. Hierarchies of organised religion are as materialist minded as the global elitist economic class.
In general, Christian ideology does nothing or can do nothing to help abolish the causes of poverty and it never has. The trend of homogenising the global economy and created wealth siphoning into fewer hands each generation induces a growing global poorer class.
The global impoverishment of populations in many countries has made poverty eradication a global responsibility. The unequal distribution of socially created wealth is a causal basis of deprivation. Many countries can not generate sufficient welfare from their sparse economies.
The Christian hierarchy’s affiliation and loyalty is with global economic self-interest groups. Compassion, love for fellow beings, the notion of the salvation of the soul and the hand of charity fade when Christians are encouraged to ruthlessly destroy those who dare challenge the status quo of their global elite wealthy class ally. Christian hierarchies have a long history of opposing people's resistance to their exploitation by profit making systems. Christian hierarchies support for economic self-interest groups who unleash forces of repression and the ‘dogs of war’ is well documented. They have supported history's most vicious despots. Polytheist Christianity colludes openly with many oppressive governments.

Hence, Christian hierarchies are not trusted by people wanting to modify the profit-making system with intention to induce a more equable sharing of socially created wealth. Christian hierarchy's fear of socio/economic change initiating from grass roots level, encourage fundamental Christians to infiltrate governments, education systems and infrastructures of societies in order to assist maintain Polytheist Christianity's sociological power status which depends on the economic elitist ruling class.

THE  POOR  PEOPLE’S  CHURCH  BECAME  THE RICHEST  CHURCH?

The original poor people’s Palestinian Christian Church failed to continue making an impression. It was a minority Judaic reformist group pitting itself against a centuries old established Jewish community. Jews rejected the notion of their Hebrew genderless god (albeit, always referred to as a male human form) was the father of biblical Jesus. Despite the Hebrew god’s apparent genderless status, Christian Bibles appear to credit him with being the creator and father of heavenly beings and the Christian devil.
The Hebrew male human form god is described as being obsessed with wealth, money, gold, silver, luxurious tents and cloth etc. (Tents imply nomad culture). Biblical Jesus was supposedly not interested in wealth. His biblical recorded behaviour would possibly brand him a psychopath today. Millions of Christians have formed thousands of sects because they disagree with aspects of biblical Scripture.

THE  WARS  OF  MODERN  HISTORY  ARE  ECONOMICALLY  INSTIGATED

The capitalist monopoly economic system operated by the “Unholy Trinity” creates the basis for creating the world as a great military camp which is increasing its capacity to destroy millions of lives in seconds at any instant. The horrific violence in the 1900’s was mainly caused by economic competition between capitalist countries’ actions to eliminate economic competition and political systems opposing the monopoly capitalist system. The 1900’s ceaseless violence resulted in the violent death and misery for scores of millions of people and massive destruction of property and the environment and other life forms. From this 20th century murderous mayhem, the USA emerged as the greatest super power in history.
So-called civilised humanity is using weapons of increasing mass extermination and destruction. The United States of America, a core Christian country, was the first to use atomic weapons of mass death and destruction in the mid 1900’s. By the early 21st century, at least nine countries possessed nuclear weapons and more countries are endeavouring to develop nuclear technology. A new definition of civilisation is required.
Christian hierarchies generally dare not encourage their devotees not to kill, because polytheist Christianity is economically allied to and interlocked with the initiators of global economic trade and wars. Occasionally, a theist pleads for dialogue to negotiate for world peace and preaches against war and causes of poverty. Rarely does organised religion separate itself from partner antagonists. To do so would weaken its global influence.
The global economic elitist class requires their support in beguiling populations to support violence and maintain social schisms. Elitist economic self-interest groups do not have an interest in democracy founded on Human Rights and Humanist policies because profits could be threatened. They are ever ready to war against economic competition.
The 1948 United Nations Charter of Human Rights established a principal to benefit global humanity. It should include:- No person on Earth is to be a wage slave creating wealth for other people. In the global family of humanity, each person has an equal right to economic justice and sharing of created wealth for their needs.
Other life forms including plant life have not escaped the thrust of humanity’s rapacious plundering for short term profits. Thousands of species have become extinct and the extinction process continues as people are saturated with propaganda promoting indifference.

Predictions of the fearful result of “Green House” gases emissions, has become a worrying issue for the world’s people. There is bureaucracy reluctance to immediately remedy the “Green House” effect that is said to threaten humanity, because humanity is pretending it can survive without its mother Earth remaining in pristine condition. Humanity disowning or showing disrespect for its mother environment is dangerous. It recalls to mind; Matthew 12:48. Who is my mother? And look what happened to biblical Jesus who uttered it.

Humanity is a global family requiring co-operation for its survival and that of the Natural World. The global environment, cannot not tolerate ceaseless pollution and rapacious plunder of life forms for short term profit. The continuing annual destruction of plant life, the despoiling of land, atmosphere and waters with human made pollution has reached dangerous levels for most of the planet’s life forms.
Despite human resilience, without immediate radical changes to thinking and actions, humankind is staring down the gun barrel of extinction. Dozens of countries hold regular conferences in order to find solutions and endeavouring not to debilitate the short term profit system now realised as the systemic cause.

INDIGENOUS AUSTRALIANS

During the early history of Christian white European occupation of Australia, the general attitude towards the indigenous people was severely racist. Many white Christians regarded aborigines as little more than vermin. Many foreign born Australian citizens have also encountered racism, which remains amongst many Christian white Australians at all levels. Isolated racist acts of violence have been assaults upon the property of Australian indigenes, Asians, Jews, Muslims and other ethnic groups. Racism has reduced to a very low level in Australia in the 21st century.
In 1949 the late Harold Blair, an Australian aborigine tenor of considerable world fame, criticised Australian racism. In 1962 Northern Territory white townspeople took their children from a school and demanded black children be removed from it.
Australian racism is not reserved for non white people. It has always been difficult for Australians of predominantly English origin to readily accept other nationalities as dinkum Aussies. Some colloquialisms used for other nationalities included Poms, Pommies, Abos, Boongs, Niggers, Boers, Bosch, Refo, Hun, Chinks, Slant eyes, Japs, Nips, Bolshies, Wogs, Spags, Ities, Dago, Frogs, Ruskies, Reds, Cong, such denigrating labels appear in Australian literature. A national poll conducted by The Age newspaper of Melbourne in 1988 revealed 65 percent of Australians want migration ended or numbers cut. Opinion has changed little since then.
