SCIENCE - RELIGION - INDUSTRIAL  CAPITALISM  AND  THEIR  HISTORICAL  SOCIAL  AND  ECONOMIC  ROLES

SCIENCE  SEARCHES  FOR  FACTS  IN  A  WORLD  INCULCATED WITH  ENIGMATIC RELIGIOUS  PSEUDO  COSMIC  SCIENCE

Cosmic scientists are revealing mysteries of the cosmos that Chinese and Greek scientists began unravelling over 2000 years ago. A few centuries of searching for cosmic knowledge is not a very long time compared to the millenniums of invented religious pseudo cosmic science based on superstition. 

Sumerians, Egyptians, Asians, Persians, Phoenicians and Greeks developed significant natural science from their investigation of the cosmos. An ancient Greek thinker Democritus came remarkably close to explaining the basic nature of matter, when he invented the concept of the “atoma” still used in nuclear physics without the ending letter “a”.

Scientists do not make laws to protect their scientific theories and them selves from criticism as hierarchies of organised religions do to protect their invented biblical pseudo cosmic notions. Scientists practice critical analyses of their research seeking proof for validity of science knowledge and perform checks and balances to determine the accuracy of their theories. Science does not compromise truth as religious cosmic notions do.

Modern science induced questioning of the validity of ancient Judaic cosmic dogma based upon primitive pseudo science and discarded it. The road to scientific truth is littered with the debris of exuviated religious pseudo science. Many ‘Free Thinkers’ were put to death or severely punished by the Roman Catholic Church for presenting scientific challenges to its cosmic dogma which fundamentalist regard as absolute. Their biblical Heaven from which their gods frequently descended from and ascended to has disappeared into a black hole in space. They do not know where their imaginary Heaven is. No deities or heavenly beings have descended to Earth from outer space to rape Earth women since the establishment of modern science.

Science and technology programs are commonly included in curriculum throughout various global populations. Large global business conglomerates own most science and technology research and the products resulting from the research. These conglomerates tend to influence the curriculum of tertiary education that is geared for operating mechanisms for short term maximum profit. 

Christian theologians are aware of the weaknesses in their abstruse Judaic dogma and experience difficulty defending and promoting it. For centuries, the Roman Catholic Church hierarchy banned teaching of most science and books written by scientists and religious critics in efforts to protect its status. The Roman Church introduced Index Librorum Prohibitorum which began with the Gelasian Decree 496 C.E. It was last revised in 1948 and was not published after 1966. By 1968 it was archived. The Internet has expedited world wide the dissemination of critiques of religious dogma. Today, the world's billions of people are becoming more dependent upon modern science for their survival.

Theist teachers continue promoting ancient pseudo science and encourage populations to submit their Will as obsequious devotees acquiescing religious dogma based on ancient superstitious ideologies. They use fearful psychological ploys. Organised religions will not freely capitulate to secular ethics and secular humanist morals. Judaic biblical cosmic accounts have in common with other religious creation stories, a very limited knowledge of the universe. Judaic creation stories were founded on ancient primitive humanity's vision and limited understanding of the cosmos. The universe known today was not revealed by a deity, but by diligent intelligent observation and modern technology. All future knowledge will be found by the same scientific methodology.

BELIEVING  DEITIES  EXIST  DOES  NOT  SIGNIFY THEY  ACUALLY  EXIST

It is gradually being realised globally that deities and all their associated images are figments of ingenious abstract imagination. Hence the increasing numbers of Atheists and dissemination of Atheism globally.
ORGANISED  RELIGION  AND  ITS  SOCIAL  INFLUENCE

Organised religions’ hierarchies claim they are the base of social and ethical morals and arrogate the right to punish people in the name of their deities. Religious history reveals the hand of ambitious religious men who in the name of greed promote and use religion for economic gain in collusion with global economic elitist allies. They condone violence to achieve their economic goals.
NOTE: In the 1700’s, the 1800’s and 1900’s scores of millions of Christians have murdered each other in conflicts. Other religionists have also indulged in mass murder but none on the scale of Christians to the present moment.

In the 1870’s American Revolution, it was mostly French Jewish men who structured Solomon’s army that actively engaged and defeated the British in the last major battle at Saratoga. The American Revolution changed dramatically world history and the balance of power between Europe and the USA.
Increasing dissemination of secularism and enlightenment is establishing greater predominance throughout Christendom and giving inspiration in struggles for personal freedom in countries imposing oppressive religious laws. Atheists oppose repressive and social divisive religious cultures and religious hierarchy inculcating populations with fallacious mythical doctrine opposing scientific explanation of the origins of humankind.

Christian ideology is consistently inculcated by fearful psychological persuasion, such as; threatening eternal torture in an imaginary Hell, (originally a place of the dead under the flat earth suspended in space) Numbers 16:30. There are masses of records revealing forceful conversion of people to various faiths.

