AUSTRALIAN  CONSERVATIVE  ROMAN  CATHOLIC  CARDINAL  GEORGE  PELL  AND  HIS USA  VISIT  AND  DEALING  WITH  ABUSE  OF  LAY  PEOPLE  BY  CATHOLIC  PRIESTS

PELL  ATTRACTS  THE  QUESTION:-  IS HE RATIONAL?

DOES  HE  BELIEVE  THE  AUSTRALIAN  PEOPLE  CAN  BE  FOOLED  ALL  THE  TIME?

Cardinal George Pell, Archbishop of Sydney utters statements on Secular and religious social mores that either cause or maintain splits within the Australian community. Pell is occasionally impelled to defend religious ideology and policies dictated by the Vatican. It appears he advises his echelons in Australian governments to establish legislation benefiting his Australian Roman Catholic Church. Australian governments give millions to Roman Catholic and other Christian institutions.

Occasionally, religious parliamentary members submit a private Bill structured based on their ideology sometimes successfully legislated or part of it. The Australian Roman Catholic hierarchy via its political echelons endeavours to impose policies through legislation on all Australians. Roman Catholics are approximately 26% of the Australian population and have a significant representation in the Australian political arena.

The Vatican State established in 1929 and ruled by Popes is the smallest State in the world and Roman Catholic ideology is soundly based on ancient myth and superstition. Pell is closely allied to the Vatican.

One may only wonder how the ‘Vatican Congregation for the Doctrine of The Faith’ would respond if Pell gained his Theocratic State. This organisation was prior to its present name given in 1936, the most terrifying murderous organisation in the world until 1832, when as the “Vatican Holy Inquisition” it ceased murdering people, particularly women. In 1932 a woman was the last to be indicted by the Roman Catholic hierarchy and let free. Pope Ratzinger was the prefect of ‘The Vatican Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith’. He is reported to have once been a member of the Hitler Youth movement.

“The Vatican Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith” does not use red-hot pokers, racks and burning victims to death anymore. On this note, the late Pope, John Paul II offered apologies for the horrific past activities of his organised religion. Its history of violence is possibly only emulated by the modern USA, CIA organisation responsible for countless murders and has a decades long terrorist history.

Pell is strongly opposed to secularism which is generally accepted by Australians. Every person in Australia is covered by secular laws that assist to maintain peaceful coexistence between organised religions. Pell wants to destroy secularism and possibly has in mind to establish a Theocratic State. Thus he wants to impose Roman Catholic ideology on all Australians. He appears intolerant of morals and ethics that are not those included within his Roman Catholic religious ideology. Pell demands control of minds and bodies. He avoids as much as possible, the Roman Catholic Church history of murder, torture, misogyny, phallocratism, paedophilia and criminal sexual abuse by his priests.

Cardinal Pell openly opposes family planning which tends to exacerbate poverty. He opposes divorce for his Australian congregation and refuses to allow married or female priests to practice as priests in his Church. Cardinal Pell considers abortion a great sin. All would agree it is extremely sad and should be avoided if possible. However, Pell wants to intervene in every bedroom and asks Australian Catholic couples to produce more children. What is his hidden agenda behind this statement? He appears to be alienating himself from reality. Homosexually is abhorrent to Pell and homosexuals should be punished. He opposes using IVF.

History reveals that theocratic governments such as Islam governments, some Asian governments are similar to the Hitler Nazi government format during which, 42% of the German population was Roman Catholic. The rest were Lutherans and Anglicans. Many Nazis were Roman Catholics. The Vatican State still extracts $9 billion every year from its German devotees. This was arranged between Von Papan (representing Hitler) and Pope Pius XII in 1934. This financial arrangement was imposed on all States within Hitler’s empire. People could nominate where the 10% of their taxes should go. This Tax in post war years did help the Dutch Humanist movement which expanded greatly and switched its headquarters from Utrecht to London in 1993. The Spanish government overturned the law in 2008 and no longer gives finance to the Roman Catholic Church.
PELL’S  USA  VISIT  AND  HIS  INSULT  TO  ISLAM

Cardinal Pell visited the USA and made what is possibly his most outrageous prejudice statement in an apparent attempt to impress USA Christendom by supporting its violence against the Islam world. His statements set out below could amount to incitement of violence against Muslims in Australia which is punishable by Australian Secular law.

