MUSLIM  WOMEN’S  RELIGIOUS  DRESS  AND  PERSONAL  FREEDOM

Several  Islam  religious  codes  define  social  demarcation  roles  for  men  and  women.  The purdah,  burka (burqua),  veil  and  scarf,  was  imposed  on  women  by  the  ruthless  murderer,  pillaging  and  slaver  Mahomet.

This  common  knowledge  was  revealed  by  Mahomet’s  scribes and  Muslim  historians  in  attempts  to  eulogise  him but they reveal him as a murderous megalomaniac.

In some Islam countries, there are Muslim women organised to resist wearing traditional Muslim dress and Muslim women who demand the right to wear Muslim traditional dress.

TO  WEAR  OR  NOT  TO  WEAR?

There is no Koran [Qr’an] law stating that women have to wear the veil, be flogged or be stoned to death. This primitive, barbaric tortuous death penalty was taken straight from an ancient Judaic tradition that borders on traditional misogyny. Deuteronomy 13: 6-11. Hebrews did use it, but it is doubtful they invented the stoning of a person to death.

It is claimed by some Muslim men and women that the head covering scarf is not a compulsory mode of dress. Muslim women who try not wearing it in many Muslim controlled regions would face ridicule, remonstration, severe penalties, violence or death. Refer Amnesty International, Rational International and United Nations’ reports. Not to wear the veil is unthinkable for millions of Muslim women, such is their superstitious mind-set inculcated from childhood. Muslim children have no rights when it comes to religious indoctrination. The parent’s creed is usually the child’s creed in all religions. Muslim women who wear traditional Muslim dress believe it gives them identity of Islam, social status including marriage, security and dignity.

Muslim women belong to an Islamic global population of approximately one billion. Muslim women do not feel amorphous and have a personal confidence which their religious dress is an integral element. Many Muslim women consider themselves 'special' because they are Muslims. This thinking is a common inclination amongst all religious people. Religious dress and symbols identifies religionists as a member of their particular belief.

Millions of Muslim women throughout the world are divided on the issue of wearing or not wearing the traditional Muslim dress or ‘veil’. Some demand the right to wear it; others demand the right to discard it, which makes interesting historical witness to global divisiveness of Muslim women on their religious and non-religious dress style.

Such divisiveness can be quite serious when Muslim women wish to wear the veil in public in non-Muslim countries such as Singapore, Holland and French multi-ethnic schools that have banned the ‘veil’ in schools and public places.

In 2006, the Singapore and French governments demand that every student dress in the uniform of their school and dress without religious distinctions, irrespective of their religion. In Holland, there is an attempt to ban the covering dress of Muslim women in public. Many Muslim women have not experienced fundamentalist religious mind conditioning, peer coercion, psychological and physical fear or ignore male suppressive domination have discard the ‘veil’ or religion.

In September 03, various global news services revealed that some Muslim women in France, Germany and Turkey demand to wear the veil in their workplace. Muslim women have bravely faced severe discrimination, opposition and intimidation from non-Muslims. During 2003, in Iran, a Muslim State, women organised to oppose wearing the veil.

After all argument about Muslim and Western women’ dress style, the fact remains that in general, women dress according to their culture and personal freedom. Some social cultures are permeated by religion that enforce particular mode of dress.

PERSONAL  FREEDOM  FOR  MUSLIM  WOMEN  IN  AUSTRALIA
MUSLIMS  IN  CHRISTENDOM

There are independent Muslim schools allowed by Secular Law in Australia. They operate without government interference. Australian governments do not make demands about the dress of Muslim students. Usually, Muslim female students wear traditional religious dress and benefit from the democratic freedom of a Western democracy that does not officially discriminate against them, albeit, several Muslim students and clerics have proscribed Western culture.

Muslim women can join Australian States’ police force. They can wear a traditional religious identifying scarf, which sets them apart from non-Muslim police women. One may ask: would a non-Muslim be allowed to join a Muslim security organisation in a Muslim controlled country?

