THE  HEBREW  RELIGION  AND  HEBREW  WOMEN

Anthropological research suggests it is reasonable to think that until the advent of establishing the agricultural Age as a major social and economic system, ancient religions maintained gods and goddesses as virtual equals. There were numerous fertility goddesses.

The advent of Hebrew monotheism (‘mantheism’) denied women equal status. Hebrews established a phallocratic social order and vanquished Hebrew women’s personal goddesses. Phallocratism continues to permeate all mainstream religious ideologies and all societies. The majority of women live in patriarchal societies condoned and supported by mainstream religions.

Ancient pre-agricultural women’s relative equal social was gradually eroded to a humility loss of dignity and deemed to be inferior to males. Ancient myths illustrate gods subduing goddesses both physically and psychologically.

Hebrews abhorred the ancient Semitic people's tradition of goddess worship. Hebrew vanquishing goddesses equated with traditional Semitic phallocratic attitudes towards women and in particular, the severe Mitanni tribal tradition. Judaic law dealing with women during the time of Abram closely emulated that of the ancient Mitanni people of Asia Minor.

Ancient Semitic Hebrew men murdered women in the name of their borrowed god. Murder and rape of women and killing babies is described several times in the Old Testament. Biblical Hebrew males believed women were inferior to them and treated them as personal property, domestic slaves and chattels to be sold, enslaved and given away. Refer “Old Testament”. Hebrews believed their genderless god was above sexual activity and not to be demeaned by it. Christian doctrine parallels this belief as they worship the same god.

The names of many of the countless invented gods and goddesses and what they represented were changed over millenniums and weaves a fascinating tangled web of mythological history.

GENESIS  AND  THE  SECOND  CREATION  OF  HUMANS  IS  BASED  ON  ANCIENT AGRICULTURAL COMMUNITIES’  PRIMITIVE  BELIEF  SYSTEMS

The Genesis first creation of humans has the words: `WE will make males and females - and make humans like US….resemble US' – these words are absent in the second botched creation of the Adam and Eve creation in which the man was placed in a garden in Eden. (Mesopotamian plain - the land between the Euphrates and Tigris rivers). In the first story the Hebrew god was alone when making humans

After Yahweh made a man from soil; in Genesis 2:18. He spoke apparently aloud: (to who is not stated) – “It is not good for the man to live alone.”

The Hebrew god created animals and birds and not one was a suitable sexual companion for the disappointed man (never named by his creator god and apparently forgetting the principle of each to its own kind). However, he eventually got it right in his last creative act, when he made a woman from the man's rib.

The ‘woman’ apparently was taken to some other place after being formed from the man's rib, as her creator had brought her to the man to complete the gesture of his gift to him. The man had been waiting some time for his mate apparently knowing what kind of companion he wanted before his god did. He gasped, perhaps in exasperation; “At last, here is one of my own kind.”

This statement reveals the phallocratic attitude prevailing amongst Hebrew tribes. Woman was made for man. Both were equipped with an instant language and the knowledge of cultivation and of mature age ready for procreation.

NAUGHTY  EVE

The name of the woman was Eve who reiterated part of her god's instruction to Adam to a snake, as though she had overheard it. Eve did not exist at that time of her creator’s instruction to Adam (now named). Eve could not have been told by her god not to eat fruit of the tree of knowledge that would make her `become like one of ‘US’. Eve omitted “become like US'” which implies gods and goddesses. The Eve segment is but one of many indicating biblical plagiarism of myth, confusion and forgery.
The Greek god Tantalus ate forbidden fruit. The snake was an ancient fertility symbol. It was so prolific; it was thought to be synonymous with the cyclic renewing of the living environment, as numerous snakes appeared in Spring. Ancient Egyptians thought similarly about cats, which they bred in millions as living or representative fertility gods.

Romans 5:12. Sin came into the world by one man. The woman (Eve) was blamed for causing the man (Adam) to sin. The penalty was mortality and pain in childbirth for the woman. The first human punished by a god.

