GENDER  PHYSIOLOGY  INFLUENCED  TRIBAL  SOCIAL  ORDERS
Amongst many primitive tribes, elders had first sexual rights to women when reaching maturity. A ritual was practiced amongst European Christian aristocratic men claiming the right to violate a young bride before the husband consummated the marriage into the 18th century. Mozart (1756-1791) composed a parody of this practice. It was not an amusing matter for the woman. A pope with an apparent humanist ethical and moral conscience banned this ancient first night practice with the new bride, although, the ban did not immediately end it. For decades, peasant women were at the mercy of so-called Christian landowners treating them as sexual objects.

The Australian indigenes’ tribal tradition of Elders having first sexual rights with maidens ended in Australia, under Christian European influence of `free' choice sexual monogamous partners. Younger indigenous Australians appreciated this freedom of partner choice. However, with this ‘free’ choice, came acculturation that overwhelmed indigenous Australian cultures and languages throwing indigenous Australians into confusion and despair.
Probably, most ancient primitive sexual pairing relationships would have been somewhat loose and not the main basis of ancient primitive social structures, although, sexual pairing apparently occurred in some regions as permanent monogamous relationships. If sexuality was understood, it would have enhanced kin and tribal bonding. Old adults and children usually remained with the female camps providing some assistance in food procuring and processing and protection.

Some primitive people ‘discovered’ during the last 400 years have revealed evidence of past social structures of primitive women and their male relationships that have changed little for millenniums. Much of how ancient primitive women thought and how they co-existed with males and contributed to social structures is mainly conjecture.

Males of some primitive groups sought sexual partners from other groups. Kidnapping women was common and caused conflicts. In some regions kidnapping was a symbolic ritual with offered gifts. This mitigated intertribal violence and also mixed intertribal genes. Christian bibles record such events. Kidnapping may have also caused extinctions of some tribes.

In many countries, families of brides follow the ancient tradition of primitive tribal people who gave a dowry to a potential husband or his family. This helped negate violence and also compensated a family for the loss of a daughter who, under the traditional custom of Hebrew dogma, could be sold or traded as chattel. A Hebrew daughter was virtually a sexual object and usually of little significant socials consequence with no rights. Refer Old Testament. Several regions under the control of Islam laws still practice this primitive culture.

TRIBAL  TRADITIONS  AND  WOMEN

The male alpha factor is possibly one of the oldest behavioural patterns and occurs in many life forms. The male alpha factor became embedded in religious dogma and rituals.

Globally, all communities and religions became phallocentric in character and relegated women inferior to men. Probably there were women with distinguishing attributes earning them respectful recognition.
Generally, tribal male elders programmed and supervised rituals, laws, punishments and relationships between families, men and women, and maintained tribal culture. In many regions the high social status of tribal elder males continued into the 19th century including Australian indigenes.

They used their knowledge of traditions, tribal law and superstition as a powerful psychological ploy for control of tribes. Elders of primitive tribes related traditions and cultures orally with memory aids of various symbolic artefacts.

Primitive tribe Elders predicted floods, droughts and phases of the moon and natural disasters. Decisions relating to hunting, war, moving camp, religious ideology and rituals, trade, tribal and inter-tribal relationships were usually administered by strict protocol supervised by Elder males.
Women were usually denied knowledge of the secrets of the prestigious male Elders. Tribal laws set by males often dealt severe restrictions and treatment of women. Refer: Hebrew and Christian bibles and the Q’ran. The big picture of women suffering throughout millenniums of warfare may never be written.
Materialism that engendered special tribal status for an individual was usually the specific prowess of individuals including warrior skills and possession of animals captured and or killed and various hand made artefacts.
TRIBAL  ALPHA  MALES

Primitive phallocratic agricultural groups had more complex kinship control of lineage than primitive, partial egalitarian type groups in which women in general were regarded as tribal sisters and their children were brothers and sisters. Land was tribally owned. Women were universally subjected to forms of male dominance, if evidence of African, Australian and New Guinea tribal people and Christian bibles is taken as criterion. Where women achieved status of respect in tribal relationships, it was somewhat limited and within a coded social and cultural protocol.

MATERIALISM  AND  AUSTRALIAN  WOMEN

In the early Australian phallocratic society, male possession of materialist wealth and authority over women was regulated by patriarchal law. Women had few rights and played little part in economic decisions, trade, the priesthood and education and usually did not own property and were literally domestic slaves. Until well into the 1900’s, women in general were compelled to be subservient to males under civil and religious law invented by men.

Several countries have become highly industrialised and science and technology is rapidly developing. Global humanity has entered the Electronic Industrial Age influencing changing social engineering. In this developing electronic industrialised era, women’s struggles for their full emancipation against male resistance have expedited and continue on a widening world scale.

CEDAW (Refer prologue) is an essential base for the full emancipation of Australian women. It can be incorporated in their campaigns as it has the support of the United Nations. It is a political moral issue which is not on religionist male’s agenda. International organised religions continue to defy the UN Secular Human Rights declaration on the moral issue of discrimination against women. International organised religion has little morality when it comes to supporting discrimination against women and their exploitation for profit.

THE  AUSTRALIAN  PROSTITUTION  INDUSTRY

The growing Australian prostitution industry appears to be regarded as a natural social phenomenon kept somewhat in ‘control’ by state laws, social and religious workers. The money so easily earned is a major catalyst for prostitution. However, there are various reasons why women enter the prostitution industry. Some women’s organisations want the prostitution industry decriminalised.

Reforms to existing economic systems to encourage women not to enter the prostitution industry are remote. The prevalence of poverty and drugs exacerbates the problem. Apparently, not all prostitutes entered their industry because of poverty and drugs. Many apparently, choose prostitution as a way of life.
