HUMANITY’S  VIOLENCE  CONTINUES  UNABATED
Muslims  committing  violent  terrorist  acts  have  failed  to  fully  achieve their goals  in  every  area  they  have  operated.  It  is  now  highly  improbable  Muslims  will  control  more regions  and  populations  than  they  do  now. There  is  no  justification  for  religionists  to  enter  conflicts  with  each  other  because  they  have  different  cultures,  social  mores and  religious dogma.
Unfortunately,  history  reveals  these  differences  are  used  as  reasons  to  instigate  xenophobia  and  to  demonise each  other.
Millions of Muslims want less theocratic rule and more personal freedom. The seeds of discontent are sprouting in many Muslim States and places in the world they have settled in. Whilst there are areas where fundamentalist Muslims control populations, there are also areas where Muslims do not  want fundamentalist  Muslims in control.
Muslims generally wish to live peaceful lives with their families. They are able to do this in Christendom under Secular Democracy, Secular law and governance. There are several cultures and religions in Christendom existing peacefully and enjoying communal tolerance such as in Australia.
Muslims living in Christendom are aware of the personal freedom Christians enjoy, and in particular women, that most Muslim women do not have or have to the same extent because of their religious laws.
There are millions of Muslims who want to convert the world to Islam. Many radical Muslims have formed organisations resorting to violence in endeavours to achieve their aims. It is becoming more difficult for them to conduct these violent campaigns. They bring disgrace to all Muslims.
England, Spain, France, Germany and the USA, Canada and Australia et al, have large populations of Muslims contributing to their economies. Buddhist Thailand has a large population of Muslims in its Southern region wanting to secede from Thailand. There are constant violent clashes.
THE  CLASH  OF  RELIGIOUS  DOCTRINES

History reveals doctrines of each major religion tends to induce competition between them and has led to internecine conflicts rather than develop a world wide modus vivendi milieu. Detente between organised religions to guarantee peace between them appears remote, particularly after Pope Paul John II in 2000, implied Catholicism is the superior religion of all religions.

Fundamentalist religionists of mainstream religions and scores of thousands of cults believe as the late Pope John Paul II believed, they have the only true religion. All appear to want to expand and establish theocracies.

All too frequently, religions are used as a clarion call for military personnel to act or as a psychological ploy to gain public acquiescence for military activity for maintaining the status of the global economic elitist class which is the primary head of the “Unholy Trinity” - Economics - Politics and Religion.

USA Atheist organisations including http://www.americanatheist.org. declare the USA has a growing 50 million registered Atheists population.

RELIGIONS - WARS  AND  AUSTRALIA
AN  INDONESIAN  NON  VIOLENT  INVASION  OF  AUSTRALIA  WOULD  CAUSE  A  MAJOR  ALLY  OF  AUSTRALIA,  THE  USA,  COMPLEX  PROBLEMS  AS  IT  IS  ALSO  A  TRADE  PARTNER  OF  INDONESIA  AND  SUPPLIES  IT  WITH  CONSIDERRABLE  ARMAMENTS
Non violent invasions, costs Australians millions of dollars annually to keep a few hundred people from landing in Australia. Most so-called ”Boat People” come via Muslim Indonesia in small and often barely seaworthy vessels. Non-violent mass invasions of Australia could be in the order of perhaps one million or more over a very short period and continue with an influx of more millions.
On such a mass scale, populous countries in the Pacific region North of Australia could use all kinds of floating vessels to invade Australia, and authorities would be hard pressed to cope. Invaders could establish their occupations, religions and culture with little opposition from mainly Christian Australians. Military force would be a major alternative to prevent such events.
COMPLICATIONS!
Invaders of Australia en mass would be forced to face the USA and England on the issue of their military bases. Christian USA is playing a major role in what happens to Australia economically and militarily over the next 30 to 40 years.
USA assistance to Australia is probably inhibiting mass non-violent invasions. Future protection would largely depend upon Australia’s importance to the USA and perhaps England economically and militarily. Supporting Australia would create difficulties for the USA because of its trade relations with several Pacific region countries including Indonesia. The USA supplies massive amounts of arms to Pacific region countries and Australia.

With all of Australia’s Northern neighbours, a situation of modus avendi is paramount and required to be inviolable and protected by United Nations protocol. An offence by one Pacific region country against another would be an offence against all Pacific region countries inviting United Nations attention. The United Nations should be able to intervene with automatic mandate of full authority in an appropriate manner if a conflict is threatening between Pacific region countries.
United Nations intervention would be designed to implement peaceful solutions. To maintain global peace it is essential that weapons of mass destruction should be abolished. Murdering thousands or millions in seconds should never occur. In Christian terminology, such actions would amount to playing the role of gods and demons. Humanity should in concert strive for a global modus vivendi.
AUSTRALIA  AND  WHAT  IF?

