Rationalist International congratulates its Honorary Associate Taslima Nasrin, who received the 2004 UNESCO Mandajeet Singh Prize for promotion of tolerance and non-violence. Taslima Nasrin was honoured for her courageous and indefatigable fight for human rights, freedom and equality for women under Islam.

Taslima is a recipient of the Kurt Tucholsky Award of the Swedish PEN Club, of the Sakharov Prize for Freedom of Thought of the European Parliament and of the Indian literature prize Ananda Puroshkar. Taslima researched at Harvard University on secularism and women's emancipation in Islamic countries.

The biannual prize was created in 1995 with the help of an Indian writer UNESCO goodwill Ambassador Mandajeet Singh, and carries 100.000 Dollars. It was over handed on 16 November by UNESCO director general Koiichi Matsuura in a function at the UNESCO Headquarters in Paris. In 2002, the prize had been awarded to Nobel Piece Prize winner Aung San Suu Kyi.

Taslima Nasrin

Taslima Nasrin is a physician turned Human-Rights activist and author of critical books on Islam and male Muslim practice of oppressing Muslim women.

The Bangladeshi physician, poetess and writer of more than 20 books, some of them translated in 20 languages, had to flee her country in 1994, when Islamic fundamentalists vowed to kill her. Since then, she has been living in exile in Europe and in the USA.

The exile of Taslima from her native Bangladesh is an indictment against Muslims who do not accept truth or tolerate criticism of the Koran. She said that she found the Koran total bullshit.

There are Muslims, and even one is too many who wish to impose the barbaric practice of flogging and stoning to death women they consider under their barbaric religious law have in some manner offended Islam.

Taslima has an illegal death sentence passed on her and is one of many women who have been threatened with death. Barbaric Muslims over the centuries and to the present moment have beaten, tortured and murdered unknown numbers of women.
Taslima was encouraged by her physician father to have a secular education. Taslima experienced and witnessed Muslim “witchdoctor” style useless healing and torture. Taslima said that she found religion ridiculous because it stops free thought, reason and rationality. Her father instructed her not to believe in religion and she became an Atheist.

Taslima wrote against religion and all religious superstitions. Because of her anti religious stance and published anti religious writing, she was verbally and physically abused.

Taslima said it is taught (by Muslims) that the poor are sent on Earth to prove their strong faith in Allah in their miserable life. Taslima said; I have not seen any religious teaching that calls for a cure to poverty. Instead, the rich are supposed to make Allah happy by giving some help (Mother Teresa’s type of help). The poor should remain poor and opportunists can exploit them to buy a ticket to heaven.
Taslima said that she does not accept Allah and his cruel unholiness. I have my own conscience which inspired me to support a society based on equality and rationality. Religion is the cause of fanaticism, bloodshed hatred, racism, conflict. Humanism can only make people humane and make the world livable.

She exposes the Koran and religion as superstitious based ideologies. Taslima has become a Secular Humanist and as such, is somewhat an idealist and is through her writing, is promoting modus vivendi and altruism.
