BRIEF  NOTES  ON  THE  DEAD  SEA  SCROLLS
The Dead Sea Scrolls were first found by Arab Bedouins in 1947 in various caves at Qumran. It has been suggested that they were most likely hidden by the apparently large reformist Hebrew Essene sect, between 66 and 70 C.E. They are in the main, a record of Hebrew religious ideology and biblical recorded history still accepted as fact.
The volume of scrolls found indicate they were most likely taken from places of worship in Qumran and hidden in nearby difficult to access caves, at the time of the Roman occupying forces savage assaults lasting four years on Jewish people and property, particularly the poorer class who apparently had organised protests against Roman rule causing a nuisance and concern to the Romans and probably collaborating Hebrews.
It seems Christians at that time were also decimated by the Romans. The murder of thousands of Jews and Christians with Jewish ant-Christian sentiment may have been the reason why Christianity did not burgeon in Palestine. - Refer Karl Kautsky: “Foundations of Christianity” New York – Russell and Russell – Catalogue number – 53 – 8294 1953.
The Dead Sea Scrolls found from 1947 to 1956 are thought to be all there is. Many thorough searches for scrolls of all kinds have been conducted as well as archaeological research throughout the Palestinian area of biblical times. The scrolls are written in Hebrew, Greek and Aramaic on leather, metal, clay and papyrus. Many are repetitive. There are approximately 130 Judaic biblical texts of the type in Christian Bibles
.

There are several variations in the biblical texts either accidental or deliberate. Some material is left out of later Scriptures that had been used for centuries according to comparisons with the scroll copies of Scriptures. It is usual and expected that some mistakes would occur in the hand copying of texts, although, the scrolls appear to be relatively similar to the texts still used.

It has been suggested that the scrolls are the work of the Essenes, a large religious Hebrew sect, who tried reforming Hebrew religious law as far back as 104 B.C.E. and failed. It appears the reformers broke away from the mainstream of religious Hebrews and became the Essenes. Hebrews have resisted many reformist onslaughts on their ideology and laws for millenniums.
It appears that the original Hebrew monotheists of Mesopotamia were breakaway reformists from Hebrew polytheist communities. Because of possible persecution for being monotheists, they travelled South and throughout the Mediterranean regions including Canaan.
Pottery shards discovered in the Sinai desert, suggest some polytheist Hebrews worshipped Yahweh and his wife Asherah, as late as the 8th century BCE. Asherah is mentioned thirteen times in the Old Testament.
The Dead Sea Scrolls are considered to be important because they give religious scholars and historians access to early texts of Judaism and Christianity. There is still some obfuscation and mystery surrounding them. It was not easy for researchers to access the carefully guarded Scrolls stored in the East Jerusalem Museum. Copies on microfilm were smuggled to various scholastic groups.

The difficult nature of the Dead Sea Scrolls research prevented premature publication for world wide religious scholars, researchers and students. When the Scrolls are correctly and fully translated and published, they could be worth billions of dollars.

Thousands of Dead Sea scrolls segments have been deciphered. For the first 20 years from 1947, Christians in Israel held the scrolls under tight security. After the 1967 Arab/Israel war, Israelites have held the scrolls under tight security.
Scrolls considered significant to Christianity were found in 1952 and 1954 containing twelve Gospels. There are only four of them in Christian Bibles. About 80 Christian Gospels in all have been discovered. Considered to be the most significant is the gospel of Thomas (Thomas = didymus = twin). These have caused considerable discussion on the existence of biblical Jesus.
The Scrolls may explain why Pontius Pilate the 6th did not have records of biblical Jesus struck. He may not have lived during Pontius Pilate’s governorship. If biblical Jesus, his crucifixion and resurrection actually occurred, records outside the Christian gospels have been lost. The existing Christian Gospels references to biblical Jesus reveal a classic example of how zealot religious scribes embellish biblical Jesus to support what is purported to be Secular history.

The Christian Gospels are rearrangements of chronological order, places and people, to suit the design of Christian religious ideology. 

Biblical Jesus was a religious orator. There is no evidence that he wrote Scripture. He is biblically recorded having read the scroll of Isaiah. This may have been an interpolation to establish his credential as a Messiah. For most people in the time of biblical Jesus, it was not necessary to write, although many Jews probably could read Jewish Scripture. To be able to communicate through language was sufficient for the majority.

Biblical Jesus preached the end was nigh, meaning in his lifetime. He thought the kingdom of his god would occur in his lifetime. Humanity still exists, so much for the prophesy of biblical Jesus. The millennium notion of biblical Jesus returning to Earth from outer space in a future time stretches the imagination.
The Dead Sea Scrolls refer to a `Teacher of Righteousness'. This appears to be reference to someone unknown, who had a following in the turbulent 2nd and 1st centuries BCE. The scrolls appear to indicate that a Christian style ideology existed long before biblical Jesus. He may have been conversant with it, particularly if he was associated with the Essenes.

Apparently those who followed the script of the Teacher of righteousness, isolated themselves from the mainstream of Hebrew believers. These believers thought that they were practising the true Hebrew faith as it was meant to be practised, all others were wrong. They may have been the Hasidims, who temporarily supported the Maccabees, or the Essenes who separated from mainstream Hebrews establishing them selves at Qumram.
Josephus, a Hebrew ex general of a Galilean army, and who later became a Roman historian, and never returned to his Galilee home, had practised a separate exclusive Jewish faith for a short period in his life. He apparently lived with the Essenes and he did write considerably of them.
John the Baptist and biblical Jesus also became separatists from mainstream Hebrew faith. They taught their own style of Hebrew reform. John believed in baptism and is recorded having baptised Jesus. The Essenes also apparently believed in baptism. Hindus believe in bathing in sacred waters. Water is important in many religious sects.
It is only guessing to say biblical Jesus or John were influenced by the Essenes, but it is a reasonable guess as they operated outside of orthodox Hebrew rituals.

Essenes were a large sect probably the most organised group of Judaic reformers and followers of the Teacher of Righteousness who ever they may be.
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
