ARMENIA

ARMENIA  WAS  A  20TH  CENTURY  TRAGEDY  CAUSED  BY  A  TURKISH  FUNDAMENTALIST

Turkey’s Islamic hierarchy condoning numerous Human Rights abuses, the lack of full democracy and personal freedom, and denial of the genocide of thousands of Armenians, and fundamentalist Muslims endeavouring to create a theocratic State, are major reasons why the European Union in the early years of the 21st century continued resisting accepting full membership of Turkey.
The infant USSR recovering from the First World War and invasions of anti-communist countries including England and Germany was too weak militarily to help its smallest republic Armenia, when invaded by anti-socialist Islamic forces from Turkey. The infant USSR eventually defeated the foreign military forces in 1920-21, trying to destroy the Soviet Republic.
Turkey had a strong military force with weaponry supplied by non- Muslim countries that also opposed Armenia being a part of the USSR.
It is interesting to note, that in the 21st century, some Turkish Muslim women organised as lobbyists demanding to wear traditional Muslim dress in public which was banned by Ata Turk, who as a general, led the Turkish defeat of foreign forces at Gallipoli. He was responsible for creating a non-theocratic Turkish government and governance.

The Australian Broadcasting Corporation in 2006 presented in the regular “Foreign Correspondent” Tuesday night programs, a documentary on Turkish history and the author Orham Pamuk, who exposed the Turkish genocide of Armenians.
Presented were still and moving pictures of thousands of bodies lying in heaps along the roads to Syria, where the Armenians were forced to march. It paralleled a scene at the Nazi Death Camps.

An author named; Orham Pamuk, a native of Turkey, who came from a family that was considered by tradition and their wealth, to be members of the Turkish “establishment (ruling class), released a great deal of information to a Swiss newspaper referring to the 1915 forced march of Armenians, that caused the death of over one million of them.
The Armenians suffered greatly through the ill treatment of the Turkish Muslims. The fact that there were thousands of suffering and dying children did not worry the Turkish Muslims. They admitted that they wanted to destroy the Armenians. The march is considered to be the first modern case of “Ethnic cleaning”
Orham Pamuk, was arrested and jailed. He was to face court and most probably execution under the infamous Article 301. Considerable pressure from Europe forced the Turkey government to release him.
Orham Pamuk left Turkey for a while and returned. He is still living there. The leader of the Nationalists, a solicitor, continues to rave about him and curse him, calling him a traitor and demanding his death.
Orham Pamuk and his brother received many death threats. By law, no one is allowed to criticise the Turkey State. They can be jailed of murdered by the State under Article 301. Orham’s brother was murdered in 2007. Such is the murderous mentality of some Turkish Muslims.
There are still quite a number of Armenians living in what is regarded by Turks as their territory. Actually, it is territory the Turks took from the Armenians by force in their ceaseless attempts to make the world Islamic. The Turkey government has tried several times to shut down or censor the Armenian newspaper. It prints 6000 copies per issue.
There is a growing grass roots investigation by the people of Turkey wanting to know about Turkish history and the genocide of Armenians. Orham Pamuk, a native of Turkey has greatly contributed to this enlightenment of Turkish history and risked his life to do so.
In the last decade of the 20th century and early years of the 21st century, there have been calls by fundamentalist Muslims to have Turkish government and governance non-secular and to eliminate secular law. There is deep Muslim fundamentalist opposition to increasing the State secular status. The fundamentalists want a Muslim theocratic State.

Most of all the land occupied by Muslims today, was once occupied under different cultures, much of it Christian. Islam’s history of violence emulates the history of Christians over 2000 years. Christians have killed one another and non-Christians by the millions. At least 65 million Christians killed each other during the 1900’s. Some historians have set a figure of over three hundred million killed in various wars in the 20th century.
By acculturation, fear and violence millions converted to Islam. Christianity expanded using the same system.
Islam is a religion that has little democracy and personal freedom for women. Major organised religions still maintain in their doctrines the suppression of women.
Expanding enlightenment and significant changes in the economic status of women throughout developing industrialism in the Christian dominated Western World, has given millions of women opportunity to struggle for emancipation, equality and equal opportunity. Their struggles continue.
Millions of Turkish women have virtually no opportunity to equal their Christian women contemporaries. Their social status is affixed by traditional oppressive religious laws. Turkey has not reached the social democracy phase that gives women in general, personal freedom, equality and equal opportunity. Turkish Free Thought women are aware of their social status in their Muslim controlled country.

Despite the many Muslim apologists and their anodyne statements in attempts to exonerate Turkey of its Human Rights abuses, Turkey cannot eradicate its history of Human Rights abuses.
Ataturk was born Mustafa Kemal (1881 -1938). He founded modern Turkey. He structured a rival government to the Ottoman Sultan at Ankara. In 1923 after a civil war, he became the first President of the new Turkish Republic. He somewhat Westernised Turkey, albeit, it remains a predominantly Muslim country. Attaturk means “Father of the Turks”.
