A  COMPENDIUM  OF  RELATIONSHIPS  BETWEEN  ENGLISH,  USA  AND  AUSTRALIAN  HISTORY
INVASIONS  OF  THE  ENGLISH  ISLES  AND  SETTLEMENTS

Over several centuries, the British Isles were invaded and occupied by various tribal people who came from mainland Europe. Refer Chapter 11. The English isles have a mixed population descended from people who invaded the Isles over centuries beginning B.C.E. and throughout the C.E. Various conflicts occurred over centuries in attempts to expel the Romans from the English isles.
The early English isle people like their Celtic forebears were fierce and tough. Physical strength and force meant survival and they lived by the code of violence. Little has changed. Some tribal people were so tough and fierce, that the might of the trained Roman armies could not subdue them, particularly the fierce northern tribes of the English isles beyond the Hadrian and Antonine Walls which the Romans were forced to build from 122 to 128 C.E. The walls helped maintain regional stability of the Northern English region.
The Romans conquered most of the English Isles. They began leaving their Britain province in 410 C.E. and the last of the Roman legions had withdrawn by 430 C.E. leaving it to the mercy of the Saxons who settled the south east coast areas in 475 C.E. followed by the Danes and a little later the Vikings.

The Romans left a scattered and weakly organised Christian fraternity which appeared early during the Roman occupation of the English isles. Generally, Christians were persecuted by polytheists who remained in the majority. The savagery of Druidism was vanquished by the Romans. Druids tortured people to death by burning them in groups, secured within wooden cages. The Roman Christian religion eventually became the major religion in England and Roman Christians persecuted and killed thousands of heretics and Jews.

In 596, Pope Gregory, commissioned a reluctant Augustine (?-605) and forty monks to convert English people to Christianity. Augustine was made bishop of the English in 597C.E. and became the first Archbishop of Canterbury in 600. The English isles gradually became Christianised. The cathedral that Augustine built was later razed by fire.

During the early centuries of English Christianity, people were enslaved by the thousands. Many children were sold by priests into slavery who used the cover of the Crusades to ship children overseas. The slave trade including children was horrendous.

For over a thousand years, many of the English Christian aristocracy and people challenged their subjugation to the Roman Catholic Church They abhorred foreign church rule and its taxes and interference in their affairs. An independent protest church was established in England, ‘The Church of England’ which displaced the power of the Roman Church in England. The Church of England became the largest church in the British Empire. It is still headed and defended by the crown. The events which usurped Roman Catholic power in England involved King Henry VIII.

Another protest movement against the Roman Catholic Church began in Germany by Martin Luther who established Lutheran Church independent of Papal authority. There are now over 30,000 Christian sects throughout the world. Members believe each is the only true Christian Church.
THE  DUKE  OF  NORMANBY  INVASION  OF  THE  BRITISH  ISLES

Duke William of Normanby, an illegitimate son of French Normanby nobility first came to England in 1051C.E. In 1066 he invaded Southern England and London, usurping and killing King Harold and created economic and political ties with France. William was one of the few foreign rulers in the history of the British Isles. He conquered Southern England and London with only 12,000 men, and had himself crowned King of England He was king for 21 years until his death in 1087. He was a major influence on modern English history.
In 1086 he ordered a census of his British kingdom known as the Domesday Book still extant. King William as William the Conqueror and a Roman Christian claimed he did all this in the name of the Roman Church.
Militarist invasions of the English Isles ended with the failed attempt in 1588 of the great Spanish Armada of 130 ships carrying about 30,000 soldiers and sailors during Queen Elizabeth I Reign, 1588 - 1603. Elizabeth, the daughter of King Henry the Eighth, was born in 1533. During her reign England became the most powerful naval power in the world and held this position for centuries. England also developed a large merchant marine fleet. English piracy was the curse of France, Spain, the Netherlands and other countries. Apart from wars with European countries often resulting in temporary English rule, there were also internal wars in England.

