Williamstown Little Athletics Centre Championship Day Information

For parents rostered to do set up, please be at the track at 7.00am.  Please Note Javelin will start at 8.00am and all athletes who have entered javelin need to arrive by 7.45 am for marshalling/warm up.  The start time for all other events will be 8.30a.m - First call to events will be 8:15am.  Athletes should report to the marshalling area when they are called (see below):
The day is an all day event and every attempt will be made to stick to the published timetable but we may run ahead of time or behind time during the day.  If insufficient athletes report for a particular heat this event may run as a straight final.(where possible)
Club rostered officials need to be in place by 8:15 so we can begin the program on time

Other Important Information for Day

· Correct Club Uniform must be worn by all competitors including registration tags. Please remember shorts must be plain with no logos or pockets and spikes can only be worn by athletes aged Under 12 and above.  No leggings are allowed.
· Field Events - Competitors will complete 3 trials in all field events with placing being determined by results of these 3 trials.  All competitors will have rotational trials not consecutive trials.
· Running Events with Heats - Progression to finals will be as follows: - FIRST IN EACH HEAT then the next fastest times to make up a field of eight.  Athletes who have qualified for finals will be posted on the clubhouse window prior to the running of finals
· Marshalling – Two Marshalling Areas will be operating. There is no age group marshalling for this day. 

1. The Track marshalling area will be located adjacent to the 100m Starting area.  The Field marshalling area will be located next to the canteen.. 

2. All competitors will be required to go to the marshalling area 10 minutes before the scheduled time..
3. Each event will be given 2 calls by the centre announcer for athletes to go to the Marshalling Area. 

4. Athletes will be marked off in the marshalling area and taken to their event either running or field as appropriate.

5. Any competitor who has NOT been through the marshalling area prior to their event will not be permitted to compete.

In events where entries are low, age groups for boys & girls may be combined. 
· Crouch Starts will only be allowed for those children in the U12 and above age groups.
· Release Forms – The track events program has priority throughout the day. Where a field events time and a track events time for a competitor clash, their club team manager or assistant team manager are required to lodge a release form at the marshalling area on behalf of their athlete.  Team Managers are responsible for ensuring release forms are handed in to the marshalling area.  The release form will then go to the track starters. The Track Lane Marshal will send a runner to collect the child from their field event as identified on the release form. The athlete will be released from the field event to compete in their track event. It is the clubs responsibility to manage this issue on behalf of their members.  It is the athletes or parents responsibility to check the program for any likely clashes and to inform the team manager.
PLEASE NOTE If a competitor is called from the High Jump to a Track Event, the competitor must return to the High Jump at the height the bar is set at, not the height it was at when the competitor left it. 
· NO ADULTS (other than Event Officials) or athletes/children who are not competing in an event are permitted on the inside of the track.

· Instructions and/or coaching - No coaching within the competition arena is allowed for competing children. Coaching from outside the competition area is permitted however it should in no way interfere with the running of the event.
· Parents must not approach officials during the running of the event. If you have any questions please direct them to your club team manager.
Contingency Plan for Championship Day

· In the event that we are unable to complete the program on Championship day there is no back up day this season. For any events that are not completed, medals will be Awarded at Club AGM’s based on the Personal Bests for athletes who have entered in specific events.