Free Thinkers have written critiques of organised religion and some risking their lives doing so. Men and women criticising Judaic based religions and laws are railed and execrated by religious zealots. People in some countries dominated by religious hierarchy power may expect to be jailed, tortured, mutilated or murdered for their criticism of religious ideology, religious leaders or disobeying religious laws. Religious hierarchies impose excommunication; social ostracism and stripping of wealth and exile. Judaic based dogma carries non-rescinded death penalty laws.

CHRISTIAN  AND  ISLAMIC  RELIGIOUS  WARS

Christian armies invaded countries imposing Christianity on the populations they conquered. Christians marched into polytheist Egypt and were imposing Christianity on the Egyptian people until Muslims entered Egypt and killed the English General Gordon. Egypt has a predominant Muslim population and approximately ten million Christians.

Muslims emulating Christian violence, (USA aggression against the Philippines, Vietnam. Tripoli, Granada, Somalia, Iraq, Afghanistan, Pacific Islands etc.), have not stopped their murdering, torturing and persecuting each other and people of other denominations. International organised religions have destroyed whole cultures in endeavours to control populations. When examining Judaic based Christian/Muslim religions it is difficult to find their intrinsic value for future secular humanity.

Numerous historical accounts detail horrendous acts against humanity committed by zealous theocratic governance. The centuries of Roman Catholic Church, horrendous Inquisitions are classic examples are emulated by Muslim aggressions. Human and environmental carnage world wide is continuing on an increasing scale each century. Religious humans are murdering each other in increasing millions each century.

Most countries in Christendom’ by the 21st century have adopted, or in some considerable measure adopted secularist based governance and jurisdiction incorporating secular humanist values devoid of religious laws. History reveals secular humanist ideology and moral democratic freedom practice far outweighs those of Judaism, Christianity and Islam and most of the thousands of world wide religious cults. None equal the summum bonum of a secular humanists society.

Christianity’s façade of humanism is pretentious and belies its violent history. Christians emulate their Hebrew forebears plundering, raping, robbing and murdering for wealth and territory. For almost two thousand years, Christians persecuted and murdered Jews and have so far murdered thousands of Muslims in the 21st century. The major tragic wars of the 20th century were contests for control of global profit making systems. Economic self-interest groups continue initiating violence and siphoning of surplus value into fewer hands each generation. Organised religions support wars with alacrity and enact violence as a modus operandi protecting their wealth, power and influence. Organised religions have initiated countless wars. The Roman Catholic Church, as a great terrorist organisation conducted ‘Crusades’ over centuries against Islamic countries.
The Roman Catholic Church ruled by Pope Pius XII entered an infamous concordat in 1934 with Hitler’s Nazi Germany signed by Von Papan, vice chancellor of Nazi Germany, and Cardinal Pacelli, Papal Secretary of the Vatican State which allowed the Roman Catholic Church to operate in relative peace. Because of the concordat, Hitler rescinded an earlier order to dissolve the Roman Catholic Church organisation in Germany. Many of his Nazis forces Roman Catholics and most of his armies were Christians.

Pope Pius XII lived in Germany many years before the Second World War and knew Hitler well and most probably been aware of his ant-Jewish views.

The Roman Catholic Church through Pope John Paul II apologised for the Vatican’s mea culpa to survivors of Nazi persecutions and for the signing of the concordat which allowed free reign for Nazis to persecute Jews, even those living close to the Vatican State. Many Catholics were also persecuted. Jews have not accepted his apology.

OH  HELP  ME  GOD!!

Religious people make impassioned appeals to their deities to assist them achieving a better quality of life and to live in peace, harmony and co-operation or give them victory in conflicts. They pray to their deities to not impose their wrath on them with catastrophes. It is extremely rare for religionists to execrate their deities for being responsible for their misery and suffering caused by natural disasters and diseases. They mindlessly accept theodicy as a natural disposition of their deities.

MODERN  RELIGIONS  EMERGED  FROM  ANCIENT  PRIMITIVE  RELIGIONS

Sumerian, Assyrian, Egyptian, Babylonian, Persian cultures impeded their populations’ education and industrial advancement. Babylonia was originally Sumer in the ancient Mesopotamia region. Sumerian, Assyrian, Babylonian, Egyptian and Persian empires disintegrated in waves of violence over centuries and never developed the broad capability of joining the emerging industrial countries of Christendom until the 20th century. Most Islamic countries were never as wealthy as most Christianised countries. Islam countries gained territories that weakened and held back Christian domination of the world.

From the ancient sun god worshipping empires, other religions emerged with their plethora of human form deities. The Egyptians sun god was a major deity as it was for many primitive populations. Egyptians were obsessed with an after-life notion which was also adopted by Christians.