Apart from insulting Muslims, Pell’s statement can only put the Islam world on guard. He contradicts what he said in an Australian TV interview conducted by Geraldine Douge, “that in the future he could see Christians and Muslims joining to resist Secularism.” This could be regarded as a disguised promotion of violence conducted by two international mainstream religious organisations that are actually private profit making organisations.

Pell also suggested Secular democracy could not stop the rise of intolerant religion and in fact worsened it. Was he referring to Islam? Is he suggesting that Christians should have the power to eliminate intolerant ideologies exercising abuse of Human Rights? Islam ideology is in competition with the Roman Catholic religion?

It will be interesting to see if Cardinal Pell can form a liaison with approximately 380,000 Muslims in Australia and on what grounds. Would Australian Muslins want such a liaison and trust him after his USA speech? No doubt they would remember it.

Based on past and present religious history, Cardinal Pell's wishful thinking of a future union of Catholics and Muslims resisting Secularism in Australia, can only mean, he is suggesting the use of physical violence. Scores of millions of Christians have been killing each other with each passing century. Countless Muslims murder each other. Muslims and Christians murdering each has got off to a good start in the 21st century.

ISLAM  COULD  BE  NEW  COMMUNISM  AUSTRALIAN  CARDINAL  PELL  TELLS  USA AUDIENCE

Islam could be the communism of the 21st century if the West does not reform its secular democracy, Australia's leading Roman Catholic George Pell said in a speech in the United States.

COMMENT:- Pell said this after endeavouring to make overtures Australian Muslims to join him to combat Secularism. This is the zenith of his hypocrisy. He apparently considers Christian USA Christianity is a bastion against Islam.

Pell, said Secular liberal democracy was empty and selfish, and Islam was emerging as an alternative world view that attracted the alienated. Pell never refers to his Roman Catholic ideology that causes millions to succumb to neuroticism and psychopathic minds.

Pell attacked his critics for suggesting that conservative Christians were a danger to democracy, and said communism had shown how the emptiness of the Secular approach could be filled with something darker. "The small but growing conversion of native Westerners within Western societies to Islam carries the suggestion that Islam may provide in the 21st century the attraction which communism provided in the 20th, both for those who are alienated or embittered on the one hand, and for those who seek order or justice on the other."

Dr Pell told the Acton Institute for the Study of Religion and Liberty, that secular democracy could not stop the rise of intolerant religion and in fact worsened it. He said democracy was not a good in itself. Its value depended on the moral vision it served. "The past century provided examples enough of how the emptiness within secular democracy can be filled with darkness by political substitutes for religion."

Dr Pell said the "democratic personalism" he advocated, based on the dignity of the person, was the last alternative to secular democracy available to the West. He said for a Catholic bishop to speak this way inspired panic and derision in those with ideological convictions about secularism. Their over-reaction was an attempt to silence opposition.

COMMENT:- The Roman Catholic Church still endeavours to organise opposition to specific scientific research and social engineering factors that free women from phallocratism and religious male suppression.

Cardinal Pell does not mention his insistence of forcing his religious booklet on Roman Catholic children in Victoria, Australia, at a cost to parents of whom several said they could not afford it.

Cardinal Pell does not admit that he has a phallocratic attitude, but, condones phallocratism wittingly or otherwise through his Catholic religious ideology. In Pell’s theocratic State, the control of women would be a primary factor including the use of Hebrew, Christian suppressive laws.

The late Pope John Paul II in 2004 said that women may now have a choice of married life and a career. He was a 100 years behind the times. Women including Catholic women have been in the Australian workforce since the late 1800’s. By the 1950’s, women were over 50% of the Australian workforce. The Roman Catholic Church is coerced to accept reality.