Other issues for many Muslin and Christian women in their struggle for full emancipation, are:- 

[a] to have access to family planning, [b] to have the right to terminate a pregnancy, [c] to have personal freedom to choose a career, [d] to have access to education, particularly an education to prepare for a profession, [e] to have equal opportunity, [f] to have the right to enter politics, [g] to have the right to be socially equal to men, [h] to have the right to equal justice which does not exist for millions of Muslim women, particularly under Sharia law, [i] to abolish discrimination against women, [j] a total ban of female genital mutilation - Clitoridectomy is banned in Australia and England, [k] the right to choose or refuse a partner, [l] the right to be part of a religious hierarchy.

Control of women through sexuality is an important element of Judaism, Christianity and Islam under the control of male hierarchies. There are women’s organisations throughout the Muslim and Christian world working to abolish the horrific operation of clitoridectomy. Jewish, Islam and Christian doctrine commands women to breed maximum numbers of progeny. This occurs mostly in poorer regions where family planning is not affordable. Large families are usually condemned to extremes of poverty that threatens health and life. Male dominated religious hierarchies seem not too worried about this fact. Numbers are their priority and opposition to family planning.

All these issues continue today. Islam is not an egalitarian religion as often claimed by its apologists. Apparently, millions of Muslim women want a better deal under Islam than they are receiving, and are struggling to change their situation which is resisted by Muslim men. Muslim leaders are the main controllers of the Islam justice systems.

Muslim men can have at least four wives. Muslim women may only have one husband. A Muslim woman is socially worth a great deal less than a man, particularly in the inheritance and the justice system. A man may sue for divorce, but a Muslim woman cannot, or it is made extremely difficult and next to impossible in some regions under Islam control. Millions of Muslim women have to cope with discriminatory Sharia and Hadith laws that are an appendage to Islam law, and also, the decisions of mostly male legal personnel who dominate the Muslim justice system. 

Because of their religious mind set, some Muslim women have publicly condemned liberal Western culture in which, women have considerable freedom virtually equal to men. In Islam controlled regions, the Sisters of Islam, risk a torturous death by stoning for actively defying Muslim men, Islam or Sharia and Hadith law. 

Millions of Muslim women are 1000years or more behind Western women in personal freedom, and, it appears Muslim women will remain in that position for a long time in Islam controlled regions. Muslim women usually do not openly participate in emancipation movements as Christendom women do, and if they do, it is usually with great difficulty and often a risk to their life in many Islam controlled countries. Muslim women are somewhat domestically confined or suppressed and guarded by Muslim men upholding traditional phallocratic Islam social and religious codes.

Reform of Islam is an essential precondition for Muslim women’s emancipation. As Islam law is invented by Muslim men, they should be able to reform their oppressive and barbaric laws without fear their god’s revenge, which is also used as a psychological ploy that Christians and Jews also embrace in their doctrine.

The Late Pope John Paul II altered one of his god’s (Hebrew) laws (Exodus18:22) and suffered no revenge from his god. There have been many editing changes to Christian Scripture.

If religious women's intellect is confined to parochial thinking encompassed by strict religious discriminatory mores maintained by patriarchal domination, they exist in a time warp and are totally reliant on religionist men for the quality of their lives. In these situations in the Islamic world, women are treated as second class people dependent on males.

Muslim women in general, find it next to impossible to develop and implement any desired secular modification to their quality of life.

Family planning is not allowed for Muslim women. Refer Cairo Conference 1993. Contraception can incur the death penalty according to Islam law. 

Amongst many Muslim women in Christendom, there is frequent debate about the type of personal freedom they have and want. Some wish to appear in traditional dress and some want to discard it. Many Muslim women believe they have all the personal freedom they want. Inculcated mind sets obviously have some influence on Muslim women’s attitudes.

The Muslim fundamentalist stance appears to discriminate against women. Denying education and the freedom of expression of half of Islam's potential intellectual power means the world of Islam finds it difficult to match the rapid advance of Christendom’s science and technology and militarism. However, the Islam world is emulating aspects of Christendom militarism consolidating the world as a vast military camp.

Allowing Muslim women complete physical and intellectual freedom and granting access to full education would expedite advancement in the Islam world culturally and scientifically and democratically. It should help the Islam world to emerge from its self-imposed 'Dark Ages' incarceration and cruel barbarous punishments.