Their Hebrew god only referred to Adam and Eve as man and woman and by no other name. It was Adam who named the woman Eve. Adam appears to have several meanings, man, red man, white man, earth (adama), clay or dirt. Eve means Hawwah (life, in ancient Hebrew) and apparently an ancient primitive synonym for the living environment.

ADAM  AND  EVE  AND  FAMILY  INCEST?

Adam and Eve had three sons and apparently no daughters, as they are not mentioned. This follows Semitic phallocratic tradition embedded in Hebrew religious ideology. However, Hebrews are left with a scenario of sibling incest with unmentioned daughters.

In order to overcome Christian abhorrence of implied incest, Christian theologians claim Adam and Eve were perfect beings. In what sense this is meant is anyone’s guess. But it has something to do with sexuality and incest which is condoned between perfect beings. Adam and Eve were not perfect beings. They had sinned. Adam and Eve and their family had a “free will” to disobey, which clearly demonstrates they were not absolute sycophants or perfect beings. Their supposed omniscient Hebrew creator deity would have known this, therefore why the punishments which indicate he was angry in a sadistic game.

Wives and children of the three males born to Adam and Eve are not mentioned. Hebrew scribes following phallocratic tradition, somewhat dates these myths. Semitic people listening to these stories accepted the practice of ignoring women as quite natural. Disobedience and punishment was not recorded in the Genesis 1:26, first creation narration of humans. These appeared in the second narration Genesis 2:7; of the creation of a man (Adam) and women (Eve).

Before ancients fully understood sexuality, they thought women had the secret of life as with the living environment. Hebrews followed this thinking in their mythology. Adam knew Eve was a human sexual being although, it is not recorded how he knew as he was unconscious when: `She is bone taken from my bone etc. such is the mish mash nature of myths.

Another ancient Sumerian rib story, was of the god Ninhursag having a rib pain called enki cured by the goddess Ninti (lady of the rib and also lady of life). Enki was also a god of earth and water.

HEBREW  MALE  LINEAGE

The interpolated creation story of Adam and Eve specifically underwrites male lineage. Hebrews are taught that they can trace their lineage back to the only two people created. With such a chequered and violent history of Semitic Hebrew people in old Canaan, Christian bibles are suspect historical and genealogical documents. It would be impossible for so-called `bloodline' Hebrews to trace ancestry after the considerable slaughter and Diasporas of so many of them. It must be remembered that Christians are actually Jewish by their religion as they worship the Hebrew god and always have.

One may ask: “Why were Hebrews called the ‘chosen’ people, as they were supposedly the only people created?” Later they were somehow changed into various races with different languages. Hebrews did not know of the development of linguistics or of aborigines in Australia or the Americas and Eastern Asia. Such is the stuff of myths invented by ignorant tribes people.

The old Jewish hierarchy was only interested in blood line Jews, hence their centuries of determined suppression of women using religious ideology laced with laws that control women.

Ancient Semitic tribal people such as the Acheulian, Tayacian, Clactonian, Mousterian, Semite, Mitanni, Hurri, Hittites, Hebrews, Assyrians, Achaeans, Scythians, Phoenicians, Arameans, Cimmerians, Mannaeans (Mannai), Sumerians and many others left evidence of their existence.

NOTE: Canaan (Palestine) does not get a mention in ancient Semitic history. However, most of the tribal and family identities were either merged into major tribal groups, or liquidated by conquerors.

INVASIONS  OF  HEBREW  TERRITORY

The Hebrew territory Canaan (Palestine – Judea [Judah] – Israel)), was invaded by Egyptians, Babylonians, Assyrians, Greeks, Persians and Romans. Many orthodox Jews apparently collaborated with the Romans to expose and eliminate reformist Christians who are actually a Jewish breakaway cult of the Jewish god Yahweh.