If Australia was not able to enlist assistance to resist a continuous mass of invaders, Australia would be forced to concede a mass of territory to invaders. Australian indigenes had to capitulate to superior numbers and weaponry when European Christians invaded Australia. The first priority of invaders would be food production. In great numbers they could use manpower to create dams and irrigation channels.
Australian commerce does not have the manpower or the capital and therefore, the inclination to invest in such massive land-based projects for the future.

PEACEFULL  CO-OPERATION  BETWEEN  ORGANISED  RELIGIONS  AND  ULTRA VIRES
As enlightenment endeavours to encourage humanity’s progression to a better and safer world; it is imperative and prudent for Secular Humanists to encourage all religionists to bring about religious reform rather than induce antipathy of religionists which tends to incites violence.
However, religious belief should operate as a personal, private matter as implied in Matthew 6:5-6 of Christian bibles. Unfortunately, most if not all Christians ignore the Matthew statement supposedly the word of the Christian worshipped Hebrew god.
No organised religion has a legal or moral right to support invasions and violent conflicts. Religionists' arrogant practice of ultra vires is immoral and actually occurs in the Australian political arena.

THE  IMPASSE?
Two major international organised religions, Christianity and Islam remain in global “competition” and no more so than in the South Pacific region in which Australia is at the Southern point. Muslim fundamentalists proscribe Western democracy, egalitarianism, freedom of expression, equality and equal rights with non-discrimination against women as immoral.
Some Australian Muslim leaders have proscribed Australian culture and denigrate concepts of enlightenment and Australian democracy.
WORLD  RELIGIONS -  JUDAISM – CHRISTIANITY - ISLAM  AND  WARS
Attempts of global Islam to emulate global Christianity have resulted in a global Islamic militarist camp. If Muslim fundamentalists and Islam “Holy literature” are to be believed, Muslims will continue endeavours to conquer the world in the name of Islam. They have come a long way from when they were first established in a small area of Arabia (Saudi Arabia) in the 700’s
Muslim fundamentalists wish for the collapse of Christendom. If Christendom became predominantly secular, it is doubtful that its populations used to open democracy, personal freedom and no discrimination against women and determining their lives according to their desires, would submit peacefully to Islam and particularly to fundamentalist Muslims.

Whilst Islamic fundamentalists who dominate several Arabic States may conspire to eradicate other religions, and continue to murder those in disagreement with them, many Muslim States are not united economically, politically or religiously. Muslim fundamentalists have few if any allies. However, so-called Christians do not mind selling arms of various types to the Islamic world.

The world of Judaism, Christendom, Hinduism and Buddhism present a major global military and economic block to Islam expanding globally. Muslims should realise they have to deal peacefully with these major international religions. They have no alternative unless they indulge in internecine conflicts with their minority of one to four.
Christendom benefits economically from resources the Islamic world offers, although millions of Muslims do not share any benefit. Fundamentalist Muslims cling to ancient myth and superstitious psychological fear ploys in  endeavours to retain control of Muslim populations. This has proved impossible and internecine conflicts continue. It would appear religious fundamentalists seem to suffer from their religious beliefs rather than gain pleasure from them.
ORGANISED  RELIGIONS’  ROLE  IN  WARS
It is essential to examine the role organised Christianity has played in the tragic wars of the 19th, 20th and early 21st centuries and its support for conflicts committed by the global economic elitist self interest allies who quest for greater profits.
As long as humanity's existence is based upon economic materialism based on greed supported by organised religion, it cannot develop a global modus vivendi social order initiating a peaceful democratic egalitarian humanist society. The role of the Christian hierarchy obliges it to take a share of responsibility in causing poverty and wars.

Thou shalt .not kill. Deuteronomy 5:17 is ignored when it comes to protecting the global Capitalist profit making system that organised religion is interlocked with. Solving problems by violence has not separated modern humanity any distance from its primitive ancestors.

Religious people are taught to be pious, tolerant and forgiving. However, they slaughter each other in millions and the murder continues in increasing numbers with each passing century. Religion is frequently used as a patriotic call to murder. However, it is secondary to the real cause of conflicts which is wealth and power based on greed. Religionists generally do not separate materialism or militarism from their religion. Organised religious hierarchies rarely oppose mass murder in the name of greed. No worse examples of criminal murderous violence are found, than in Hebrew, Christian and Islam history.