For centuries, English Isle kings appeared and many had short reigns often caused by cruel, violent deaths. It appears incredible that so many individuals conspired to be rulers when most met an early demise. English soil is literally fertilised with countless thousands of murdered people. Few populations have a more terrifying, long and painful history than those of the English isles from c.800 B.C.E. Eventually, the English Isles became a relatively stable nation by the 1800’s. English colonialism began burgeoning from the beginning of the industrial revolution supported by superior naval power. The English colonial empire rose and fell within three hundred years. Much of the created wealth of the English colonialists was derived from slave labour.

Two major world wars and other wars caused by competition between global economic elitists attempting domination of world markets in the 20th century, resulted in millions of English people and those of the English colonies being killed and maimed.

BRITISH  INTERNAL  STRUGGLES

The populations of the British Isles, the Irish, the Welsh and Scots were notably independent, fiercely aggressive and many resented the centralised political and monarchy control from London. There are political organisations in Ireland and Scotland with a goal of achieving sovereignty and absolute independence from the English crown and political rule.

Early in the 21st century, Scotland gained an independent parliament system. Many Scottish people do not forgive the English for allowing English soldiers to carry out their senseless slaughter of men, women and children after the ‘Battle of Culloden’ led by Lord Cumberland in 1746, in what is held as the last British Isles civil war. Sections of the Irish people, namely Roman Catholic anti-royalists conducted a civil war throughout the 20th century to the beginning of the 21st century. It was a war of independence against English supporters of Crown rule and British military occupants who are there on behalf of the English Monarchy and economic elitist hierarchy wanting to maintain control of Ireland. It was not admitted by the British that it was a civil war. It was referred to as Irish terrorism.

The IRA regarded by Royalists as a dissident organisation continues endeavours to achieve its goal through negotiation with the English ruling hierarchy. Roman Catholic Irish do not want British secular rule, but apparently accept a foreign State, (Vatican) religious rule. The influence of the Roman Catholic religious indoctrination upon many Irish people causes social divisiveness with its royalist opposition.

During the British Isles' long history there were scores of separate kingdoms which were rarely at peace with each other. The history of the British Isles from the time the Romans left is filled with civil wars, conspiracies among aristocracy and royal families treachery and slavery and oppression of small land holders and industrial workers.

There were many attempts to unite the British Isles under one ruling family. William the Conqueror succeeded. In 1071, he introduced a Feudal agrarian economic system which England maintained on a pattern similar to mainland Europe until the emergence of the industrial revolution, which traditionally began in 18th century Europe and rapidly developed in England and the USA.

It was in 17th century England, that Scotland, Ireland and Wales became unequivocally subservient to a well established English parliament and monarchy under the leadership of Oliver Cromwell.  Many Irish have never forgiven the English led by Cromwell in 1650 for mass butchery of Irish people. A republican parliamentary system was established by Cromwell who formed the Commonwealth of the British Isles. The monarchy was re-established with certain rights and privileges. Oliver Cromwell (1599 - 1658) a strict puritan was executed.

ENGLISH  INDUSTRIALISM

The new industrial, merchant and banking class won economic and political power usurping Feudalism operated by royalty and land owners. Many wealthy land owners invested in the industrialised capitalist system. The Feudal system considerably withered. The dangerous mining industry expanded employing thousands including whole villages. The burgeoning new monopoly industrial-banking systems became a world wide network embracing the global population.
Landowners had to compete for labour against the burgeoning industrialists. Large numbers of the English Isles population left for the new English colonies. These events further weakened the economic base of the land owners and the power of the monarchy, which was allowed to maintain a semblance of power over the people in areas that did not affect the burgeoning industrial-banking class. Thus a feudal form of society remained virtually into the 1900’s.

Working class revolts occurred from time to time. The most murderous English working class revolt was in 1926, the same year that a major one occurred in Germany. Both were soundly defeated by the ruling class hierarchy and Monarchy with tragic loss of many lives. Military forces, Home Guard forces and mercenaries were used to subdue the English and German workers.
Initially, the land owning aristocracy in league with royal houses endeavoured to inhibit the developing political and economic power of the new industrial, merchant/ banking class. The monarchy and land owners lost their long struggle over the decades to maintain their sociological and economic and political primacy status.