VANISHING  FEUDALISM

The Roman Catholic hierarchy was financially powerful and had significant influence over vast populations. It is an influential global economic power. It was closely allied to the wealthy powerful families that arose in European Feudal Christendom and worked in collusion with them. The Roman Catholic Church and feudal land owners acted as masters of the working people they exploited. For centuries, the Roman Catholic Church hierarchy was powerful enough to command the land owner class, landed aristocracy and monarchs to do its bidding.

In Feudal Europe and England, royal families and landed aristocrats sponsored exploratory adventurers of the world to discover new wealth. Marco Polo was an early classic example. Exploring may have been inspired by the experiences of the earlier Crusaders from the 11th, 12th and 13th centuries that pioneered modern world trade. One of the worst explorations because of mass murdering of indigenous people was conducted by the Spanish conquistadors in Mexico, Peru, and Central America in the 16th century.

From the 15th century, increased exploration of the world by European Christendom people began. Bigger and better ships were built. A growing number of wealthy traders, merchants, manufacturers and bankers appeared and became responsible for forcing economic and political power shifts. Modern industrialism began its inexorable journey to global economic power with the need for science and developing technology and education of people that eventually changed the life style of the world’s populations.

New science destroyed aspects of the Roman Catholic Church dogma which has been modified several times albeit, still remains in the mythological era of humanity’s history.

The Roman Catholic Church and other denominations followed the explorers invading new lands increasing their worldwide influence and membership. Several European Christians began colonies based upon Old World Feudal practices and imposed Christianity upon the indigenes. Christians frequently enslaved them.

Industrialism was virtually unaffected by climatic conditions. It heralded the potential for creating great wealth which quickly overwhelmed the meteorological dependent agrarian economies owned and controlled by Feudal land owners supported by organised religions and monarchies. Industrial trade began enveloping millions of people world wide.

Manufacture used gold, silver, tin, copper, bronze, iron and steel and precious stones (used mainly for ornate purposes) and oil and rubber. Agricultural tools, hand tools and weaponry were manufactured on a grand scale. The primitive traditional blacksmith industry became the basis of modern metal manufacturing industries.

Metals production, engineering and science and technological development have continued a developing impetus creating the great Industrial Age underwriting the highest economic power position world wide.

The symbiotic relationship between landowners and the Roman Catholic Church diminished as the Church began to invest in global Capitalist industrialism. The Church remained the largest single landholder in the world. The Roman Catholic Church hierarchy was forced to join the new powerful industrial Capitalist/Banking class and co-operate with the new political structures brought on by Industrialisation.

MODERN  INDUSTRIAL  GLOBAL  CAPITALISM

The social status of populations range on a graduated global economic ladder from people dependent on government support and charities, to zillionaires who own and control global resources, production forces, global markets and banks. Little has changed for millenniums.

Until the 1800’s, at the bottom of the economic ladder were slaves and not far above them in most societies, were women who were generally regarded as chattels and the property of men. This social format continues in several regions supported by organised religions and opposes CEDAW.

CHRISTIANITY  AND  THE  INDUSTRIAL  AGE  WHICH  FORCED  THE  EDUCATION  OF  CHRISTIANS

It took centuries for the Roman Catholic Church to accept some science knowledge because it held its dogma was beyond question. Illiterate populations were given no opportunity to challenge them. Ancient polytheist religions never prevented the gaining of knowledge as the Roman Church did, which imposed Ptolemy's imaginary cosmic notion that prevailed until after the renaissance. Millions of Christians believe literally, the biblical creation account of Genesis.

The new Industrial Age gave impetus to renaissance enlightenment, education and science research which continued and challenged the stultifying ancient primitive pseudo dogma of the Roman Catholic Church, which despite efforts, could not stop the inexorable progression of science knowledge. Religious critics and scientific minds with the help of printing technology were able to distribute their ideas amongst populations.  The Internet system has expedited a broader distribution of knowledge.

After 1500 years of inhibiting mass education, the Roman Catholic hierarchy was forced to accept the general teaching of science necessary for developing burgeoning industrialism which usurped the Roman Catholic Church monopoly of accumulating knowledge and teaching. Christian and Secular universities began to appear and more are being formed every decade world wide. Global populations gradually entered a new era of mass education. Populations in industrialising countries were encouraged to read, write and study scientific disciplines. Charles Dickens, a famous English author, wrote on early industrial promoted education of children in his book:- “Hard Times”. Well worth a read.

In the early centuries of industrialism, Christian priests encouraged workers to endure their hardship and encouraged them to believe they will be rewarded in an after-life. This was dangling the old psychological carrot of hope for the savagely exploited working people. Christian hierarchies in collusion with industrialists deliberately set out to weaken the exploited working class political Will and prevent revolts against their ruthless employers. It was this psychological power used by religionists that prompted Karl Marx to succinctly state:- “Religion is the opium of the people.”