Modern contraception and burgeoning electronic robotic industrialism have given women in advanced countries the opportunity to be economically independent. This has been revealed in the drop of birth rates in industrialised countries including those that are mainly Roman Catholic.

Religions have been around for thousands of years and have minimally contributed to the quality of life for humanity or advanced science and technology. Secularism is gradually disseminating globally. Secularism humanism encourages a democratic social system and keeps the various religious antagonists separated.

If Secular Humanism was generally supported and given the same opportunities, the same promotions and finance support as the Roman Catholic Church, it would be a global flourishing philosophy and culture. Secular Humanism encourages populations to strive to establish modus vivendi. Organised religion has always been the resistance block. It wants absolute control, whereas, secular humanism gives ultimate freedom to establish altruism.

Under altruism, laws, morals and ethics are enhanced with science and humanist principles. Laws, rules and regulations are essential integral elements for the successful operation of a global society. They are not required to be suppressive of one sex or another and guarantee equality in every sense. Sociological laws based on Secularism should be flexible and change according to the needs of communities.

Religion should be a personal private belief and not imposed on populations. It should not be a concern of the State. Belief and the State should be separate and never coalesced and never take precedence over science.

Pell cannot point a finger at other intolerant belief systems as he is part of a hierarchy that leads one, particularly involving women.

Liberal democracy embraces the principle of respect for all humanity. Contrary to Pell’s views, Liberal Democracy is a basis for inducing modus avendi and is the very antithesis of religious fundamentalism that Pell appears to advocate which creates global social schisms. Cardinal Pell appears to fail seeing the world in an inexorable historic expanding phase of enlightenment which is exuviating superstition and myth.

A million Roman Catholics proselytising over decades should be of little consequence for over one billion Roman Catholics. However, Cardinal Pell seems to greatly fear such activity, as it is competition for the control of minds and bodies.

AUSTRALIAN  CARDINAL  GEORGE  PELL  AND  "INDEX LIBRORUM PROHIBITORUM"

Although, after centuries of banning and censoring of books by the Roman Catholic Church with its "Index Librorum Prohibitorum" which ended "officially" in 1968, "Index Librorum Prohibitorum" is apparently alive and well with Cardinal Pell. Dissent is not tolerated by Sydney Catholic Archbishop and Cardinal, George Pell. He `banned' a book written by Dr Collins, a former priest and an author.
Roman Catholic clergy can be asked by the ‘The Vatican Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith’ to "explain" unless they leave the church and ignore the command of the ‘The Vatican Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith’ or the ‘Catholic Church Tribunal’.
Incidentally, was Cardinal George Pell's appeal on a TV news segment to "keep it in the family," a veiled threat to dissenters. He was publicly referring to the divisions within his ranks over the "Safe Injection Rooms" for drug users. Pell suggests there are other ways of dealing with the problem. Is he right?

Cardinal Pell is opposed to secularism and wants a Theocratic State. He does not realise Australian Secular Democracy and Governance has helped significantly, to maintain modus vivendi between religionists of differing beliefs in Australia. If Pell’s international organised religion was in the majority, he would not be making such statements. He would in fact, be endeavouring to impose theocratic rule.

BROKEN  RITES  PRESIDENT  INTERVIEWED  BY  LATELINE

The TV Lateline program presented by the Australian Broadcasting Corporation (ABC) on the 7th July 2008 interviewed the President of Broken Rites by ABC reporter Tony Jones. Broken Rites is a group established to help victims of church-related sexual abuses.

Broken Rites know of 107 priests and brothers that have been convicted, and know they're the tip of the iceberg, because there's so many that people (Catholic) have not spoken about or have gone to the police, or have charges laid against criminal priests. So it's a very sad story and we don't think it's one that the Church really have taken seriously enough and been proactive in looking for victims, said Chris McIsaac

George Pell on the 8th July 2008, publicly stated that the sex abuse case involving priest Goodall and his dealing with it is closed. He said this as the media and public interest was increasing in intensity.

The Catholic Church's most senior figure in Australia, Cardinal George Pell, has conceded a letter he wrote to a man who had been sexually abused by a priest was a mistake, but has defended his overall handling of the case.