Non-rescinded barbarous religious laws and punishments and executions of all religions should be officially established as illegal by a United Nations’ Charter and ratified by all countries. All religionists would have the right to embrace secular law that allows equality and equal justice for all people whatever their social station or religion is.

Peaceful moderate Muslims are in the majority. To achieve modus avendi for a more peaceful world, they need to organise en mass to eradicate fundamentalism or at least, eliminate fundamentalists' violent activities. The objective creed of Islam appears to emulate fundamentalist Christian hierarchy attempts to create theocratic governments and attempt to rule the world with a New World Order based on Christian ‘values’. Muslim fundamentalists have an excellent template to guide them.

If history is a criterion, Christians would not allow themselves to succumb to Islamic dominance. The history of Christians reveals that they often attacked Islamic countries and still do. There is in reality a clash of religious cultures.

ISLAM  AND  PHALLOCRATISM
Patriarchy and phallocratism and misogyny remain important aspects of Islam religious dogma which has very ancient pre-Judaic histories. The personal freedom most Muslim women have is that which Muslim men and Muslim laws allow them. In countries such as Australia, Muslim women have equal rights as men if they so wish to adopt them. In Islam dominated countries that have interaction with Western culture, some Muslim women have advanced in social status to rise above a chattel status of domestic slavery.

Large numbers of Muslim women attend universities; many have made and are making considerable advantageous contributions to women in the world of Islam. Several Muslim women have entered politics and one was a president of her country. Muslim women in general are not greatly encouraged to enter political and educational spheres.

It appears that fundamentalist Muslims do not want to exuviate their barbaric and discriminatory laws against women, or give women equal rights, education and social justice. Millions of Muslim women have been mind conditioned to accept oppression as a natural situation. Until Muslim women in general stand up and take control of their lives, as millions of Christian women have, they will continue to be the victims of man-invented religions that reinforce men having power over them.

Progressive Muslim women find it difficult to organise against oppression and inequality. Taslima Nasrin exposes the primitive attitudes of Muslim males. Taslima Nasrin, a Muslim during her upbringing is now a prominent world renowned author expressing opposition to Islam oppression of women including her mother. Taslima has a fatwa on her life. She exposes the Islam inhumane religious dogma and laws the religious absurdities, contradictions, plagiarisms and lies and its base of ancient superstition and myth. Life is easier for most Muslim women if they accept their Islam controlled life and believe it is what their god wants of them.

Muslims proscribing the liberty of Western men and women do not seem to realise, that the Western World is continually evolving to a strengthening egalitarian society, which is more cohesive than populations living in fear of religious leaders and religious ideologies used as a fearful psychological ploys coercing people to acquiesce to religious hierarchies’ commands.

An example of injustice in a Muslim theocratic State is when Taliban rulers in Afghanistan punish people for the slightest infringement against Islam according to their judgment. Some Muslim States do not allow women to be educated or allowed to drive cars, or have professional positions.

THE  NEVER  ENDING  RELIGIOUS  MIND  CONDITIONING  OF  WOMEN

The religious world is in the control of males. Ongoing mind conditioning makes it virtually impossible for most religious women to escape the notion of their being of lesser value than men. It is difficult for religious women to comprehend that they do not require a religion to lead healthy, moral, ethical lives and make personal decisions for determining their life.

Millions of religious women are struggling for equality, equal opportunity and justice and have had to openly oppose religious men resisting their endeavours for emancipation. Christian women do not have to contend with barbaric penalties that Muslim women still face.

In Christian dogma, the Deuteronomy 13:6-11 law demands the death penalty if a member leaves Judaism, or Christianity. Islam also has a death penalty for proselytes. This is an unacceptable religious law and a serious fear factor for Muslims, Christians and Jews. Mahomet claimed unbelievers will burn in hell which emulates the Christian fearful psychological ploy. This psychological form of terrorism is taught to children should be made illegal.

WINNING  EMANCIPATION  IN  CHRISTENDOM?