There were some successful Jewish revolts against the invaders. Christian invaded Palestine and later Muslims who virtually terminated the potential expansion of Christianity

WARS - RELIGIOUS  LAWS  AND  RAPE  OF  WOMEN

The acts of Hebrews killing and raping countless numbers of women and children and selling them into slavery and prostitution and slaughtering babies have been emulated by Christians and Muslims over centuries.

When organised religion has governing power, violence appears to be a standard priority behavioural pattern of religious males. There are many examples in Christian bibles of how prisoners and women were treated horrifically at the command of the Hebrew god. Modern day women globally, are still raped by the thousands annually.

Genesis 3:16. I will increase your pain in pregnancy and your pain in birth. 

Genesis  29:- Laban gave his daughters to Jacob who worked for Laban. Rachel the daughter of Laban could give Jacob a child. Rachel gave her slave girl Bilhah to Jacob and she bore him a child. Sari gave her female slave Hagar to her husband to rape and Hagar bore him a son Ishmael who important to Muslims.

Numbers 5. Wives of suspicious husbands are tortured by being made to drink bitter water to test their faithfulness.

Numbers 12:1.9. Miriam and Aaron criticised Moses (a mass murderer of women and babies) for marrying a Cushite or Ethiopian woman. (Miriam was punished; her skin was covered with a dreaded disease and turned white as snow for seven days. Aaron was not punished for uttering exactly the same criticism.}.

Numbers 25:1-9.  Israel men had intercourse with Moabite women.

Deuteronomy  2:34. and Deuteronomy 3:6. All men, women and children were killed.

Deuteronomy  21: The Hebrew god ordered women be taken as war booty.

Deuteronomy  22:20-21.  Women without proof that they were virgins when they married were stoned to death.

1 Samuel 3: In the Hebrew god's name, Saul killed men, women and babies.

1 Samuel 18:27. So Saul had to give his daughter Michel in marriage to David.  David was a mass murderer, a rapist and an adulterer.

EXAMPLES  OF  CHRISTIAN  RELIGIOUS  LAWS  INVOLVING  WOMEN

2 Samuel  5:13  David took more concubines and wives. Apparently, like many Hebrew leaders and Mahomet, he had no control of his concupiscence.

2 Samuel  11:4. David raped the wife of the general Uriah. 

1 Kings  11: - 3.  Solomon had hundreds of women under his control, wives (scores), concubines. He also had no control of his concupiscence.   

2 Chronicles  11:21.  Rehoboam had eight6een wives and sixty concubines.

Nehemiah  10:30.  Israelites must not intermarry with foreigners. There are several references of this command. 

Isaiah 13:16. Their babies will be battered to death and their wives will be raped.

Ezekiel 9: Several times the Hebrew god ordered killing of men, women and children. And in some manner not explained, he also killed first born Egyptian males

1 Corinthians  14:34-35.  Women should keep quiet in the meetings. They are not slowed to speak.

1 Corinthians  11: 9.  Woman was created for man’s sake.

King David conquered much of Canaan for the Israelites, and took any woman he fancied, including Bethsheba, the wife of his general Uriah, whom he had arranged to be killed.

David was never punished for his adulteries or rapes, although on one occasion, he did beg for punishment for one of his evil deeds, but 70,000 others (possibly Hebrews), were killed instead. This is more than likely a fable to exonerate David who committed many cruelties.
Lot, a nephew of Abram, was a pathetic loser. Whilst apparently drunk and confused, he was willing to let his daughters be violated to death, like the concubine in Judges 19:25. The beginning of the Lot story is virtually identical to Judges 19:22.

The question arises: Would the daughters of Lot have killed their mother if their god had not done so?

Remember, there were no men around where their cave was and they would have had to walk to nearby Zoar to find men. But apparently, they rather wanted to rape their father or vice versa.