The 1900's became a century of various holocausts, large and small, of which, some are continuing and most involved USA military forces. USA militarism is continuing its global militarist strategy in the name of its defence. Mainstream religions have been mainly silent on the last 100 years of USA global militarism. An independent Free Thinker, SL Foo <fdsl@shinbiro.com> posted an interesting site of USA history of wars structured by Zoltan Grossman, < <mtn@igc.apc.org> - Zoltan lists: "A CENTURY OF MILITARY INTERVENTIONS” - From Wounded Knee to Yugoslavia up to 1999.
Since this posting the USA has bombed and invaded other countries in the name of its defence. The victims do not accept the USA reason that is conducts these military acts of terror, death and destruction in the name of democracy. This list of USA militarist terrorist activities begins in 1890 in South Dakota and covers many countries in the world up to 1999. In other words, the USA has been involved in constant wars for over 100 years.

THE  USA  IN  A  PERMANENT  WAR  STATE

The American republic died at Appomattox in 1865, replaced by a national government gradually evolving into an empire in a permanent state of war. There are consequences of living in a war state, both to our individual freedom and to our pocketbooks.
President Bush signed a military authorization bill with a $30 billion. The USA 12 years after the collapse of the Soviet Union, and without a credible enemy in sight is spending nearly $400 billion annually on defense. It is not really the cost of defense, but rather the cost of an empire.

The United States is the largest arms dealer in the world. Since 1992, the United States has exported more than $142 billion worth of weaponry to states around the world. The USA exported more than two-and-a-half times as many weapons as the United Kingdom and Russia, respectively.

In 2001, total world arms transfer agreements were worth nearly $26.4 billion, and the United States accounted for 45.8 percent of them.

The U.S. arms industry is the second-most-heavily subsidized industry after agriculture. In 1999, the United States supplied arms or military technology to 92 percent of all the conflicts around the globe. This military largesse often goes to non-democratic countries with abominable human-rights records.
In addition to being the world's chief arms peddler, the USA also train military personnel in more than 70 countries and have our USA troops stationed in nearly 100 foreign countries. It has not been unusual for Americans to end up fighting people with American equipment and American training. The missiles on the wings of the Chinese fighter plane that collided with our intelligence aircraft were Israeli copies of American missiles. People trained and armed by the CIA during the Soviet occupation of Afghanistan founded much of al-Qaida.

There is no country on Earth in a position to invade the USA with conventional forces. Only two countries, Russia and China, have the capability of attacking the USA with intercontinental ballistic missiles.

Terrorists are now receiving the bulk of the USA government's propaganda attention but cannot threaten national security in any way, though they can, of course, kill people. In 2001, terrorists killed 3000 of US people, while 90,000 US people died in accidents. Even US home grown criminals killed 13,000 people, or four times as many as the terrorists. Police departments didn't get a $30 billion budget increase.

Scaring the home folks with "enemies at the gates" is the oldest ploy in human history for justifying an all-powerful government. Give us your money and your liberty, and we will protect you from the barbarians. Of course, the supply of barbarians proves to be infinite, for as soon as one enemy is defeated or collapses, another is manufactured.

Unless the US finds a way to reverse course and return to our republican ways, the imperial government will collapse under the weight of its own profligate spending and corruption. A government that lies, keeps secrets, spies on its own people and tries to control every aspect of their lives is a far cry from the American republic that existed from 1787 to 1865.#

A  BRIEF  LOOK  AT THE  VIOLENT   HISTORY  OF  CHRISTIAN  USA

The core of Christendom, the USA, is a large land mass of North America slightly bigger than Australia. It was invaded and settled by dissident English Christians wanting to set up their own autonomous region in the world of Christendom. These Christians continued the traditional Holy Inquisition of torturing and burning at the stake victims of their inquests whilst still alive. People they considered were not worthy of their god fearing society were severely dealt with.

THE  SEVEN  DEADLY  SPINS

Exposing  the  Lies  Behind  USA  War  Propaganda  by Mickey  Z - Common Courage Press - 2004

The vast majority of citizens of the United States are either unaware or don't care about the magnitude and regularity of the crimes committed by their government in their name. They rather think their government is a "light unto the world" going about its business, wishing nothing other than to be left alone to pursue its peaceful American dream. Whether this is due to the disingenuousness of those citizens or the effectiveness of these spins is debatable.

This book is more of a too often obscure but important documentation proving the United States government continues to be, and with occasional competition always has been, the greatest threat to world peace. It serves also as a look into the modus operandi of the mafia enterprise known as America.