The monarchy was set as a patron head of the State Church of England. The English judiciary and parliament systems were established in English colonies including Australia.

As long as there was no challenge from the people to affect the new profit making systems or the bureaucracy and monarchy, all was well. However, seeds of revolt were sown in the 18th century and workers began organising to improve their living standards. Lodges and Trade Unions began to appear.

By the 20th century, English business exploiters of people and resources for wealth had spread their operations around the world in competition with other countries. Workers were drawn from the land and millions were mere wage slaves. Workers in industrialised England required a rudimentary education. It was essential for the operation of the new industries depending on changing technology. Eventually education became compulsory as the industrialisation of England developed.

Wages barely gave the industrial workers a quality of life better than the millions of slaves in the colonies. Workers' accommodation was built around mines, factories and docks. Few working people travelled far to work and very few industrial workers owned property.

The crowded, unsanitised areas of slums were breeding grounds for diseases among the exploited class. Death from various diseases, working conditions and malnutrition occurred on a grand scale well into the 20th century. Generally, living conditions were degrading and depriving people of dignity. The crowded, filthy conditions, long hours of work for small wages and few safety practices forced labour to organise into guilds and unions.

Working class organisations and political parties struggled to improve the quality of life for the working class and continue to do so. The employing class was never satisfied with the production levels of the workers who in turn, were rarely satisfied with their wages and conditions. This scenario set centuries of organised struggle for social and economic justice.

Corruption and conspiracies were the norm between all classes, their organisations and political parties. English justice was weighted heavily against the slave and working class. Petty crime was considerable and mainly committed in order to survive. Punishment was extremely severe for the most trivial offences, usually jail, death or transportation to English colonies, such as Northern America, the Bahamas and later, Australia. Many political agitators were deported.

The struggles of the English working people to upgrade their quality of life, gradually contributed to developing a more democratic society with a relatively equable social justice system, albeit, a large poverty class remains and many people cannot cope without government financial assistance. Several democratic reforms were instituted through pressure from an organised working class.
Reforms, religion, and the monarchy tend to focus industrial working people's political will away from the effectively hidden economic self-interest groups, who are protected by a mass of State laws and State forces.
ENGLISH  COLONIALISM

Colonialism is a euphemist term for exploiting resources and people of other lands. From the early period of English industrialism, English business people backed by military forces, vied for new resources in new lands and for control of markets on a world scale against other countries. The English colonial system spread around the world and included areas of North and South America, India, Asia and Africa, all of Australia and New Zealand and parts of many other countries. The English Colonial Empire became the greatest economic influence in the world. The modern economic capital system siphons created wealth into fewer hands each generation, giving greater economic and political power over the majority.
From its beginning, the industrial-banking system has fluctuated in its operations due to its economic structure and competition for markets. These fluctuations cause domestic economic collapses, slowdown of trade, mass unemployment and worst of all, trade wars that frequently erupted into physical wars.

FREE  FOR  ALL?

The modern industrialised and colonial world was founded upon intense exploitation of resources and people of whom, millions were slaves.

Many ‘ordinary’ people became wealthy in the new age of industrialism and colonialism. The majority did not. There were many opportunities for individual entrepreneurs to make their fortunes, particularly in the colonies. Land on a grand scale such as in Australia was quickly occupied and the indigenes sent packing. Discovering gold and other minerals, rubber, timber, oil and coal helped to make great fortunes.

The grab for wealth through trade and possession of natural resources led to dispossessing indigenous people of their land and rights, and causing misery, wars and the untimely deaths of scores of millions of men, women and children.

Global economic competition increasing in tempo, causes formations of economic blocks for protection against exacerbating economic wars. Two world wars economically weakened England. In the post Second World War years, English colonial independence movements one by one forced England to hand over sovereignty, political and economic autonomy, that rapidly disintegrated the British Empire in the 1900’s. Ex-colonies became members of a Commonwealth of Nations. Millions of mixed races from England's ex-colonies settled in England by right of permanent residence through Commonwealth agreements. Racism is not uncommon in the British Isles.