Before industrialism, the majority of Christendom’s people had been kept illiterate. The Roman Catholic Church in Christendom held a monopoly on education. It determined what knowledge was accessible for the various populations in Christendom. With burgeoning industrialism, it was essential to have an educated workforce to operate the great array of production machinery and research. Education was initiated on a scale unparalleled in history. Illiteracy occurs in some populations particularly affecting women. There are pockets of illiteracy in advanced industrial countries.

Generally, illiteracy and scientific ignorance is highest wherever religions predominate in poor non-industrial countries. Roman Catholics and Muslim in Christendom still retain the right to educate its adherents and set schools in competition with secular State education systems.

The growing economic power of the industrialists challenged and displaced the power of monarchies that headed the land owning class. New industrial wealth created the foundations for massive banking and industrial monopolies that built the economic structures that control the world economies.

MONOPOLY  PRODUCTION  FOR PROFIT -- PRODUCTION  FOR  NEEDS  AND  THE  ECONOMIC  ROLE OF  ORGANISED  RELIGIONS

Theoretically, production endeavours to supply needs upon demand. However, private monopolies set prices according to demand. Higher profits are gained when monopoly has little or no competition. Commodities are given measures of surplus value above costs called profit. The modern “credit” (debt system) gave post Second World War global monopoly capitalism a new colossal momentum in short term profit making. International monopolies forming regionalised markets and structuring economic blocks mark the inexorable phase toward singular monopoly domination of the world's socially created wealth. Religious hierarchies of organised religions do not interfere with these high players in this deadly game that often result in wars.

Profit gives economic and political power to those who make and accumulate profit. The problem of supplying the world's people with the basic necessities of life on a daily basis and to have a reasonable quality of life has yet to be permanently solved. This problem is not helped by all production in the control of a global elitist economic class that accumulates vast wealth and power.

Religious hierarchies are well aware of the global anarchy of ‘free’ markets and monopolies siphoning created wealth into fewer hands each generation. The World of Christendom has degenerated into an order of haves and have-nots perforce disparities of the distribution of created wealth. Religious hierarchies’ collusion with the global elitist economic class is due to its enormous investment of wealth 

RESTRUCTURING  ECONOMIES  AND  RELIGIONS

Idealistically, production for needs and not profit should be the basic general motivation for production. Theoretically, a minimal basic standard of living is achievable for all people if the principle of producing for needs is adhered to. People would need to stop the practice of possessing more than they need. For this social idealist concept to work, it would require a massive education program in humanist philosophy.

Those that contribute above the production norm should be recognised and rewarded without being allocated greater social power or expect obligatory servility from populations they benefit. Prices (assuming money is required) should be related to ability to pay. High production standards and quality controls and safety would be the norm with updating when necessary with the abolition of built in obsolescence. The practice of these principles would mitigate excessive demands of wealthy nations that absorb most of the world's manufacture.

In such an egalitarian type milieu, organised religions would continue to operate as private organisations for the psychic needs of populations requiring them, but not be agents causing social schisms or inciting people to violence or absorb government finance for their support.

MODERN  WORKING  PEOPLE

Organised religions arrogating a right to influence the minds of populations do not encourage having programs and policies for the abolition of religious xenophobia, campaigning for women’s emancipation for their equal rights and equal opportunity, or have programs to create a just economic system for all humanity. They dare not, as they support the system of global monopoly Capitalism that exploits populations for profit which they are interlocked with it. People should not be subjugated by Capitalist system and wealthy dynastic families and oppressive religious authorities that deny them economic and social justice.

Jewish biblical Jesus may have preached to the Jewish people not to be greedy or love money, but his Jewish god and ‘father’ Yahweh, never appeared on earth to instruct economic self interest groups not to exploit people for personal wealth or allow the development of a poverty class.

No society is moral or just if it:- (a) is based upon the system of exploiting people for profit (b) creates an underclass (c) encourages religious xenophobia (d) oppresses women, men and children (e) allows sexual mutilation of girls and boys (f) denies equal justice for men and women (g) practices racism (h) denies education and intellectual freedom of expression.

The future existence and influence of the World Council of Churches will depend upon its achievements in dealing with these issues in endeavours to solve them.

Religion should not be an instrument for serving the interests of global economic self-interest groups. Inhumane measures denying people their democratic rights are frequently condoned or ignored by global organised religions. 

All religious policies and actions influencing the welfare of populations should always be examined for moral justification and democratic intent. Under present organised religions’ policies, global scale full co-operation between religions to exist in peace and harmony remains submerged.