The TV Lateline program presented by the Australian Broadcasting Corporation (ABC) on the 7th July 2008 revealed Sydney's Catholic Archbishop had written to Anthony Jones, saying his claims of sexual assault by Father Terrence Goodall could not be substantiated and there had been no other allegations of abuse by the priest.

But an internal church investigation had found Mr. Jones's complaint to be proven and recommended action be taken. The church's internal investigator, Howard Murray, also upheld a complaint by an altar boy that Father Goodall had abused him.

Cardinal Pell signed a letter accepting the former altar boy's complaint on the same day he wrote to Mr. Jones, who was 29 when he was abused in 1982. He has today admitted that the letter to Mr. Jones was badly worded. He says he made the mistake because he understood aggravated sexual assault to be synonymous with rape. The letter said: "No other complaint of attempted sexual assault has been received against Father Goodall and he categorically denies the accusation."

"Mr. Murray was of the opinion that the complaint of attempted aggravated sexual assault cannot be considered to have been substantiated," the Archbishop wrote. Cardinal Pell says he did not agree with the investigator that Mr. Jones's allegation of rape had been substantiated.

"I accepted Howard Murray's two basic recommendations presented in January, 2003," he said today. "The first one that Father Goodall be assessed for suitability to continue acting as a priest. This was done and then he was stood down from priestly activity. "Secondly, that the allegations of both complainants had been sustained and that they be offered remedial assistance. However, I differed from Murray because I did not believe that there was sufficient evidence of rape where that was alleged.”

"[Mr. Jones] was asking for $3.5 million in damages and I felt that that was a bit excessive, but if we could do something to ease his pain, his complaints were investigated thoroughly, substantially found to be true with that one exception and the priest was stood down."

In an interview to be aired on ABC Radio's AM program tomorrow, Cardinal Pell has been pressed on how he could dismiss the complaints on the grounds there were no other allegations of assault when he had confirmed he knew of another matter on the same day.

"That was poorly put. I was attempting to inform him that there was no other allegation of rape," he said. "The incidents were run together. That was done badly." Months after he made the mistake, the Archbishop says he sent a second letter to Mr. Jones. He says he did not know he had made a mistake at that time.

COMPLEX  TRIAL

In a controversial and complex legal case, Father Goodall was later convicted of the indecent assault of Mr. Jones under laws from the time of the incident, when homosexual sex was still illegal considers the issue closed.

"The judge remarked publicly that his conviction would be unlikely under today's law," He says Mr. Jones's civil claims were settled with the Catholic Church two weeks ago and no compensation will be paid.

The ABC TV AM program has asked Cardinal Pell whether he was aware of any similar mistakes in other cases. "There were mistakes made in the letter but otherwise the procedures were good," he said. "If there are allegations of mismanagement and inactivity, we simply invite the victims or the complainants to go to the police or to the church."

COMMENT:- Cardinal Pell declared his priority is to endeavour to protect the reputation of his Church. It is therefore difficult to know if he is also genuine in his attempts to protect and assist abused parishioners by criminal actions of his priests. He appears to put the interests of abused parishioners last and forcing them into litigious conflict with his Church. These injustice actions of Cardinal Pell should never occur. The Roman Catholic hierarchy should extend their efforts to the maximum in helping their abused parishioners and ensure Pell’s criminal priests face civil justice.

Pell should never alienate himself from his parishioners as the strength of his Church relies upon them. They will judge Pell on how he managed his priests’ criminal acts.

ANOTHER  CATHOLIC  CHURCH  PRIEST  SEX  ASSAULT  VICTIM  LETTER  FROM  PELL  EMERGES

These letters appear to reveal an attempt by Cardinal Pell to keep these acts of criminal assaults by his priests secluded affairs within his Church and not immediately presented to civil authorities.

WHAT  CARDINAL  PELL  DID  NOT  REVEAL  INTENSIONALLY  OR  UNWITTINGLY

The Roman Catholic Church is aware of many victims of sexual assault by priests. Such criminal acts by priests are of great concern as they bring further great shame on the R.C. Church which has committed criminal acts for centuries causing the Late John Paul II to apologise for them.