In the Western world of Christendom, women's emancipation movements expedited their personal freedom and therefore, the progression of the democratisation of Western culture. Because of this progression to democracy for women, Christian hierarchies are coerced to modify Christian dogma that discriminates against women, albeit, inhumane laws are not rescinded.

The Western World’s women's emancipation movements began earnestly in the 1800's in England, the USA, Australia and New Zealand. Women were ridiculed, abused, beaten and goaled for their active campaigning. Some were murdered. Women rarely could rely on religious men to assist them, albeit, there were rare exceptions.

Religious institutions, which are private profit making organisations, should not be immune from international civil secular law or immune from sanctions of United Nation Human Rights decree.

Millions of religious males use their belief system as a reason for justifying their verbal and physical violence to maintain power over women. This common religious male activity seems to be central in religious fundamentalist members thinking.

Religious males set rules for women’s sexual behaviour and embedded them in religious and social codes. Such codes for women appeared in the primitive tribes of Africa, Australia, South and North America to European and Eastern tribes and modern civilisations. Residual elements of ancient religious codes still remain in mainstream religions.

It has taken thousands of years for women to reach a phase of gaining their democratic liberty. Millions of women in Christendom can without reproach, select their sexual partners, marry and divorce and remarry, live with sexual partners legally without formalising their relationship, and maintain non-heterosexual relationships. Women have choices of many vocations that were once the preserve of men.

Resistance to religious authority is not new. What is a new modern social phenomenon is the rapid increase of people in most countries of Christendom, who are not committed to a religion. There numbers run into the hundreds of millions. Secularism is inexorably progressing world wide.

The Western World requires the contribution of women’s intellectual and physical attributes to enhance the progress of Western world science and technology and industrialism and cultures. Men and women perforce of the means of production, co-operate to a considerable degree for survival which is essentially based on economics.
WOMEN – MATERIALISM – RELIGIOUS  REFORMISM  AND  EDUCATION!
The role of women activists religious and non-religious is basically reformist and have a responsibility as much as men to assist eliminating violent fundamentalists within their ranks and work for global modus vivendi. This is a necessary task to ensure a peaceful and safe existence for all people of different belief systems. Improving the status of religious women in general would help to turn social divisiveness caused by religion into a rational and better safer world.
There is no logical reason why all religious women globally, cannot campaign co-operatively for abolition of discriminatory religious laws invented by men. There may come a time when a majority of religious women will say; ‘Enough is enough’. Organised religions may arrive at an impossible position and not be able to resort to violence if women en masse adopt this role.

Religious women embarking on religious and social reformation will come face to face with the “Unholy Trinity” of global economic elitists controlling political and belief systems embedded in a global materialist culture saturating the intellect of virtually every person on this planet.

For most religious women, it is not a question of eliminating religion, but getting religious men onside, and having religion conform to a minimum of the United Nations’ 1948 Charter of Human Rights. In other words, working for the civilising of religions.

In Nigeria, Turkey, Malaysia, Iran, Pakistan and Egypt etc. fundamentalist Muslims are demanding the establishment of theocratic States and establishment of the cruel Sharia law. They want secular governance to be abolished. Such States would be ruled by a hagiarchy of men. This would be a social engineering development that would give rise to a theocratic State that women in general would not want. If the fundamentalists' demands are successful, it means that Muslim women will be absolutely under Muslim male control. Muslim women will certainly lose any of the freedoms they may have gained in these countries. And young children would also be at risk from Muslim paedophile males who have no control of their concupiscence. Such legal paedophile activities occur in various Muslim controlled regions.

Asia has about one fifth of the world's Muslim population. Indonesia has the largest single population of Muslims. Several Northern Malaysian and Nigerian provinces are under Sharia law. Fundamentalist Muslims in England have demanded the right to enact Sharia law and for it to be equal to English secular law. This request has been refused.

THEOCRACY

It is hoped Rational Reason eventually prevails globally and assists to create a peaceful and safer world free of theocracy that tends to induce divisive, harmful philosophies and belief systems which are based on superstition and mythology and oppression of women. All social divisive factors including religions need to be studied by women to learn how to eliminate their harmful aspects for assisting their emancipation.