Deuteronomy: When two brothers lived on the same property and one died, the remaining brother may marry the widow. Usually the widow was coerced to marry her dead husband's brother, and if she bore a son, he became the natural heir of the dead brother. The widow had no say in the matter.

A non-rescinded Exodus law states: If a man beats his slave who dies on the spot, the man is punished. If the slave does not die for a day or two, the man is not punished. If a man seduces a virgin who is not engaged, he must pay a bride price and marry her. The woman had no rights.

Deuteronomy: A man is punished if caught in the act of rape, but only if the girl cries out for help. If a man sells his daughter as a slave, she is not to be set free as male slaves are. If a man buys a female slave to give to his son, he is to treat her like a daughter.

There are many examples in Christian bibles of these sanctified non-rescinded Hebrew religious laws concerning violations of women and lack of their rights. They are never read aloud in church sermons.

PATRIARCHY  AND  PHALLOCRATIC  RELIGIONS

If Hebrew males only had possession of the first Genesis creation story, they would not have found phallocentrism. Male superiority is not stated. The fact is that men invented phallocratism and enacted it.

As victims of Judaic phallocentric religion, women were compelled to endure chattel or semi chattel status. Refer Moses. Such repressive laws against women are outmoded and considered intolerable in modern Western industrial societies that have established democratic secular law.

To ensure male lineage and inheritance, the second man and woman creation story (Adam and Eve) had to be included to give ‘divine’ authorisation of male authority over women. It is a shambolic account.

From the advent of male ownership and male inheritance of private property, Hebrew males imposed strict chastity and monandry codes upon their daughters and wives, thus consolidating phallocratism. Refer Genesis 3:16. The title of wife for many women was a euphemism for domestic chattel, as men owned their wives, concubines and female slaves. Little has changed for millions of women in our modern world.

Christianity continued this scenario, as Timothy, 2.11.12., 1 Corinthians, 11:3. 34.35., Romans, 7:2. reveal.

Hebrew, Christian and Muslim males literally denigrate, perhaps unwittingly, their god's sexuality. The first Genesis creation story irrefutably proves their Hebrew god was a sexual male human form being with a female partner and bore heavenly beings.

The bottom line of Hebrews ungraciously casting out goddesses was to maintain phallocratism that underpins patriarchal religious dogma and safeguard male heritage.

CHRISTIANITY  CONTINUES  TO  PROMOTE  SELF-DECEPTION

Christian theologians preach that males are the image of the Hebrew god as was his earthly son, biblical Jesus. The Hebrew god’s earthly son (one of many sons) is two separate gods, one melded with his father and himself as a separate entity. There is also the ‘Holy Ghost’. Christian dogma doctrine reveals absolute polytheism. 

There is a great deal of explanatory dialogue about the ‘Holy Trinity’, However, none of it makes real sense and Jewish people emphatically deny biblical Jesus is their god’s son. Christians worship both the Hebrew god and his son, biblical Jesus. Hebrews in general do not believe Jesus is a god or that he was born of a Jewish virgin fathered by their god, albeit, Hebrews do not deny the existence of biblical Jesus.

Christian zealots endeavour to establish the veracity of their abstract inventive imagination that produced biblical Jesus as a god, by slotting it into secular history, which they altered a little to suit their purpose, hence the historical confusions in the many versions of Christian bibles.

SACRIFICE?

The imaginary gods invented by primitive agricultural communities were appeased by food offerings, animal and human sacrifice. Ancient people believed fertility gods and goddesses died and came back to life each Spring. Death and resurrection was symbolically enacted in rituals emulating Spring (birth of new life) after Winter. Fertility, death and resurrection are important elements in Judaic based religions. For Hebrews, Nisan, Abhibh, Abib (Spring) was the time for important agricultural religious rituals.

Most fertility goddesses in agricultural rituals were replaced by gods, usually sons of goddesses, such as the Roman god Attis who was sacrificed each Spring. This ritualised polytheist traditional of death and resurrection ritual of the god Attis was witnessed by Saint Augustine of Hippo, during the Christian Easter celebration emulating the Roman.