Mickey's historical reach encompasses with equal clarity events as disparate as George Washington's racism justifying the slaughter of Natives by labelling them savages and brutes, to the current campaigns in Afghanistan and Iraq, and beyond.

Yet his narrative is vivifying rather than ponderous. He touches upon many important U.S. historical epochs to prove even more than what the worst cynic might have suspected: the whole history of this country is conceived and steeped in bloodshed and suffering and spin.

From the arrival of Columbus in 1492 right up to the current imperial crusades in Iraq, Afghanistan, Colombia, Israel/Palestine, and, given the nature of spin and the complicity of the corporate media, who knows where all else, U.S. policy has been one imperial aggrandizement after another.

The Seven Deadly Spins are used to turn America's long historical penchant for war, brutality, and ethnic cleansing into something other than what it really is, often it’s very opposite, to justify it, and allow its perpetuation.

Part of the aim of spin is to glorify war as the triumphing of the quasi-religious good, the United States and its actions, over the foreboding evil, the enemy du jour, in the eternal Manichean struggle between the forces of light and darkness.

Another part is to sanitize the wanton bloodshed of countless innocents and other atrocities. For the charade to continue, these must be whitewashed as unfortunate accidents, or justified as necessary for a greater good, when they are acknowledged at all. Vietnam and the ethnic cleansing of Native Americans are the most obvious of many examples of American rapine. 

Far too many are quite forgiving of these and a long list of like outrages. As Mickey quotes Robert Jensen as saying, "In affluent societies, one should expect a lot of 'willed ignorance' from people. If one's privilege is based on maintaining the empire, it's not surprising that some people won't want to know about what the empire really does."

Although information is available, few bother to learn about U.S. complicity in other imperial intrigues, like the assassination of Allende in Chile and the installation of the brutal Pinochet in his stead, for example. Likewise the U.S backed Suharto and his multiple genocides in Indonesia and East Timor. The assassination of Arbenz in Guatemala in 1954 was accomplished at Eisenhower's behest, ushering in four decades of terror resulting in 200,000 murders.
Mickey touches upon these shameful but hardly anomalous chapters in American history, as well as countless assaults on Cuba over a century, 32 interventions into Latin America between 1889 and 1934 alone, along with interventions into Grenada, Somalia, Serbia, Kosovo, the Congo, Panama, Russia in 1919, the calculated indifference to the Rwandan genocide contrary to international law, and the reality of the often surreptitious motives animating U.S. policy in World Wars I and II. Mickey doesn't so much cover old territory in describing these shameful chapters in U.S. foreign policy as he does detail the perennial spin that is used to justify, slant, and hide them.

Mickey's prose is inimitable, terse, buoying and accessible. We observe along with him the rule in U.S. political affairs, conscious and deliberate, which invariably gives lie to the conventional history. Illustrative is President James Polk unilaterally provoking a war with Mexico in 1946, which, as intended, eventuated in U.S. annexation of what are now Texas, New Mexico, Arizona, Nevada, Utah, California, and part of Colorado.

Mickey cites Teddy Roosevelt, enshrined on Mount Rushmore with all that's good and decent about America, as saying, "I should welcome any war, for I think this country needs one." The sinking of the Maine in Havana Harbour, probably the result of an accidental explosion of its coal-fired engine, soon served as the pretext for war with Spain. This short war in turn led to the U.S. invasion of the Philippines, and the merciless slaughter of 600,000 defenceless Filipinos.

One of many virtues of this book is the sources from which it draws, and with whom Mickey's writing deserves to be classed: Noam Chomsky, William Blum and Howard Zinn and Richard Dawkins are the most noteworthy. Equally as important voices as Paul Atwood, Mark Zepezauer, Ward Churchill, and Kenneth C. Davis are also cited. All draw a similar picture.

As Paul Atwood puts it, "While we claim to be a generous, humane society, I see us as cold-blooded, selfish, increasingly narcissistic and out of touch with a broader reality. Though half the population of the planet goes to bed hungry every night, we Americans are grossly overfed. There is a direct connection between these two phenomena but we are in denial about it."

COMMENT:- Australia appears to be on track emulating the USA economical system that tends to dehumanise the workforce and pits men against women. Also, the planets natural environment is being eroded and polluted in the name of short term profit. When looking at the growing numbers of billionaires and world poverty, it is clearly discernable that created wealth is siphoning into fewer hands each generation. The principles of charity and compassion of Christianity are locked in their money safes along with the global elitist economic class.