The independent economic elitist class of Europe has endeavoured to unite the whole of Europe from East to West and North to South with a new coinage system based on the Euro, to compete against the power of the USA dollar. The euro is gradually gaining strength and range. This is of concern to the USA economic elitists, albeit, they have investment in the Euro to make profit. England has so far resisted making the Euro its base currency which was coerced to join the European common market for economic survival. This had a temporary adverse effect on the Australian economy which has invested 50% of its national investment in the Euro. Australia trades 58% of its exports in Euros.

The Euro dollar was introduced as the common currency for all European common market states. English hierarchy has so far resisted attempts to change its currency. One may consider whether this has anything to do with the Bank Of England originally set up by a Scotsman. The B. of E. has strong investments with USA finance and business. It gained funds from the USA during the First World War in 1917 and the Second World War in 1940 to help defeat Germany.

FROM  THE  PERIOD  OF  1760-1820

During the reign of George III of England (1760-1820), political and economic relations dramatically changed between England and its colonies in Northern America.

Many people of the Northern American colonies resented English rule, English law, English control of prices and taxes. Almost half of the USA population were of German origin. The English ruling class attitude to the colonials coupled with unfair taxes and corruption gave Northern American colonials strong reason to fight for independence.

A referendum was held in the second half of the 1800’s to decide the official language of the USA. English won the day against the German language by a margin of 18%. Thomas Jefferson stated he believed in the freedom and happiness of man. However, he owned scores of slaves. They were apparently not quite human in his eyes, and 167 of them helped make his wealth. Nevertheless, the abolition of USA slavery began under his administration.

Northern American colonists had also resisted the inflow of convicts from England. The transportation of English convicts to Northern America was at the rate of 1000 annually. English authorities had shipped 30,000 thousand convicts to Northern America between 1717 and 1776 under the English 1917 Transportation Act.

Convict transportation ended in the 1770's and Northern America became no longer available for English convicts from 1788, eight years after Captain Cooke “discovered” Australia. Cooke’s discovery was timely for the English aristocracy and judiciary. Northern American Colonials’ organised open warfare against the English. With help from Solomon's army supported by Haym, a Jewish financier and French forces who also occupied Northern American territory, the English army capitulated in 1775 at Saratoga to Solomon’s Northern American revolutionary army.

Necker (1732-1804) a French statesman and brilliant financier and Director of the French Treasury and also Director General of Finances, was censured and deprived of his State status, for wanting to help the English, by involving France in the Northern American wars for independence. Probably because of his genius for money management and his wealth, he was reinstated to his former State status, which probably saved France and its Royal House from financial disaster.

Northern American independence from the English ended English monopoly exploitation of its ‘New World’ colonies which allowed greater freedom for Northern Americans and non-English European business people to invest on an immense scale.

In 1812 English military forces tried to recover Northern American territory by entering it from the Canadian border. The English were soundly repulsed. This was the year the Russians defeated Napoleon, which was commemorated by Tchaikovsky, who wrote the 1812 Overture. The English hierarchy never attempted an assault on the Northern Americas again. They quickly learned that  trading was a better option.

The independent Northern Americans formed a republic in 1776, the year Benjamin Franklin went Paris. The USA became the first country to introduce complete freedom of religion (latitudinarian), in the 'Declaration of Independence", Benjamin Franklin, born in 1706, was eulogised by Parisians who made a bust of him still on view. By 1788 a new USA republican constitution was absolute and operational. The USA Republic had a central Federal Government that determined the constitution and relative powers of the States.

An outstanding English intellectual, Thomas Paine with Thomas Jefferson (1743-1826) and others helped form the USA constitution. Paine eventually left in disgust when he realised the direction the new republic nation was heading, which was not an egalitarian altruistic society. Thomas Paine was a friend of Jefferson and was a strong believer in social justice, a republican and a humanitarian. He went to France and became involved in the French revolution.