The TV Lateline program presented by the Australian Broadcasting Corporation (ABC) obtained another letter sent by Archbishop Cardinal George Pell to sexual assault victim Anthony Jones in May 2003. New documents show the Catholic Church investigators and Cardinal Pell were later told by priest Terence Goodall, that he had assaulted a 16-year-old girl. She has not been identified.

The TV Lateline program presented by the Australian Broadcasting Corporation (ABC) obtained a second letter by Cardinal Pell and once again contradicts the findings of the church's original investigation by layman Howard Murray into Mr. Jones' claims of abuse.

He wrote: "What cannot be determined by me, however, is whether it was a matter of sexual assault as you state, or homosexual behaviour between two consenting adults as maintained by Father Goodall. In the end it is a matter of your word against his." Documents from the case also show that senior church investigators were aware there were several complaints against Father Goodall.

The Archbishop has admitted his letter to Mr. Jones - saying he was the sole complainant against Father Goodall was a mistake that came about because he did not think another complainant's allegations of sex abuse were the same. Cardinal Pell went against the advice of the Catholic Church investigators when he wrote to Mr. Jones to tell him that his claims of sexual abuse by Father Goodall could not be substantiated. The Murray investigation into the case had recommended that the complaint by Mr. Jones be sustained without qualification. Mr. Murray also recommended that the second allegation, of sexual assault against an 11-year-old boy, be sustained.

AVOIDING  CIVIL  LAW?
Lawyer Jason Parkinson says he believes the Catholic Church has been avoiding its legal liabilities. "It's not for the church to have their own form of justice and if you don't abide by their rules of justice then they make it very difficult for you to go to the courts," he said. Mr. Parkinson will be representing several former students who are among a group of more than 30 involved in abuse claims against a school in Canberra.
Meanwhile, a group representing victims of assaults by clergy says an apology by Cardinal Pell to Mr. Jones is not good enough. The president of Broken Rites, Chris McIsaac, said Cardinal Pell made a very poor judgement call. "I think Dr Pell should read the definition of the sexual abuse of adults, in their own protocols for their own procedure" I don't he's showing an understanding of what sexual abuse is. COMMENT:- It has become apparent that efforts of obfuscating this Catholic Church problem of sexual abusing priests to avoid the defaming the Roman Catholic Church in Australia will be ongoing. An internal search to clear the Catholic Church of possible future incidents and endeavouring to avoid civil court actions will be paramount. Cardinal Pell should openly admit to problems involving criminal acts of his priests and report them immediately to civil secular authorities. Thus Pell may create an opportunity for Tabula rasa and possibly dissolve the concern of Australian Catholics regarding the apparent deliberate lack of enacting full justice procedures by the Roman Catholic hierarchy.

What occurred in the USA is still remembered and the Australian Roman Catholic hierarchy should not emulate the USA Catholic hierarchy’s efforts to avoid the justice system.

CHURCH  SEX  COMPLAINT  ‘WAS  NOT  ISOLATED

A  CATHOLIC  PRIEST,  PAUL  EVENS  ACCUSED
A Sydney court has heard a Catholic priest Paul Evens sexually abused students at a Sydney boy's school.  Father Paul Evans is accused of abusing three students at a boarding school at Engadine in Sydney's south in the 1980s.

He has been charged with at least 20 child sex offences. Evans told the court he was questioned by the school after a camping trip to Bundeena with a group of about 15 boys because some of them said he was gay.

When asked why they said it, Mr. Evans replied it might have been because they were all sharing a tent and he might have put his hand on one of the boys. He also said he took his shorts off to wash sand from them and some of the boys saw him do it.

Writer and journalist Robert Blair Kaiser has been covering the Catholic Church since the 1960s, when he was Time Magazine's Vatican correspondent.

ROBERT  BLAIR  KAISER,  VATICAN EXPERT
Tony Jones: Can I ask first your views as an outsider of what's been going on with this case that Cardinal Pell has been struggling to deal with over the past 24 hours?