THE SO-CALLED  SACRIFICE  OF  BIBLICAL  JESUS  WAS  A  HOAX
Biblical accounts of the killing of biblical Jesus reveal he was not sacrificed. He was killed and brought back to life (as many mythical gods were) and returned to his Hebrew god, who was his father. Therefore, he was not sacrificed.

The Hebrew god ordered the sacrifice of first-born sons, yet he was not prepared to sacrifice his only begotten son or his heavenly beings (sons) in human form who raped beautiful girls on Earth.
The genealogical list leading to Jesus in the beginning of Matthew is farcical. Jesus did not have a biological father, although this is contradicted several times in Christian bibles. The Matthew genealogical list varies with Luke. Such is the stuff of myths.

There are many myths about rulers sacrificing their children. Erechteus, a mythical king of Athens (Greece) was born from the Earth and nurtured by Athena. He sacrificed his daughter Chthonia, in the hope of being victorious over his enemies.

Judges 11:30. Jephthah made a rash vow and sacrificed his daughter by burning. This is similar to the myth of Idomeneus of Crete and his son.

Egyptians thought their Pharaohs were gods. Many Roman Emperors were deified after their death. It was easy for ancient people to believe in deification after death.

SUPERSTITION  AND  MYTH  ARE  THE  BASIS  OF  PRIMITIVE  RELIGIONS  WHICH CONTINUE  INTO  MODERN BELIEF

The king of Rome, Numa Pompilius the 2nd (715-672 B.C.E.) introduced compulsory religious worship, after having been instructed in it by the nymph Egeria, when he visited a pond. Thus a nymph is said to be responsible for ancient Roman polytheist religion.

The Egyptian sky goddess Nut (Hathor) is portrayed as a naked woman arched over a flat earth balanced upon her toes and fingers. Nut swallowed the sun nightly and gave birth to it each dawn.

The depicted daily rebirth of the sun disc god was recognition of it being vital to life. The sun god was believed to have power over all. There are variations on how Nut embraced the sun. Nut held the sun god to her bosom which in Egyptian religious ideology per se engendered respect for women's fecundity.

After millenniums of belief systems, Mother Earth and Mother Sky are retained in English vernacular. Christians borrowed the sun god disc symbol for their god and saints, who are depicted wearing the sun god disc symbol. 

Primitive religions gave lawful authority to specific gender roles and codes, in which male dominance of females precluded equal opportunity of the sexes. Such inequality carried into modern Judaism, Christian and Islam religions and societies.
These repressions are still conducted and are regarded as unacceptable in the modern egalitarian world of gradual enlightenment.

IN  GOD'S (Hebrew/Christian)  NAME

Eloah and El (Elohim (plural form of the Hebrew god) was central to Judaic religion. El was likely a form of Ya of Yahweh. El as in Isra-el, is a short form for Hebrew and Egyptian deities. Genesis 35:10. Jacob's god, Yahweh (JHVH), changed Jacob's name to Israel.

NOTE:- Yahweh, a male human form god was firstly a nomadic god who lived in tents. He became an agricultural god but accepted the meat (lamb) offering of Able after refusing the offering of grain by Cain.

When goddesses were vanished from Hebrew tribes, he became their fertility god as many gods eventually did in other tribes. 
El of Canaan had a wife Asherah, who is mentioned a 13 times in Christian bibles. El in the Christian bibles is also El Shadai, El Elyon, El of Bethel, Bet El, Israel, Ishma el, El izabeth. El appears to carry a very important status in ancient religions seeming to represent power or strength.
El is possibly derived from a very ancient superstitious belief system about the great strength of wild bulls. Ancient primitive humans would have found difficulty in mastering them. Another opinion claimed as fact is the “Is” in Israel. Is means sky. Refer deities Chapter 7.