Wars continued throughout the Americas. French, Dutch and Spanish colonies were absorbed into the growing United States of America. The Dutch sold their New Amsterdam (New York on Manhattan Island) colony. Northern American territorial wars ended in 1865 that finally consolidated the United States heralding the formation of the modern United States of America. The original free 13 Northern American states became 51 states of modern the USA.

Jewish financiers had supported the French revolution and Napoleon Bonaparte. After Bonaparte's failure several non-English European business people switched investments to the “New World” (the Americas) and in particular, the USA which made it the most wealthiest and powerful nation in the world by 1900. In 1852 the International Regatta yachting trophy was won by America and continued to win it each year. The cup became known as the America's cup. By 1865 the east and west coast of the USA were linked by rail.

MODERN  USA  HISTORY

The history of the modern United States of America in a short period of two centuries has emulated every phase of human history from the period when agriculture was discovered c.15000 years ago. By 1868 white Americans of European had solved the Indian (American indigenes) problem by reducing their numbers to barely 10 percent of their original pre European Christian invaders. Indigenous Indians’ rights were virtually nil. Most were and are incarcerated in reserves.

The European Caucasian population expanded and occupied the rest of the Americas through a series of violent clashes. The USA has a long and ongoing history of military actions. Civil wars, apartheid and racial discrimination headed by the notorious Christian based Ku Klux Klan prevailed in some USA States into the 1960's, a few Ku klux Klan people still meet.

USA  ECONOMICS

Once free from internal wars, the USA rapidly developed an industrial base using vast natural resources. Industries and banking flourished. Gold was discovered in large quantities and attracted many migrants from Asia. They were generally treated as second class citizens as they also were in Australia. It was a virtual apartheid situation condoned by USA and Australian governments. Discrimination was rife and in some areas is still practised by communities. A major agrarian economy rapidly developed. Millions of slaves were used mainly in agriculture, particularly in Southern States of the USA.

The USA 1876 Philadelphia Industrial Exhibition took European industrialists by surprise. They realised they lagged behind the USA. Australia held an exhibition in the 1880's in Melbourne. The British held an industrial exhibition in London in 1900. The English also had held an international exhibition in 1852. The Eiffel Tower, completed in 1889, expressed French engineering genius.
Industrialism in Europe and the USA changed the lives of global populations en masse and continues to do so. Industries emerged and attracted people from the land. Cities appeared where once there was nothing but grass, scrub and forest. International trade advanced and kept expanding and shipping construction developed on a massive scale. The world continued to be embraced by ever new forms of science and technology.

The USA established world recognition of its economic power in 1917 during the First World War. The weakened English economy required the powerful USA economic and military assistance to help defeat the German war machine, which the English and French were in stalemate with and were becoming poorer. The U.S.A. in its inexorable economic march to a world super power displaced many other people’s cultures and imposed its style of religion and economic system on them using military force if necessary.

USA governments have sent its mercenaries to fight in many foreign lands in the interest of its economic elitist class. The USA was involved in over 100 military conflicts during the 1900’s. Modern economic systems induce inhumanness. In profit making systems, people are a means to an end. Human resources are used for one purpose, which is to make profit and if possible super profits by reducing human resource costs against profit margins. Hence computerised robotic forms of technology are continually being developed to automate all production where possible. The greed of the economic elitist class appears to blind it to the misery it causes. Massive profits are being made with less human resource input and the trend is continuing in the 21st century.

The USA chronic unemployment figures average approximately nine million annually and a poverty underclass is growing as it is in Australia, England and most Christian denomination countries. There are financial benefits for millions of USA people that stem from the aggressive USA free market economy.

Global conservatives including the religious right want order (oppression) at the cost of personal freedom and justice. Occasionally, an open "debate" on "neutral" platforms controlled by mass media is allowed in order to pay lip service to free speech and personal freedom. What can so-called free speech and personal freedom achieve within a world controlled by an ‘Unholy Trinity’ of Economic, Politics and organised religion?

The USA with an arsenal of weapons that can annihilate the world in minutes has virtually absolute global economic and military supremacy at the beginning of the 21st century. It uses different weapons to enter different markets. 