Robert Blair Kaiser: I want to say one thing to Jason Parkinson, I remind him that Jesus said, "Blessed are those who hunger and thirst after justice". He's only following the injunctions of Jesus as far as we know and he should be proud of himself. Now as far as Cardinal Pell is concerned I think he's a good man but I think he's a victim of the system. The system that trained him from his early days in the seminary to think that the power of the Church was absolute, that the Pope was an absolute ruler, ruling absolutely and that if he ever made bishop he would have the same power. He would be able to rule absolutely

Tony Jones: Cardinal Pell said he read a document imperfectly and said he made a mistake. He acknowledged that mistake today. What do you make of his attempt to explain away these contradictory letters and the fact that he didn't follow the dictates of the investigation he himself set up?

Robert Blair Kaiser: I don't believe it for a minute. You can sort of tell. I don't think if any independent observer watching Cardinal Pell's news conference today thought he was telling the truth. He was backing and filling and humming and hawing. He just doesn't want to take responsibility.

Paul Collins: To me there's a kind of lurking question here, the abuse of the altar boy for instance that he mentions in his letter. I mean did he report that to the police? This is kind of, this is the essence of the story it seems to me.

PROFESSOR MARK FINDLAY, SYDNEY UNIVERSITY

I think it reveals that this church, like other churches, start off from a position which is how can we minimise fire damage. And perhaps as other churches have found, and the Catholic Church has found, the real consideration is how do we restore public confidence and how do we put forward a positive approach to considerations that relate to sexual abuse

Reporter Conor Duffy: Late tonight the Catholic Church told the TV Lateline program presented by the Australian Broadcasting Corporation (ABC), on the 8th July 2008 that it had informed police about the assault on the 11 year old altar boy and the Catholic Church said it only became aware of the offence against the 16 year old girl when the priest Terence Goodall admitted to it in June 2003.

So far, Cardinal George Pell says he hasn't informed the Vatican of the controversy. Paul Collins says he won't have to. 

Paul Collins: I'm sure they would be aware of what's happening and I'm sure they would be looking at it carefully.

Reporter Conor Duffy: Not a very good opener for the World Youth Day is it?

Cardinal George Pell: Please God we'll be over this before the World Youth Day.

The TV Lateline program presented by the Australian Broadcasting Corporation (ABC) on the 15th July 2008.

Anthony Foster's daughters, Emma and Katherine were repeatedly raped by a 70 years of age, Melbourne Roman Catholic priest, Kevin O'Donnell when they were in primary school. The criminal priest O'Donnell died in prison. Anthony Foster sought a personal audience with the Pope during the Vatican Roman Catholic hierarchy organised World Youth Week 2008 held in Australia. Foster failed to obtain an interview.

In 1998 Anthony Foster rejected the Melbourne Archbishop George Pell's offer of compensation that Pell had capped at $50,000 under his 'Towards Healing Program' rules he had devised. The Foster verses the Roman Catholic Church litigation caused several years of legal confrontations with the Catholic Church endeavouring to avoid issuing financial justice. Pell did profusely apologise to Foster. However, Roman Catholic Church's lawyers involved during the litigations denied that any admissions had been made about the abuse of the two girls. This was a crass attempt to violate of justice.

Referring to his ‘Towards Healing program’, Pell said: “I do not know what more I can do." Anthony Foster said that Pell can do a lot more. “He can beg forgiveness from the victims and offer continuing help to the victims and he can just stop fighting the victims in court." He can stop pretending that the Catholic Church doesn't exist (in litigation terms). It exists as a unit under the Pope and should accept responsibility for what (criminal priests) have all done.

There are many, many victims of clergy sexual assault who have, who are suffering terribly now because of the processes that have been put in place, partly by Cardinal Pell and certainly by the rest of the Church.

The Church has resisted attempts for true justice for almost all victims, and what I want to see is the Pope take responsibility for that response throughout the world, rather than leaving it up to individual parishes and cardinals and Archbishops.