Countries such as Australia, being geographically of strategic military value to the USA Economic Empire, and also a profitable market with its resources of, natural gas, coal, oil, gold, diamonds, cobalt and Yellow Cake-is economically coerced to do USA bidding. The new Trading partner of China mainland is offsetting the Australia’s considerable economic imbalance with the USA. However, Australia requires USA military protection from potential northern invaders albeit, there is no absolute guarantee Australia will always have it.
Countries with the greatest reserves of natural wealth are most at risk from the USA economic influence. They are literally coerced to surrender their resources to the USA corporate machine. USA agencies headed by the CIA induce civil unrest wage and wars to gain their objectives. History reveals that this has happened many times.
The Belgian Congo, Korea, Vietnam, Chile, Bolivia, Central America, Cuba, Granada and Iraq are some typical examples of USA influence to enact aggression in the name of short term profit. The USA economic elitist class blatantly influences foreign policy decisions world wide.

KARL  KAUTSKY

Based on political, social and economic themes, a great intellectual, Karl Kautsky in the late 1800's and early 1900's dealt in a significant manner with humanity’s history of the phases of production, modern science and technology in his book, “Foundations of Christianity” published in New York; Russell and Russell 1953.

Kautsky revealed brilliant insight of past, present and future history of humanity’s social changes caused by changing modes of production, which in turn, influences social thought and behaviour.

Below is an edited segment of the forward from Kautsky's book.

"The more artificial the conditions of life become as a result of the progress of technology and science, the more they depart from nature, the more the individual requires scientific knowledge to pick out what his organism needs from among the mass of artificial products offered him. So long as men only drank water, the instinct sufficed that made them seek out good spring water and reject foul swamp water. But instinct collapses completely as a guise to manufactured beverages. Scientific insight is needed here.
And it is precisely that way in politics, in social action in general... Today, markets are global and in constant activity in which workers are organised into armies of millions of producers of wealth owned by the capitalist monopoly class. Socially produced wealth privately owned in an enlightening world demands a complete renovation of the monopoly capitalist system.
What makes this even more necessary is that...society that increasingly encompasses the entire globe, carries the division of the labor further and further, limits the individual more and more to a specialty, a single action, and tends to degrade him spiritually, making him less able to understand all the immensity of the entire process (of sociological evolution). The study of the past, far from being mere dilettante antiquarianism, will become a powerful weapon in the struggle of the present to hasten the attainment of a better future." [End].

Unfortunately, the USA population is indoctrinated to accept profit making systems as the only way communities can successfully operate. And well it might be with the present general state of the world’s people's intellect saturated in materialism inculcated from birth. There appears to be no escape from the materialist trap.
The USA political and military structures with organised religion forming an “unholy Trinity”, is eulogised as the basis of USA democracy. Globally, the “Unholy Trinity” resists change to profit making systems that inexorably reduces the progression of open democracy. It denies social and economic justice for millions if not billions of people.

The USA as the wealthiest Christian nation and the most powerful and aggressive economically and militarily, has a social class structure based on economic levels (income and accruement of material wealth). There are millions unemployed, millions living on the poverty line and millions not properly educated. Education is geared mainly to a materialist concept incorporating profit making systems, thus is mainly in the interest of the elitist economic class. Only people with millions or billions of dollars rule the USA. They have no compunction sending people into conflicts in order to preserve their profit making systems.

The USA religious right as part of the ‘Unholy Trinity’ assists to maintain a compliant population governed by militarist dictatorships, and elitist economic self-interest classes using political organisations as a means to assist maintaining their power, and upholding the profit making system as the criteria of a pretentious democracy.

Political and military power is literally controlled by amalgamating economic self interest groups. USA people are mind conditioned to acquiesce to the religious right narrow perspective, thus holding people in a stultified state based upon theocentric Christianity.

In the year 2008 there are approximately 50 million Atheists registered in the USA, including a large number in the military forces that have their own subsidised by the USA government, Atheist organisation known as MAAF and literature.
Whilst USA people wallow in political and religious organisations’ schisms, Europe and Asia are emerging as new powerful world economic and militarist powers that do not fully trust the USA. Such a global situation somewhat threatens the USA’s future economic and military power.