Cardinal George Pell would say he reserves the right to take legal action to protect the Church. I believe that's absolutely false. I don't think a church has a moral right to use the law to deny victims' rights.

Anthony Foster said he will not accept a papal apology to Australian victims of sexual abuse unless the Pope also moves to change the way those victims are dealt with by the Church and its lawyers.

COMMENT:- The many exposures of criminal acts by Australian Roman Catholic priests reveal efforts of the Vatican State Roman Catholic and local Catholic hierarchy to avoid full justice for victims and even attempts to avoid any justice. Anthony Foster's revelations prove the immoral attempts of Cardinal Pell to protect the reputation of his Church.

Cardinal Pell’s 'Towards Healing Program' cannot legally operate outside of secular civil law in endeavours to help his Church to avoid responsibility for criminal actions of its clergy or avoiding compensation. The Roman Catholic Church is a private profit making organisation with a membership bonded by mythology, superstition and fear of a vengeful, cruel and murderous Hebrew deity, his Jewish son and putative mother, Mary that from childhood are taught actually exist. Thus the Roman Catholic Church is based on mythical Jewish deities worshipped by Christians, therefore, Christianity is irrefutably a major Jewish sect.

A look at attendance figures show that the Roman Catholic Church has real survival problems and could cease to exist at all later this century. Let us be generous and say that 250,000 Catholics attended the WYD rallies. That is 0.004% of the world population estimated to be by the UN in 2007 at approximately 6,700,000,000. About 0.025% of the worlds 1,007,000,000 Catholics attended WYD. Not a large attendance figure, given that football matches in Sydney and Melbourne can draw 100,000 plus. The number of Catholics of its world population has been declining for many years. No wonder Cardinal Pell is worried about babies and. On average, it appears that less than 12% of Catholics actually practice the nonsense espoused by their religious leaders.

The Roman Catholic Church sees its future outside of developed Western democracies, where it has a current pool of only 234,000,000 faithful (the 23.17% living outside the modern Western industrial developed world). SEXUAL  ABUSE  APOLOGY  STILL  STANDS  CARDINAL  GEORGE  PELL (Wednesday, 16th July, 2008)

The Catholic Archbishop of Sydney, Cardinal George Pell, says an apology made to the Foster family whose two girls who were raped by one of his priests, Kevin O'Donnell still stands.

Mr. Foster travelled to Sydney from the UK to advocate for better treatment of sex abuse victims by the Catholic Church and its lawyers.

"My apology still stands, I repeat it has never been withdrawn," “It's a tragic case in every sense of the word and I repeat my apologies. I left Melbourne in 2001, in 2002 the Fosters, as is their right, initiated a civil action. "I was not named as a partner in that civil action, not named as a defendant. I took no part in that civil case."

The mass of apologies over decades stemming from the Roman Catholic Church hierarchy have never prevented the continuing thousands of criminal sexual acts committed by its clergy. Although scores of Roman Catholic clergy have been and are imprisoned for their criminal sexual acts, it appears clergy abuses will continue.

The numerous verbal apologies by popes and senior clergy of the Roman Catholic Church for the criminal abuses committed by priests sound hollow when the Church forces many victims into litigation when pursuing justice.
Until celibacy is exuviated and millions of dollars drawn from the vast wealth of the Church is paid in compensation to victims, the Church will always be struggling to present itself as a paradigm of a righteousness role model.

Whatever the outcome of the exposures in 2008 of Australian Roman Catholic priests’ criminal acts, Cardinal Pell remains deeply involved in this adverse historical period of the Australian Roman Catholic Church.

Many Australians believe Cardinal Pell has attempted to protect and mitigate the criminal activities of his priests to ameliorate the goodwill of his Church.

Cardinal Pell claims he helps victims as much as is possible for him to do so, yet he has forced some victims into long litigation with his Church. His Church should immediately hand priests who have committed criminal acts over to civil authorities and never allow them to hide within the Church for protection against civil court justice. Cardinal Pell should withdraw from being involved with his priests who commit criminal acts. He is now under close public scrutiny.