At the close of the 20th century, American people were divided into separate and varying religions, religious cults and political philosophies. Assorted political and religious groups with their fluctuating allegiances tend to pull a nation apart or at best, each faction stands off in virtually immovable bodies that hinder progress towards altruism and a higher quality of life for all.

USA  AND  ITS  ORGANISED  RELIGION  ALLIES  NAMELY  JEWISH  AND  CHRISTIAN  HIERARCHIES

USA bellicose policies supported by militarist threat or action to benefit its economy should be abolished. However, this is opposed by religious hierarchies locked into global profit making systems. Hypocritically, they pay lip service to the USA’s pretentious democracy, good will to all and love thy neighbour themes.

It is immoral for organised religion to present itself as an ethical leader of people whilst part of the global profit making system that exploits people and is the main cause of conflicts. Organised religion’s immorality intensifies when it supports self-interest elitist economic-allies who, in endeavours to survive, use violence against those in dissent and causes impoverishment of people.

It is immoral for organised religion to continue its role of neutralising people's political will and encourage acceptance of indignities and suffering within the present global socio-economic system. People should exuviate their shackles that bond them to immoral economic, political and religious systems that lead to wars.

USA propaganda emphasising Americans’ enjoyment of religious freedom obfuscates the American economic self-interest groups' motives and actions and the role of organised religion.

The United States of America formulated a secular constitution separating religion from the state. However, its population is predominantly Christian and carries Christian ideology into all domains of American life imposing Christian religious doctrine as official public policy.

Christians have occupied every facet of U.S.A. government and societal infrastructure. Education boards, parliaments, medical fraternities etc.
EUROPE  AND  THE  USA  TODAY

The USA maintained a direct military presence in Germany for decades and remains the backbone of NATO. It also maintains a military presence in Japan and Australia and the Philippine and other countries. Its economic policies directly influence these nations politically and militarily. Militarism is an important source of profit. The USA maintains high tech secret military bases in Australia and has them in other countries. These military outposts are primarily set to specifically support the USA profit making systems and protect the USA and its colonies.

Australia, the Philippines, Indonesia and Japan became important to USA global military strategy, particularly in the cold war period.  Left wing elements in these countries were under constant attack.  In Indonesia, thousands of left wing people were killed in the 60's.
COUNTRIES  SUPPORTED  BY USA  ECONOMIC  ELITISTS

USA business has a notorious record of supporting despots and right wing governments because of a fear of communism.  It has by various means interfered with the internal affairs of many countries and blatantly in some such as Chile, Cuba, El Salvador, Grenada, Haiti, Honduras, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama and others.  It has imposed blockades and embargoes on countries such as Cuba, Ethiopia and Iraq and has a strong influence through giving military aid in several Arab states.

The USA government on behalf of the business fraternity, tries to economically bully Japan and China and any country into allowing more open trade with it, which literally means more profit for its business conglomerates.

Science has solved the problems of food production, therefore, there should no longer be a need for aggression. However, the global monopoly economic profit making system induces competitive aggression of economic self-interest groups. They are at constant economic war with each other, either physically or economically. Their economic anarchy conflicts are  euphemistically called competition.

Social economic and religious schisms in populations assist maintaining the power base of conglomerate self-interest economic groups who continue to control economies for maximum profits. USA dominant global economics with its varying influences upon the economies of most countries is under constant challenge from Europe and Asian economic self-interest groups.
Each country that imports also requires external markets (sources of money) for exporting its industrial manufacture. The American economy is no exception. To own or control a world network of viable markets enhances economic, political and military power that strengthens survival. The Australian economic competition with USA is a David and Goliath struggle. Goliath always wins.

USA business capital invested in poorer countries is for making greater profits based upon lower wages and costs. Outsourcing labour exacerbates unemployment of American workers. The same situation occurs in Australia.

The USA control of economic development and technology inhibits the development of poorer nations’ self-reliance. Hierarchies of poorer countries borrow if allowed the `privilege' to do so from the World Bank or IMF, which extracts interest returns that place economic burdens upon the people of poorer countries.

Modern economies interact internationally on a competitive basis and survive by the strength of economic power. Domestic economies are proportionally active and strong according to demand governed by the purchasing power of people. This is increased by access to credit inducing a cycle of expanding credit (debt and inflation). Credit is a euphemism for debt.

Without external markets, the importing and manufacturing self interest groups would find it difficult to be viable without intensifying domestic market exploitation via higher prices. This is the path to poverty.

On average, approximately one third of most countries' populations live better than the other two thirds.  One third is mainly responsible for maintaining and benefiting from the economic status quo. This ratio is also a global scenario.
America is the world's largest producing and export nation. Yet, even with its considerable agrarian production subsidised, it cannot achieve a reasonable and equable quality of life for all the American people. To expand markets and protect economic interests, American business is involved in continuous aggressive economic wars. It has severe competition from China, Japan, Taiwan, and India.

USA business uses anarchy economic methods and even physical violence against many countries it has dealings with, such as, African states, Arab states, Asia Minor countries, Australia, Pacific countries, Canada, Central American countries, Cuba, European countries, Grenada, Japan, Mexico, Middle East and South American countries. The list is long. All have felt USA economic pressures.

THE  USA  WORKING  PEOPLE

USA propaganda indulges in considerable self praise of its internal democracy and democratic policies which are designed to protect profit making systems. The fact of reality is that profits come before people and always has.

USA economic self-interest groups care little for the predicament of poverty stricken people or the destruction of the global environment. Their interest lies in generating maximum profits. They and their organised religious supporters and politicians do not want to lead a charge for economic and social change. Their money is invested for making profit in the ruthless and relentless monopoly capitalist economics system which panders to the evolved human condition of greed.

Money inexorably gravitating into fewer hands during the process of business, mergers and take overs is the nature of private enterprise. The commodity or manufacture in greatest demand attracts money wealth. Money, military weaponry, energy production, communications, entertainment, transport and drugs and crime are high on the profit making ladder.

Money is a commodity which can be increased in value via interest rates and added value. The question of use value or need value in free enterprise production is not a major consideration.

Demand with its potential associated profit viability determines production. Economic materialism is the primary social status symbol based upon purchasing power. The greater the purchasing power of an individual the greater is their social status.

Populations tend to homogenise in similar economic groups in USA cities. This status structure pervades all global populations. The demarcation of economic distribution is clearly seen from one suburban block to the next by the quality of housing, the dress of the people and the quality of their life style.
Graduations of incomes designating people into economic social groups from an underclass to the very wealthy include underpaid women and children in the work force. In the USA there are an increasing number of people suffering stress in the form of depression, frustration and neuroticism and paranoia which has created a growing fraternity of mental health carers and an increase in mental health institutions.
The “free Enterprise” profit before people syndrome has created sociological anarchy and a world of have and have nots. Health care, hospitals, nursing homes, education, community activities and welfare are under pressure to keep up with increasing costs. Several institutions are suffering cuts in funding and are reducing services 

In various capitalist countries including Australia, increasing numbers of people fail to cope in endeavours to construct a quality of life that they can maintain. Many commit suicide. Chronic adverse economic conditions also cause the adverse condition in people's physical and mental well being. Economic fluctuations also create a growing underclass that in its struggle to survive tend to rely more on crime and violence.
In this economic anarchy milieu, funds to private religious education institutions should be eliminated and diverted to eliminating poverty. However, governments are sensitive to the voting power organised religious institutions can generate against governments. Where is democracy when religious institutions can plunder government treasuries at will and therefore deny the needy?

Sociologically, psychologically and economically this is the USA today and this pattern is being replicated in many advanced countries such as Australia, where thousands of people are trapped in chronic poverty by the modern profit making systems of which, the USA is the chief executor as a modern superpower. However, it is struggling to maintain its superpower status.

However, as Karl Marx stated: “Capitalism has its inherent economic adversities that cause extreme economic disadvantages for millions.”
